with sticerss at Johns Hopking Univer-
sity in Baltimore before going to
Worcester und he has naturally made
his own sclence the most important
department of Clark University.

Under the new president, however,
payehalogy 18 not likely to occupy the
foremott place In the currlenlnm.
Comlng from the chair of physiogra-
phy at Harvand, nnd having slready
taught that sclence In the Unlversity
of Chleago, Dr. Arwoon will be cer
tain to glve prominence to what has
been’ the favorite study of his 1ife;
and students speclally Interested In
physlography may be expected to seek
Clark Unlversily under the incentive
of his lnfluence,

The word physiography is generally
used 1in ordipary conversation os
synony mous with physieali geography,
but It 18 really a more comprelensive
exproession, comprising all the natural
phenomena included In the description
of the earth's surface. Professor
Hruxrey, who was one of the greatest
teachers that ever lived, publlshed a
small volume on physlography In 1877
which he deseribed as “An Introdue-
tion to the Study of Nature,” and this
book is & model of what an introduc.
tory treatise on the subject should be,
He ridicules the method of teaching
physieal geography which begins by
telling a child that “the earth Is an
oblate spherold moving around the sun
in an elliptical orblt,” Taklng a par-
ticular district of England, the basin
of the River Thames, as his subject,
with admirable lucldity he explalns,
from the facts which may readlly be
observed there, all the principal phe-
nomena of meteorology, the movement
of land and water, the action of earth-
quakes and volcanoes, the effect of
Iife upon the earth's surface and
finally the conflguration of the earth
itself and its movements.

The importance of such studles as
thls becama evident In this country
duriog the late war when the Depart-
ment of Sclence and Research In the
Councll of National Defence caused to
be prepared and pablished for the use
of milltary students lu educational in-
stitutions and eamps a number of
books on Introductory meteorology,
military geology and topography, the
geography of Europe amd other sub-
jects fulling within the scape of physi-
ograply. The interest and the utility
of this sclence are realized to-day as
they never have been befors and the
increased attentlon which it Is llikely
to recelve at Clark University 1s there.
fore fitting and seasonable,

Dr. Hart bas signalized his retive-
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mont from the presidency of Clark
Univeralty by the publication of a
new book entitled "Morala® the Bu-
preme Btandard of Life and Conduel."
This work is deslgned to show that
the superhyglene, bhest designated nw
morale, 18 Indloated by all history and
espocially by the events of the late
wir as the supreme modern atandard
of human endeavor—the goal which
avery right thinking man and woman
ought to seek.

The Legal Ald Soclety of New York,
Mr. Hughes sald, gave advice to 34,000
applicants last year, Had It not been
for the bureau, he sald, the majority of
the permons probably would have gone
without proper logal counsel. Mr, Hughes
urged that free legal advice be given the
poor In criminal as well as in civil cases,
