to mit and work in furs and overshoes.
There are mapy necessurles thut do not
cven exlst here.

“In order to get a Httle wood the clty
sonds us In very cold weather a fow
etivtions outside the eity, where, from
7 o the morning until 9 at night, we
miust carry wood and pile It up in frelght
cars. People arg senl out to tear down
wopden houses for Kindling wood, and
many who _u‘a unaccustomed 1o that
Kind of work and too weak for it drop
under the welght of the planks and logs.

“At 8 In the mornipg work Is begun
in the oflicey and continues untll 8 at
hight under an almost devilish disclpling
If wo aro n moment Inte we are taken
te court and then sent to the work-
Fouse. No matter how dissatisfied we
fre with ocur work we are not allowed
o change It

“The surface cars nre very seldom
ween, s they stop at 6 in the evening
and on Sundays they do not run at all

“Epidemicas help starvation to kill
people.
