They never nibble and rarelv pln
with the bait, but snap at II flercelv ami
Uislantly rush away with tremendous speed
and violence, giving the fisherman no warning. Often the first Intimation a man has
that he has hooked a !lu-fls- Is when thfish Jumps out of the water.

"The fight that follows la ravage ln thl
extreme. Ths fish will run deep, throwtnl
himself over and over as Iih goee down
Then be will flash as suddenly to the ur
face, Jump from one to three feet high at'hurl himself hack Into the water head fire'
Generally he will turn over twice while Ir,
the air, shaking his head like a terrier. To
haul with dead strength against su. h h
Is to risk smashed tackle. When ihe blue-
flsh wants line he la bound tn take It.

"Inexperienced anglers always atop reeMnj
when their line suddenly slackens and the
rod straighten! out, but It Is the very llm
to do tho quickest work.
