ANNULS MARRIAGE
OF THIRTEEN YEARS

Husband Complains Wife Re-
fused to Live with Him.

The marriage contracted by V. Law-
rence Drew of 573 Seventy-sevent- h street,
Brooklyn, and Kathryn Kelso
thirteen years ago, was annulled yes-
terday by Supremo Court Justice Squlers
in Brooklyn, the decree being granted on
the application of the husband.
