Added to uncertainty as to s
outcome thers was doubt in every ona's
mind as to what the weather would do
pext. Then oame the meroplane fiying
boack apnd forth over the enclosure, fiy-
Ing so low at times that the chance
eemed reckless In the extrerne.

“The tournament offcialm, of course,
wore powerlesa to stop the fiying over
the grounds. Than came the deplorable
aceldent that killed two men. The
leason was obivious to 13,000 spectators
at the tournament, half of whom could
wolf the machine plainly as 1t began 1o
fall. Instantly thers must have finshed
into their mindme the thought that it was
ky the merest turn of a hand that the
machine had not crashed into one of
those crowded stands.  The public
should ba protected against such dan-
gors and ft is mincerely hoped that the
warning of this accident may nol pass
unheeded.”

We have seen our richest claanies—
onoe regarded as the richest financlally, but pow rich only In u-ndlmm--;
dwindle to mere exhibitions, for the most part by the great and only Man o
War. With the refusal of Guy Bedwell, trainer for Commander Ross, to let
Bir Barton run sgalnst Man o' War in the $156,000 Jockey Club Btakes at
Belmont Park on Baturday New York's handlcaps in the con for the most
important and most Interesting turf mestings are further ntuated. The
Jockey Club Btakes normally would be worth omly 80,000—nothing more
than “chlcken feed” in these diys of $60,000 features. But with the hope of
attracting Man o' War and Sir Barton the Westchestor Racing Assoclation
added $10,000. When the entry of the Riddle.cyclone was promised hops ran
high for the realization of the much longed for meeting of the king of the
three-year-olds of 1920 and the king of that class of 1919, But Bedwell has
blasted that hope—perhaps because to the south of us lies more money.
That' Bedwell |s responsible for the keerest dlsappolntment in racing
circles bers would be putting !t mildly, Thia feeling has developed many
harsh statements, Into thess we do not care to enter, The fact remains that
Bedwell does not deaire to risk & mesting at this time, and it may be that
he will not eare to take a chance at any o?her time this yYear, Were Bir Bar-
ton to start in the Jockey Club Stakes he would shoulder 128 pounds and
wouldl have to give away elght pounds to Man o' War, There & not and
there never was m horse which could conceda elght pounds lo the son of
Falr Play and hope to beat him. Next year, when they would maest at even
welghta—for there Is no difference in the scale for four and five year-olds—
Bedwell may sse fit to risk & race with Man o' 'War. And then again, it may
be that 8ir Barton's connections aro angling for a $60,000 offer for a matoh in
Maryland, which already has offered $30,000, In the meantime, New York
is “'sore and jt does not care how much Bedwell knows IL.

Tilden One of ihe Greatest Players of Al Time

Having won the English lawn tennis title, disposed of the champlon of
Australasin, beaten the best of France and triumphed over the man who won
the Ameriean title in 1819, all In ope season, Willlam T, Tilden 24 stands out
as one of the greatest players of all time. No tennis leader of the past was
thle to achieve in ona year what Tilden has accomplished this season. And
the record of his groatness for the year is not yet closed, for he will play in
the Davis Cup challenge round in New Zealand in December,

There are no excuses to be offered for Bllly Johnston, He lost because
he was not the Johnston wiho won the title In the past. Tilden won because
of his remarkables service, his surprising ahility to outgensral Johnston and
his determination. Johnston was baaten chlefly becauss he permitted himself
to deviate from his regular procedure agalnst a first flight player and fought
his battie from tha net. This plan proved fatal, particularly In the lust set,
in which Tllden played safe and passed his opponent time and again.

The tennis world as a whola will nota the pasaing of the title from Johns-
ton with some regret, as he Is ono of the best llked champlons we have hod
and is game to the core, At his best Johnston was the greatest player in the
history of tennls, But in the national tournament of 1820, and in all his
cther engagements of this reason, he was not the Johnaton of titular form.
However, tennls will welcome Tilden-as & real Titan, And it does both the
title and the game good to have a new name enfered among the champlons,
