Without having taken up the main
problem of a radical and Kcncral dis-

armament of nations the League of Na-

tlona, according to reports received In

Preliminary Investigation nnd
studies of the league have commenced
nnrl some subsidiary phases of the main
problem, such aa the control of the man-

ufacture of munitions and of the nae of
gas in warfare, have already been

with a view to reaching a uni-

versal agreement

Disarmament Not Considered.
Organization of the "Advisory Com-

mittee on Military, Naval and Air
Questions" as provided In the League
covenant for advising the council on the
means for execution of the armament
control clauses of the covenant was
made by the League Council, according
to official advices, in Rome. May 17. At
that time the question of disarmament
In Its broadest phase was not considered
and It was understood that It would not
be considered by tho League Imme-

diately. Some of the smaller nations
of the Learue pressed vory anxiously
but vainly at that time, according to
the advices, for the taking of steps look-

ing to the application of the control
clauses of the covenant.

In August tho Advisory Committee
on Military, Naval and Air matters met
with tho League Council at San Sebas-tlo- n.

Spain, where Its first agenda was,
according to official advices, as fol-

lows :

"Elaboration of the regulations of the
league aa to the military, naval and
aerial forces and armaments of States
rtquestlng admission to the league: con-

In the period
from August 16 to August 31 his troops
captured 5,000 Uolshevlkl. twelve cannon
and fifty-on- e machine guns, according to
figures given out at the headquarters
here of Gen- - Wrangel, the
commander In South Russia. The Rus-

sians are declared to be using all their
reserves, arming even the students and
drawing rcenforcements from the rollsh
front.

Government troops pursuing Zamora,
reported last evening to the War De-
partment that ho had been advised by
Major Hedla del Puerto, commander at
Autlan, that an American MacSwlney
had arrived at Autlan and asked for
an escort to bring Gardiner from a
ranch some distance from town. It
was stated that Gardiner took refuge
at this ranch following his escape from
the bandits during the fight at Rancho
Dlvlsldero more than a wee ago. An
escort was sent out for Gardiner. Gen.
Estrada added that British Consul
Holme, at Guadalajara, had received a
similar report. Nothing Is known as to
the whereabouts of Bertie C. Johnson, a
British subject, who was a fellow cap-
tive of Gardiner.

Paris, Sept. 7. Tho Polish note to
thb league of Nations, asking It to
mediate In the n contro-
versy, aiys that while the Polish armies
were retreating before the Russian
Soviet forces the Lithuanian Government
concluded an agreement with the Soviet
Government at Moscow, authorising the
.Soviet army to make use of Lithuanian
territory for ita passage and the es-

tablishment of a military base. This,
the note points out, waa & breach Of
neutrality. The note continues:

"The Polish troops have tried through-
out to avoid shedding blood, but on Sep-
tember 2 a detachment of Polish cav-
alry occupying Seiny was attacked by
Lithuanians nnd forced to evacuate the
town, losing four aAad. The Lithuanian
army then occupied Suwnlkl and ad
vanced upon Augustowo without declar
ing war. It was ascertained that Bol-
shevik troops cooperated with the Lithu
anian.

"The Polish Gbvernment submits the
above facts to the League of Nations
and request the leaguo to use all the
means at it disposal In order to prevent
the Lithuanian Government from con-
tinuing to cooperate with the Soviets
and cause Lithuania to abandon Its
strange enterprise, thus preventing the
Polish nation from being under the pain-
ful necessity of waging war agu'nat a
sister nation."

From other reliable sources, however,
It was learned Hint this Government had
taken a decided stand on the Mexican oil
queston, and that Its protest was so
framed as to leave the Inference at least
that the oil question would play a large
part In determining whether American
recognition would be extended to the new
Mexican Government

The communication was understood to
have pointed out that this Government
had repeatedly protested against the
Carranza oii policy and to have let It be
understood that this was still our at-

titude, particularly ae concerned the
theory prevailing In Mexico that subsoil
on American oil lands In Mexico belongs
not to the land holder, but to the State.
This theory was part of the Carranza
plan to nationalize oil lancfs.
