MacSwiney passiod a bad
nnid  restlems night, according to a
tilietin {ssued eprly to-day by the Irish
Solf-Determination Leagus,

Al mid-afterncon Mayor MacSwiney's
vonditlon had not wltered materinlly, Tha
league'n Bullotin stated that he con-
tined very prostrate and exhausted

Mra, MacSwiney, wife of the Lord
Maryor, togather with his aisters, Mary
md Annie, and his brother, Bean, have
widressed an appeal to the American
vibassadsr and the heads of tho other
embasnies apnd legationn in London for
wibmission to their governments,

The appeal calls attention to the case
of the Lord Mayor and that of the eleven
hunger strikers At Cork, snd sxpressos
1%¢ hope that the united counciis of the
rations  addressed “will prevent the
trugedy now pending and thersby calm
the peoples of the world.™

The letter deals fully with Mayor
MuyrBwiney's case from the date of his
arrset 1o the present time, and sayn:

“Thoe Iallan nnd  French Promlera
have exchatged thelr views In & most
tonfident ahpd ambnble spleit conosrning
the HMuropean situntion, uw well ss ths
pelitieal and scononile relations batwesn
France and Italy, They are happy to
note the general community of Interasts
of the two countries, Interests which can
eanlly be reconciled.

“The Premiers have resolved to study
In full accord m solution of the grave
problema growing out of the war and up

10 the present incompletely solved
by peace, The essential wlm remiaing
general  pacification along  equitable

conditions In respect to every nation's
independence and the restoration of
normal esonomic relations, frea from all
iden of exolusive domination, elther
political or economic

Unlon Necessary for Peace.

UMM Millerand and Glodittd rocognize
tant the fundamental basin of such a
pence, which, In order to be lasting, must
be Just, In a close Entonte of the Allles
in the world, especially In Europe] of
England, 1taly and France, The restora-
tion of poittical and moral order s
founded upon the application squitably
and sincerely of the great treaties which
tsrminated the war, as wall as those
which remain to be concluded, In order
o assure definitaly Furopean ponce

"*Thess treatien are Jolntly binding:
They must remnln the corner stone of
new [ntertistionul relations. The victors
must bring into tham the spirit of kindly
moderation, the vanquished the apirit of
unrestricted loyaity.

*“The execution of the Treaty of Ver-
mallles, which s a vital nocessity for
France, and scrupulous rspect for the
engakements tuken are essential condi-
tions for the ncceptance of nations Into
the concert of natlone, In order to at-
talt this result it is necossary to put an
inmodiate end to wuch wars ns that
which brought together the Ilusslans and
Foles and aleo the hostilities which dis
Vide the Turkish Nationallsis and the
Conatantinopls Government, delaying the
nhplication of the peace treaty signed
with Turkey

"Upon thesa two points the Ttallan
and French PFremlers have exchanged
thelr Ideéas and reached u perfect ngree-
ment.

“The liberty and independmce of Po-
land, guaranteed aguinst all aggression
