bulging mall sacks piled In the 'marble
corridors of tho House of Representa-
tives oinco building to-d- told tho story
of n flood of Democratic campaign propa-
ganda that Is going to tho voters In
overy part of tho country. It Is gulng at
n, minimum of cost to tho Democratic
war cheat, hut nt eomo expenso to tho
taxpayer and to the detriment of the
white paper supply.

Tho stacks of bulging mall sacks
eli etch on elthor side of tho Dcmocratto
suite At one time eight large
piles of Hacks were counted. In three
of tho piles thero wero moro than nrty
sacks by nctual count. Other piles were
somewhat smaller, but the eight piles
easily totalled moro than 200 sacKs.

Near tho top of each of thoso sacks
was a slip showing that It contained
Democratic speeches printed at tho Gov-

ernment Printing Office. As part of tho
Couprejiloiircl Record tho speeches,
while avowedly campaign propaganda,
can bo circulated to the voters free of
postage.

Thus tho Democratic campaign man-
agers by using careful economy, can
dlstrlbuto many speeches at small cost
They ran get them printed at Govern-
ment printing office at cost Thoy can
havq thorn folded and delivered to their
offices for which they pay no rent. They
can storo them In tho corridors for visi-

tors iind House employees to wnlk
nround or trip over. Practically tho
only operation tho Democrats have to
pay for Ih tho addressing of cnvolopcs
and stuffing the speeches back Into tho
mall socles from whence thoy came.
