The Btandard Oil Company's plant at
Bayonne, N, J,, wns placed under spo-
clal guard yesterday becauso of the
belief that bomb plotters might try to
destroy It.

Wall street outrage be repeated, So
carefully wore the precautionary or-
dors being carried out that persons
carrying susplclous looking bundles
and bags were stopped and ondered to
dentify themselves whenever they
passed near a guarded bullding.

Thirly detectives and utiiformed police-
men were on duty Inst night In the
vicinity of the home of J. P, Morgun at
Madison avenue and Thivty-sixth street.
The roof of the Morgan home, as on
Thursdny night, was patrolled again by
detectives and others were sheltered In
angles of the housa's walle and In bulld-

The Morgan guard was being relleved
every twalve hours.
