Hypothetical Description,
Somewhero nn extremely elmnlo bomb

or torpedo, cqulppeod with such a de
tonator nnd fuso as any soldier, who Is
acquainted with the Mills hand grenndo
or tno wrman tninncnwerfer or tho ccle
1j rated "potato masher," was loaded
Into tho old red wniron. It was sur
rounded with cans of add nnd gasolene
nnd carefully coverod by boxes contain
ing slugs and shrapnel. Other boxes nnd
barrels, well camouflaged with plaster
nnd ra on, wero heaped upon tho slug
nnd shrapnel boxes. Tho driver piloted
his weary nag and dynamite wagon to
Wall atroet It . was a perfectly safe
Journey, It would have boen dimcult to
explode tho stuff by tho ordinary Jostling
that a wagon is subjected to In transit
The fuso would have to be sparked ond
the detonator exploded bororo tho main
charge oould bo digested. Tho soldier
knows how the Qerman troops carried
their potato mashers around In tholr
belts and that nothing excopt a twist
ot the metal cap at the end ot tho
handle or the yanking of the cord that
dangled from tho end ot the handle
would explods the things.

pounds of explosive In this particular
bomb,

It Is obvious to any one having the
slightest acquaintance with such things
that If there were BOO pounds ot the
stuff the container was either ot thin
material or weakly constructed. Tho
greater the resistance to the exploding
elements the greater the fores ot the ex-

plosion and consequently tho greater the
damage wrought. Had this particular
container been as solid and heavy as
the ordinary ulght Inch projectile tt Is
altogether likely that many times thirty-fou- r

persons would havo died and that
thn Morgan banking house, the Assay
Oflloo and probably the
would have caved In,

ICvory person leaving New York city
since the explosion Thursday has been
oobserved as he or sho passed through
train gates or pier entrances, I3very
steamship and train and, as far as It
was possible, every motor car leaving
by any of the main routes has been
Watched,

It is more than likely that the perpe-
trators ot tho outraga are salll In New
York, It they left the had sense enough
to leave by the way least likely to be
observed, Certnlnly thoy left nothing
undono that would assure themselves
protection, The only chanco of detection
will lie In some unguarded statement or
some clue developed out of eomctlilttff
found near the scene of the murders,

Not since Louis Llngg and his craiy
anarchists In Chicago killed tho police
men at the famous Haymarket meeting
have the radicals exposed themsolvcs to
detection by maintaining central head-
quarters or congregating In any particu
lar places, jtngn's metiiwis are now ns
antiquated as tho pollco methods ot his
day nre.
