Mr. Hodge's admirers feel for tholr
favorite that ecstatic admiration which
seemn Independent of the play In which
ho may nppenr. So It may not really
mutter that this child proed to be the
orphan nf n woman who had married
against the will of hor family, especially
angering her rich father. Her sister
wanted tho boy back, but tho poet re-

fused to allow him to go, It was more
6r less through this controversy that the
poet came to know the lady well so well
Indted that nftcr a whllo they were mar-
ried.
