SBection M of the merchant maring uer
wiid deliberately framed to help Awer-
fean shipping over the frst critieal
years of lis relncarnation, during
which time It will meet the bitterest
king of competition from the Armly
establlshed merchant nuvy of Great
Hritaln, This vital section of the act
would be serapped and all its advan
tnges lost to Ametican shipplng If the
treatlesn which confer speclul privi-
loges ‘on the competitors of our ship-
ping were to continue.

Not one word does Secretary Conwy
say about the subaldies, subventions,
tux exewmptions, preferentinl tariffs,
Jonns to shipbullders, remission of
port dues, trade laws and navigation
nots which have been employed by
nearly every natlon with which we
have favored nation treaties to clr-
cumvent the effect of those very
treatien. In the early siages of the
nlgeteenth century, whed the British
mercantlle fleot was undergoing stiff
competition from our own ships, Eng-
innd had stringent laws which barsed
our vessels from her coastwise trade,
nud for centurles ¥England had mo-
uopolized the teade of all her colonles,
It was only after the Britlsh mer-
chant fleet had been securely estab-
lished and had overcome all its com-
petitors that the preferential treat-
ment for Britiah ships by Britlsh laws
and rogulations was abollshed.

Not one argument as to retaliation
can be advanced against Bectlon 34
of the merchant marine act that could
not be advanced agnlost the protective
tarlff, Retallution by other unutlons
ngaiugt our Aarlff system never
wronght ua harm. Our ability to pay
the highest wages of any country in
the world and still prosper by skilful
management and mass production
made It useless for other nations to
attempt tariff retallation in ap en-
denvor to frighten us.

To-day this country has developed
n steel Industry which enn produce
the materials for shipbullding as
oaply ns any other country, But we
ciunot yet opernte and man the ships
as cheaply., Slxty yenrs ago Engiand
had the advantage of experience In
fron founding and steel making. The
wooden vessels which could be bulit
more cheaply In Ameriea than in Eng-
land and which were threatening the
British position on the seas soon gave
way to the steel and iron ships under
the British flag. f

In the days when we were unable (o
bulld ships as fast or as economically
as England Great Britain fostered
the programme of {ying us up In a]
bundle of favored nation treaties
which satisfied our needs at that {lme,
but also Insured the Britlsh merchant
fleet ngalnst effective competition from
us when the time sliould come for put-
ting our flag back on the sean.

At the outbreak of the war in 1014
our merchant navy was smaller than
Norway's. Now It Is big enough to
match Great Britain's. The merchant
marine act sets up the ways and
mesns for the merchant warine to be
operated at a profit as an efficient
business machine, The treaty terml-
nitlon provisions do not square with
the programme of advocates of a su-
pergovernment.  But Section 84 and
every other section of the act were
framed with the Intent of forwarding
Amerlean Interests In o legitimate way
without violating the rules of pro-
priety or giving other natlons cause
for complaint about things for which
they themselves have established a
precedent.

occupntion of the Island, The Amerl-
caus took too seriously an old law re-
quiring men to work the roads four
days a month, there was a rebelllon
aguinst the attempt to enforce it, Hay-
tian opposition to the Americans erys-
tallized on this issue and ever since a
stream of recrults hus been flowing
tq the bands of oullaws and revolu-
tionista,

One of the duties of the American
marines has been Lo hunt down these
bands, It has been desyribed as n
war of extermination. Samvret Guy
Issan, executive secretary of the
Committes on Cooperation In Latin
America, who made a survey of the
island In the summer of 1910 wrote
in his report:

“These outlawa go In bands num-
baring from twenty-five to two hune
dred ganerally, Not mors than 20 or
20 por cent. are armed, and thoss are
yvery poor shote, so that there are faw
casualties among our man. They ars
now making a systemntic drive and
closlng In on the bandits, and in some
battles from twenty-five to alxty are
killed,

“It s with great hesitancy that
one soamingly passes criticlsm on our
American marines. It 1s ths ma-
chine, not the man, that ls to blame.
From the military standpoint it Is
natural to rogard all life as cheap.”

Another observer, Orro BcorNncn,
a New York lawyer, the author of a
book on Santo Domingo and formerly
gecrotary of the Domiunlean Minfster
of Finance, heard “unfortunate storjes
of torture of prisoners by water
cure nnd by application of red bot
machetes. Glving pefsoners an op-

]

portunity to escape and shooting them
while escaplog was nleo sald to hate
mm.“

Mr, Hamvixng spoke of thous nds of
native Haytiaus baving been killed,
Jasea Wreeoon Joumsox, feld escre
tary of the Natlenal Assoclation for
the Advancement of the Colored
People, who visited Haytl recently
aoys that “in the five yeurs of Ameris
ot oecupation more than thres thou-
sund Ionocent Haytians have been
slnughtered.”

The Immedinte provoeation of the

Alsatian Potash Development,

French caplitalists are not slow fo
realize that the Alsace-Lorraine re.
covered under the Yersallles Tronty s
not the same asset na the Eisass-Loth-
ringen ceded to Germany by the
Treaty of Frankfort In May, 1571,
Lorraine lron deposits hnd been ex-
ploited prior to 1870, but potash was
not discovered In Alsace untll 1004,
when (he Germans came upon |t while
prospecting for coal and petrolenm.
But glermany did not take full adyan-
tage of the rich potash deposite be-
cause they came in competition with
salts mined in other parts of the Ger-
man Empire, Plans are not yet com-
plete, but the French Intend (o ex.
ploit Alsatian potash to the full ex-
tent warranted by world markets,

At present the potash mioes of Al
sace, with the exception of the French
Kall Ste.-Therese Compnny's proper-
ties at Bollwiller and Ensisheim, are
operated by a sequestrattofi commit-
tee and the product Is disposed of
through the Soclété Commerciale des
Potasses ('Alsace. The French Cham-
ber of Deputies is consldering leglsla-
tlon to make the potash deposits a
ftate monopoly to be worked by pri-
vite fnancial groups. Such & plan has
the support of M. Mirremaxp, the
newly elected President. This svould
eliminnte German eapital entirely as
no concesslons wonld be granted to
other than Frenchmen.

