.A very remarkablu slate of feeling is generating in

this city in relation lo the banks, and the suspension
or resumption of specie payments.

During the last few days, a portion of the mercan¬

tile HUiTest has shown evident signs of uneasiness at

the mystery of severul ot the bunks, end the uncer¬

tainty of their future course of action. This feeling
has very broadly manifested itself through the co¬

lumns of ihe Wall street press. The probability that
the Manhattan Company and other banks were pre¬
paring to resume specie payments, has thrown cer¬

tain colcriea in Wall street into an unusual state ol
agitation.so much so, that we should not be sur¬

prised to see another meeting held at the Exchange
to denounce the banks as bitterly us they recently
denounced the treasury orders requiring specie for

^ ^certain pertion of the mercantile interest.that
portion which bankruptcy yet stares in the luce. are

rery anxious for a fresh emission of paper to retrieve
their finances and to pay their jJebts.perchance to
launch out into fresh extravagance and new simula¬
tions. Several of the prints in such interests are

daily calling upon the banks lo expand their issues,
and to comply w.th the wishes of " the people," as

they facetiously call these cliques.
On the other hand, thereare large portionsof the me¬

chanic interest and industrious classes daily engaged in

nightly caucuses, all over the city, devising the best
method of compelling all the banks to return to spe¬
cie payments so far as the five and ten dollar notes
are concerned. These nightly meetings are of the
most lonnidable and determined character, com¬

prising vast numbers and resolute purposes.
Much surprise has been excited at the singular

apathy of the populace of New York, under the un¬

expected suspension of specie payments, whilein Bal¬
timore and Philadelphia large meetings have been
held, demanding of the banks an explanation of their
conduct. This apathy here is, we tear, only apparent.
We have received private information, of the most au¬

thentic shape, stating that a general combination of
the mechanics and industrious classes, embracing Phi¬
ladelphia, Baltimore and Boston, is now rapidly form¬
ing, whose object is to devise measures to coinpd
the banks to return to specie payments as regards
all bills under 920, and that this combination have
nearly agteed upon their measures, which will be
simuftaneously begun and pursued in each of the
cities. An active correspondence is now going on,
between certain secret committees of New York and
Philadelphia, having this for its object.
What these measures are we are not distinctly in¬

formed.but the moral power.the physical power.
the terrible concentration with which they will act,
will sweep the influence of those who want issues of
paper money, into utter oblivion and insignificance.
This movement is of an alarming character, fr«m the
very fact that it plants itselfupon th« immutable prin¬
ciple of raoral justice.general integrity.and public
good faith, against the breach of all these ptinciples,

as perpetrated by the suspension of specie payments.
We are on the eve of a new and more alarming

crisis than we have yet seen. Thete is no use to dis¬
guise the state of thiags. A prostration of credit is

child's play to a prostration of the soeial system. If
the banks and the mercantile classes do not take
care, they may generate a spirit in the groat mass, the
awful results of which, few can calculate upon. No
gloss -no subterfuge.no specious argument.can
make the suspension of specie payments any thing,
tbut a.n open, palpable, barefaced, impudent fraud,
upon a great moral and intellectual community. It
ie a measure resortod to for the purpose of continuing
the extravagance and follies of the last two years..
The great mass of an intelligent and moral people,
will never sanction such a breaeh of public faith, tor
such a corrupt and worthless purpose.
