Comb Manufacture..There are eoraeex:e«dingly

handsome combs, carved and plain, in the present ex¬

hibition, sent by Mr. Willard, of 73 Maiden Lane; he
being one of the fust who inaniilactured the carved
shell c Mibt: in this country. In one small gla.-s ease,
there are one hundred and twenty-one different combs,
all arranged within a space so small thai it may be
ouvered by the palm ol the hand. There are also two
other combs worth tinny dollars each, that are the
most beautiful ever sent to thib or any other exhibi¬
tion.
The progress of the comb mnnnlncturc in this coun¬

try presents some curious and interesting facts, with
which not one person in one thousand is acquainted,
Although three persona out of every live, at the very
least, purchase and wear combs.
About forty-seven years ago, that is, in (be latter

part of 1791, the manufacture of horn combs was be¬
gun in the United States; but that manufacture con¬

sisted then ot a very interior article; moreover, for
some time after they began this business here, all the
born combs were worked out by hand; whereas, at

ike present time, they are all made by machinery.
The twinning machine (so called from twins, because
jt cuts two coinbs out of one piece,) at present
employed by Mr. Willard at Boston, cuts two
kundred dozen of combs in one day ; this machine is

exceedingly simple, and can be worked by girls, it
being only necessary to put the shell or comb in the
machine, and turn a crank; and the combs with the
teeth cut are turned out with the rapidity of thought.
On the old system one man eould only make about
eight dozen of side combs in a day; the teeth were
then sawed out by a common saw, and the material
from the interstices, or parts between the teeth, was
all wasted. On this plan the workman earned two
dollars a day; but now, one man will accomplish aB
much as twenty could under the old system. In fact,
the improvements introduced and put in practical
operauon within ten years,have been such as to com¬
pletely revolutionize the business.
The importation of horn combs has diminished

exceedingly fast within the last few years, owing to
the immense improvement in the American manu¬
facture of the article. At the present urne there are
not mora horn combs imported annually than will
amount to about $35,000; these consist simply of the
straight horn dressing comb. About two years since
ws imported net less than $100,000 worth of horn
comba annually ; four years back, we imported horn
combs, annually, to the amount of 3240,000 ; and so
on back for several years, in about the same ratio.
The amount of horn combs exclusively manufac¬

tured in this country in the course of a year, is some¬
what difficult to ascertain. But we are assured by
Mr. Willard, (one of the most sensible and best in¬
formed manufacturers we ever met with in any coun¬

try, or branch of business,) that there are at least a
dozen combs ou the average, consumed every year by
every woman and girl in (he country; and the start-

7 point for the consumption of, or rather destruction
comba among females, may be dated at three

years of age, for they begin to wear and break them
from tbat time till their dying day.

Putting i he number of females over three years of
age in the United States at eight millions, (a fair esti¬
mate) we have a consumption of one hundred millions
of all sorts ol combs by them annually.
The value of the horn comba manufactured and sold

every year in the United States, may be calculated
from the following detads.
The horns used, it is scarcely necessary to say, are

those of cows and oxen. The great market for de¬
positing and exporting horns for all the world, is Rio
Orande; the best horns in the world are obtained
there; sod this market does in fact in part supply
.very part af the civilized globe. We have imported
into New York, in the course of one year, not leas
than a million in number of horns from Rio Orande
alone; and into the whole country, we have import¬
ed thence in one year, horns to the value of a million

dollars.
Boston, New York, and Philadelphia, all import

horns in the following ratio.New York, $1,000,000;
Boston, $500,000; Philadelphia, 3500,000.
These two millions are all worked up in the Atlan¬

tic sratss. Again, all the American horna are sent
from New Orleans, and the enure south and west,
(the produce of cattle raised in the country,) to the
aortb»rn Atlantic statea.

In fact, horns are sent us from all the slaaghter
houses in the Union, to be worked up here, to an
amount at least equal to those which are imported
from other countries.
The number of cattle killed annuaUy in the country

m 600,009,000 000 which will give the number of
horna at double, or 1,200.000.000.009.

