The extension of executive power and patronage so
boldly eemmenced and 8o succeselully aceomplished
by the late President of the United States, justly ex-
cited the most alarming apprehersions in the mind of
every trae patriot. He established as a rule of action
that every officer of the government should be sub-
serviemt 10 his will, that the laws should be adminis-
tered as he undsrstood them, and that if any officer
in the performance of his duty differed from him in
the construction of laws prescribing that duty (no
makter how conscientiously he acted) he should be
displaced and a pliant ool be appointed in his stead;
he treated with contempt a co-ordinate branch of the
government, which had aright 1 raufy or rejece such
appointments, and repeatedly re-nominated officers
who had been so rejected : e avewed that he pos-
ses=ed the nght, and he did exereise i, of controlling
the purse of the nation, and violmed laws which pro-
vided far the safe keeping of the public money, and
sreseribed plans which all are ready 1o admit will pro-

ably resulll n the loss of millioas of tne public mo-
ney; he prescribed measures under the assurance
that the metallic currency should be inereased, insteaa
of which those measures se unwarrantably interfered
with the bustness of the community that it was alto-
gether deprived of specie as a curreney ; and not anly
brought ruin on thousands, but interrepted the pur-
guits of the whole people, and deprived them of the
rewards to which theirindustry and enterprise would
have entitled them. ]

The present Admimstration have trodden in his
foetsteps, and seek te carry out those destructive
measures, which although perhaps less arbitrary, are
equally dangerous, and we believe more corrupt. Al-
ways acting upon the principle openly avowed and

roclaimed by Governor Masncy, ““that to the victors
Erlong the spoils;” they have gained a victory in
which the people are the vanquished ; true te their
motto, the Aristocracy as victors claim the spoils
upon which they are now seen to lay their hande.

At firat they were content with the power of be-
stowing on their friends the offices which were ncces-
sary for the administration of the Guyvernment ; they
next distributed lavors in the grantof monopolies, ex-
ecution of treaties, the creation of additional affices,
and an enormous increase of the expenses of Govern-
ment. Batall this does not suffice, and they are now
taking the last step, and boldly seck to assume
among themselves the control of the public funds,
and under pretence of prevenling others from using
them, they have devised a plan by which a new
swarm of officers is to be created, who, together with
those now existing, are to collect, safe, and
hoard the public meneys, in ie, under the m
tence of paying the Government creditors in the bes
poasible currency, but in truth, with a view to consti-
tute one Great ernment Bank with a thonsand
cashiers, all ready to do the will and pleasure of the
Aristocracy at the Seat of Government, and to main-
tain the ascendancy of The ?

It would far exceed the limits of an address, on
such an oceasion to attempt an enumeration of the
grievances under which we have cause 1o complain,
and of the gross errorsof the present administration
of the General Gevernment; but who can in
from speaking with indignation of their total incom-
petency, when we eonsider the outrageous miscon-
ductand enormous expenses of the protracted Semi-
nole war ; the prodigiaus increase of the public expen-
ditures and waste of the people's money; the diminu-
tion of the public revenue, occasi y the interfe-
rence of the Government with the eurrency, o that it
is inadequate 10 meet the disbursemeats—and thein-
evitable mecessity Row apparent, ef incurring a new
Natisnal Debt to meet the payment of asury
notes (that patent substituteof Amos Kendall & Ce.
for the promised gold currency) for the redemption of
which no specie fund has yet been pravided.

There was a time when the Nauonal Representa-
tives listened with respect to the vaice of the p:nﬁrle.
and when many of them acknowledged the binding
force of instructions. But times are changed. The
men in power have constituted themselves the mas-
ters, not the servants of the people; they seek to lead
instead of following the public will; they dictate to,

instead afohoﬂﬂ the voice of the people. When
the people, from Maine to Louisiana, in their pimary
assemblies, and in many of the States through the

ballot boxes, have loudly expressed their disapproba-
tion of the course of measures which have produced
extensive ruin and distress, they have been mu!uurz
told that they have been bribed by the very chartei

institutions which were created as abovementioned;
that the business of the Government was to take care
of iteell, and that the people must take care of them-
selves. The Government has been wilfully blind to
the ruinous consequences of their measures, and have
turned a deaf ear to the remonstrances of the people.
Let those who conscientiously approve of all the
measures of the administration centinue to give them
their support. But we call most fervendy on all those
wha disapprove of them, and who feel for themselves
and their country, to rally in defence of their rights and

liberties ; to and since they cannot succeed by
addressing themselves to the qntrwﬁm and sense of
duty of their Representatives, let them address them-

selves to their fears, that when theiv term of office ex-

They were erdered 1o desist from loading,
but the order w.:n‘ d‘;: ed. ':'bo whites thereupon
fired om them, was kept up on
until night, when the whn.-‘o returned home with their
wounded, leaving the Indians in possession of the bat-

tle greund. Two of the whites were weunded ; the loss
of t‘:c Indians was unknown.