At the signing of the armistice It
was estimated that about $17.870,000
In capital was invested In the Alsa-
tian potash Industry, divided in the
proportion of 55 per cent. German, 25
per cent, French and 20 per cent. na-
tive Alsatinn capital. This amount of
capital seems small In comparison
with the siza and potential produc-
tivity of the deposits which extend
between Mulhouse, Cemnay, Soultz
and Enslshelm, wm'l n total area of
124 square miles and an average
thickness of 14 feet D Inches and an
estimated tonnage of about 1,500,000,
000 of crude salts.

Interesting Flgures of the Value of
Homa Grown Yoegelablos,

To Tun Bun Axo Nsw Yok HEnawp!
I have reeeived o letter from Dr. I'. T'
Claxton, United Stutes Commimloner of
Educntion, In regard to the scheol dl«
rected home garden werk of the Bureau
nl Eduecation, In which he sayn:

“In the year 1018 approximately 2.
500,000 chlldren had gardens, and pro-
Auced approzimately $48,000000 worth of
food, In nearly all of the «ities and
larger towns of the United Htwates and
In many of the mill villnges (ha school
directors were making provision for this
work to stme extenl. In some towns
neacly nll of the chilldren hind direction
In thele gardening. Tn many places It
had coma to be conaldered a regulay part
of the school work, for which credits
weore glvan,

“In order to determine whnt might be
the increaning value of the work If con-
tinued from year to year under proper
direction, 1 asslgned Mism Hilal Qowans
to supoervise ple or elght small towns or
cltien in the Bate of North Carolina for
a perlod of threa years. In tha second
yaar we found that in practioally all of
thesa places the average valus of vege-
tablen produced by the children was two
or throe times as much ax the Arst your
and therse was a llke Incroane In the

third year,
“In mevaral of (he lowne (he Average
for ench kil was more than $60. In

some |t was mora than §46, Many chil-
dren produced vegetables to the valus of
$100 or more. In Raloigh, N. (., 0 negro
toichier was pald $600 for supervising
the garden work of 180 negro achool boys
and glele, who on bhack yarde and vacant
lists produced semithing mbire than §11..
0 worth of vegetables and were Incl-
dentally kept out of tha Idlemess and
viee whiegh comes from having no dofl-
nite nork to do, In nearly all of thewe
towha I* came to he that defnite school
inmtruction In gardening wan given to
all of the children who had home gar-
dans

“For the fiscal yenr beginning July 1,
1618, Congress appropriated $52.500 for
the continuation of this work, and be.
ocaute we had on hand a largs amount of
printed material In the form of bualleting,
iwmmon leaflets and charts were ahle to
continue the work through that Mscsl
year untfl June 30, 1920, without much
loan in effectivoness

“Through a misunderatanding of the
nature of the work, and the moeans and
methods by which It was carried on, the
Appropriations Cammittas refused to con-
tinua the appropriation for the pressnt
fiscal year. We shall of courss do what
we cean tu continue the work without loss
of effectiveness until Congress has an-
other opportunity to approprints for It
An appropriation of forty or Afty thou-
mand dollars a year for the next four or
five years would enable us to maks It a
regula rt of city school work through-
out |J:ounlry. After that very little
money weuld ba needod to keep it going."

ASK OUTSIDE WAGE
, FOR PRISON LABOR

Committee Also Would Ex-
tend Compensation Law.

The Prison SBurvey Committes nppoint-
od by Gov. Bmith returnsd a report yes-
terday recommending that prisoners In
State penal Institutions be pald for labor
at the wnge prevalling outside, and that

the workman's compgnsation law be ex-
tended to covar prison shope In these
shopa |t wan stated machinery lg oper.
ated with few eafoguards and at great
hagard of Injury. Adolph Lewlsohn Is
chairman of the commitiee, '

Inmates of Btate prisons are now pald
n cont and & half a day. According lo
the report this has aroused bitterness
and prisoners frequently amash machin-
ery In the workshops,

“There in no free factory In the State
which could safely stay open for n week
with its mathines In such sn appalling
tondition,” the report says.

A man becomes orlminal because he
noever has learned to work, the report
continuesa, The plan of standard wages
Is recommendod for the purposs of spur-
ring ths Inmates to take intersat in thelr
prison trade or fitting them for
nesa on return to clvillan s, and also
to Increass the produoction of prison
goods. The commities says thers s a
yoarly demand from the State and the
ritlon of New York and Buffalo for more
than $20,000,000 worth of goofls, which
could be made In prison shops, and ba-
leves that with a proper Industrial syns-
tem In the prisons enough profits could
bo made by the Stute o cover the ox-
pense of guarding, fesding and supervis-
ing the Inmates, exalusive of the pay to
the Inmata workers.

The report estlmates that only 2,000
of the 5,300 persons under the jurisdio-
tion of tho prison systom are mentally
and physically able to earry on fyll time
productive work. It i proposed that the
rate of pay be based upon the eMolency
of the worker and the total production
of the shop. If a prison shop. produced
76 por cent. of the output which a free
ehop would produce, the prisonar's Wage
would be 75 per oent. of the fres wage.