The amount of horn consumed to that of
.bell, bears about the proportion of 4 to 1; the
amount in value of horn to shell, bears a proportion
of 26 cents to one dollar. A shell comb bears to a
Horn comb of the same sue and appearance, a rela¬
tive value of twelve dollars to two dollars.
There are aix horn eoinb manufacturers in this city,

with a joint capital of sixty thousand dollars.
In the State of New York there are about one hun¬

dred and twenty manufacturers, with an average
capital of five thousand dollars each; these, all em¬
ploying about five bands in each factory on the
average.

Formerly, a lady would not look at a comb if it
wai not a Canton comb t but now they will not look
nt a Canton comb; on account of the immense supc-
nonty of the American arlicle over the imported one.
Canton oombs could not now be sold in New York
far their coat in Canton; for we manufacture an arti¬
cle ten times better.
When Mr. Willsrd began the manufacture of carved

shell combe, the business, was but little understood.
It ta a self-made business here entirely. We bad no
foreign workmen to teach it.
Massachusetts and Connecticut may be consider¬

ed tho great horn comb malting States. There are
nearly or quite two hundred manufacturers of the ar¬
ticle in Masaachaeetts and as many more in Connec¬
ticut. These all have an average capital of 66,000
each, and employ five hands each, who earn on the
average 62 a day.
The horn oomb business ta progressing westward

very fast; there are at least ten manufacturers of the
article in ths three cities of Ctncinnsti, Louisville and
Pmttsburg, who employ men and capital similar to
ths above. And ene gentleman left New York last

to start a horn comb fbctory in St. Louis.
Skatl Csmir..Tha manufacture of shell combs

i tbie country present* also a number of interesting»d valuable facta. The shell used in the business is
vniieeaiy called the turtle and the tortoise, the u rma
being considered synonymous by ths manufacturers;
bat tbs daacript on of shell used is that of the Hawk's

Turtle. This is broughtf rom ihe Spanish Main,
of the ports of Mexico, Honduras, South Atne-

t of AfritAfrica, Kaet India lalands, particularlyManilla, from Madagascar, and more or less from all
the West India ielanda In short, every vessel tn-
twmg oar porta from the ne ghbortioud of any of
those places, ta sure to have some of the shell on
beard. It is not often that a vessel goes out expressly
to obtain a cargo of the shell, but it is not long since

vessel brought into New York about 1000 lbs. of
*tt & it at oae tune from the Spanish Mem.
i sold for tea thousand dollars.

The ship captains fluently eb'aut the shell for a
present of a Mnng ef beads, a hc-bet Ac ; this is

particularly the case on the const of Africa. At Hen

duraa, Manilla and Canion, tb«re are regular ahHl
marketa, and ike price is, hi those places, from four to
seven dollars per pound. The dnty on shell was for¬
merly fifteen per cent, but by Clay'a Compromise Bill
both horn sad shell are admitted, duty free. But this
has not benefitted the manufacturers; for previous to

the taking off* the duty, both the raw material, and the
manufactured article paid the same amount of duty.
There has been, it is true, a striking diminution ia the
importations of shell comba as well as horn combs of
lam years, but this haa been entirely owing to the
improvements in the manufacture of the American ar¬

ticle, and not to any protection or advantage ren¬
dered them by the government or wisdom of our le¬
gislators.
The manufacture of shell combs began in this

country about thirty years ago; we then made about
fifty thousand dollars worth, and also imported at
least five times as much as we made, or three hun¬
dred thousand dollars worth. These importations of
shell combs were principally or solely from England,
with the exception of what is called the " carvca Can¬
ton comb," which, as its name implies, was brought
from (.'anion. Boston and Salem used to import an¬

nually about one hundred thousand dollars worth of
carved Canton shell combs, with a profit of at least
from fifty to one hundred percent, to the importers..
in this business, Boston and Salem did more than
any other three cities, or probably more than the rest
of the Union; on account of the East India business
being principally owned in Salem; although the pro¬
duce imported by Salem ships and owners is chiefly
sold 111 New York and Boston. The East India ton¬
nage owned in Salem at the present time being, we

it is in New York. In Newbelieve, greater than
York, nowever, they used to import nearly as many
Canton combs as were imported exclusively by Bos¬
ton owners.say fifty thousand dollars worth annu-

ally. t
We now import no Canton combs.not a dollar s

worth annually; the whole business was knocked in

the head by Mr. Willard and others, who began the
manufacture of carved bIicII combs m Boston, about
ten years back; although at one period Mr. W. himself
lias purchased Canton combs to the amount of six

thousand dollars annually.
The workmen were all self-taught. Mr. W. used

to procure wood engravers, etc. and set them toearve

the shell. At first he used to work up about 'dOO0
pounds annually; and he found a mat ket for his goods
immediately; he used toemploy twenty hands mghl
and day to iurn out shell carved combs without being
nble to supply the demand, bat now only employs
about five. For two or three years after the manu¬
facture began here, the importers continued to import
the Canton comb, not knowing of the manufacturer's
movements, they lost many thousands of dollars by
the operation, and their own ignorance.
There were enormous profits accruing to importers

on the Canton combs. A dealer paid then ten dol¬
lars for what cost them five, and they used almost in¬

variably to smuggle the article in. We know of a lot
that arrived in one ship for which the importers re¬
ceived five thousand dollars, not one of which
ever saw the custom house.
We used to import other shell combs from Eng¬

land to the amount, fifteen years ago, efhalf a million
of dollars annually, in New York, Boton and Phila¬
delphia. We do not now import in the ratio of five
per cent to what we did a dozen years back.for we
then imported at least half of all that was used.
The amount of shell imported and made up may be

estimated as follows:.
There ar® twelve manufacturers of shell combs in

this city, and as many more in New York state.
These have an average capital of ten thusand dollars
each, and employ five or six hands each, who earn
two dollars a day on the average, though occasionally
some earn as much as six dollars a day.

In Boston -the number ia about six, with a capital
and workmen aimtlar to this city, in the atate of
Massachusetts there are twenty manufacturers simi¬

larly circumstanced. In Connecticut there are twelve;
in Philadelphia there are twenty ; each on a par with
the New York manufacturers; and in Baltimore there
are six, with an average capital of five thousand dol¬
lars each.
There are not half a dozen in all the other cities in

the Union, and those are principally occupied in repair¬
ing the productiona of the Atlantic cities.
Each of the above manufacturers used to work up*

thtee years ago, at least two thousand pounds of
shell annually. Mr. Willard has worked up in one

year over three thousand pounds of shell at 910 per
pound. Rut now on account of an alteration of the
fashion alone (and not on account of the presaure)
they do not cut up on an average over twelve hun¬
dred pounds each. Mr. W. has cut up within the last
ten years not less than twenty thousand 'pounds of
shell, worth two hundred thousand dollars.
This change of the fashion, produoed by one lady's

caprice, has thrown a atock of ten thousand dollaea
worth of carved combs upon one dealer's hands that
will not fetch half their coat; and the comb
makers all over the country, have suffered in a like
manner.
The atock of shell combs, in the principal cities,

consists as follows, at the present time-

There are about ninety manufacturers throughout the

Union, whoeach makeup, ani.ually, over one thousand
pounds of shell, worth ten thousand dollars, making
a sum total of shell worth at least a million of dollars.
The cost of the manufacture bears a proportion of
twenty-five per cent to the cost, swelling the aum to
one million and a quarter of dollars worth of comba
made here; and we only imports few pocket combs,
not worth one hundred dollars a year. The reason

is, that we make a much better article hare for the
same price.

Whilst we feel proud as Americans at this result,
we cannot help expressing our regret at the diminution,
in the domesne manufacture which has been brought
about by the change of fashion; in other words by
the ficklenese of a lady's disposition.

It must have been observed that ladies now twist
(heir hair up into a little round stump on the top of
the head like the mulattos of the five points; so that
thev can fasten the bunch of hair with a small three
or five pronged comb resembling Neptune's trident
This is called in fashionable otrclsa, the five point
comb, partly from its having five prongs, and partly
because it is much in vogue on the Five Points. A
year or two since the manufacturers could not make
the shell combs largeeaough to suit ths ladies' laatoe;
hot, behold! in one day, without any premonitory
symptoms, the old fashion was dropped like a hot
potaioe.the Five Point fashion sprung up.a republi¬
can system was set op.there waa no distinction of
combs.servant gills.wives of bankers and brokers,
negressea and nobodies, all had eomba alike, and this
fashion continues to this day; so that a lady wears
a common horn Five Points' comb; and whereas she
used to dress her hair for twenty dollars, she now
does it for twenty cental 80 much for tlia fashion of
th« Five Point* t
