SPEECH
oF
MR. HILLEN, OF MARYLAND,

Invavonor Tie REPEAL 0F THE AcToF CONGRESS,
or Marcn 2xp, 1540
FOR REGULATING PILOTS.
Delivered in the Howse of Representatives, June 12,
1840,

Mr. Hillen wished to suy a few words in reply to
the gentlemun from New York. They were reader-
ed necessary {rom the position in which he was pla-
ced @ @ powition not of his own seleetion. Wihen this
subjeet was first referred to the Committee on Com-
merce, the chairman [Mr. (.furlul indistributing the
labors of the committee, assigned, notwithstanding
his objections, the examination of this question ta
him. He expressed his desire that it should be eom-
mitted to the care of some other gentleman, but as
the chairman urged it upon him, h= eonscuted ; be-
ing unwilling to appear reluctant in performing his
proportion of the daties of the committee.

In undertaking that charge, he was well aware of
the difficulties lgnt might arise in case his views did
not coincide with those of the New York delegation,
all of whom are vow advoeating the continnance of a
law which heis anxious to appeal.  But having been
forced into an examination of the question, the gen-
tleman from New York [Mr Curtis] must excuse
him, if e followed the dictates of his own judgment,
founded upon the law and the facts, in preference to
the opinion of that gentleman, based, as he would
endeavorto show upon mere assertions and assump-
Lions.

At this stage of the discussion it was also necessa-

to place himself in & proper attitude before the
House, by an unequivoeal denial of the charge of fa-
voring inations and I Such were
not his principles ner the principles of the party
with whom he was associated. In the course of his
remar ks, he would satisfactorily prove, that a repual
of the act of Congress of 1587 would have no such
tendency—that the law of New York expressly pro-
hibits, under penalty, any combination; and that un-
der its provisions no mocopoly can exist. If he suc-
ceeded in this, he felt assured that neither the gen-
tlemen from New York, nor w y of his colleagues,
would longer oppose the appeal of this nnjust if
not unconstilutional enaetment.

The morning hour havingexpired, Mr. Hillen here
suspended his remarks.

On Thursday, Mr. Hillen resumed :

Mr. 8peaker : Yerterday,by the coreession of the

entleman from New York, it clearly appeared that
f did not obtrude into the business uuder discussion
as a volusteer. [ took charge of the memorials of
the pilots with relactasee ; bu having once consent-
ed to investigate the subjeet, I did, what muost cer-
tainly have beenexpected, perform the duty assign-
ed with earnestness and assiduity. My zeal—which
1 feel to be a duty imperatively incumbent on me—
should not subjeet my motives to unfair impntations.
I am wetuated by no bo:tile feelings towards the mer-
chants, For them I have always entertained the
highest respeet ; and representing in part the mer-
cantile interest of Baltimore, | cunnot bnt feel the
strongest anxiety for their prosperity. To protect
and promote those interests, I have always evinced
a solicitude, when | could do so cuasistestly with
the inlerests ofolhgrrroftuinnl. aud with the wel-
fareof the country. I ask no favers or immunities
from the House for the pilots of New York, or of
any other place ; I merely demand for them an equir
l.ugln rotection—such protection as is consistent
with the richts of other portions of the community,
and with the true interests of the State. | do notask
that the New York pilote should receive the ssnc-
tion or p tion of C for negl or dere-
leetion of duty ; but that rhq may not be subjected
to unequal and oppressive restrictions. I ask only
the repeal of the act of Congress of 1537, which, par-
tialin bis legislation, and the offspring of hasty and
excited aetion, was unjust in its origin,and was im-
mediately rendered wnunecessary by the judicious
enactment of the New York Legislature. [ ask that
the whale matter may be restored to the situation in
which it was left by the aet of 17589 ; and that it
should remain as it was then, subject wholly to the
control of the States. Under the old system, little
or mo dissatisfaction was any where exhibited ; the
alteration is not equally exemnpt from censure.

The matier under discussion, though in its results
of general interest, having been neeidently rendered
of a character purely local, grnhbly has not attrac
ed the degree of attention which its lutrinsic mer
deserve; and therefore a briel history of the law re-
gulating to pilots may be necessary.

In 1759, Congress conceded the power of legisla-
ting on this subject to the several States, resignin
all jurisdietion over it, establishing them agents,an
empowering them to legislate thereafter. Things
thus remained from 1759 10 1537, a space of nearly a
hall a century = the Legislatures of the States exer-
elsing hnrﬁciull{. through this long lapse of time,
the whole eontrol of their respective pilots, witheut
the interposition of Congress. During the whole of
this period, as far as the documentury evidenee with-
in my reach informs wme, no complaints were ever
made to the State Legislatures. All at once, memo-
rials were presented ln[‘-onuou.duryin’ the pilots
of New York, and d ing their negligenee and
inactivity. Whenee originated this sudden revola-
tion T Whence arose a storm s0 unexpected and ao
violent, after a ealm of a duration se protracted !
The loss of the Bristol and the Mexien, on the coast
of New York, gave birth to the law of Congress,and
simultancously te an act of the New York Legisla-
ture. Here the point at issne between the centleman
from New York and myself is, how far blame is just-
Iy ulliihulable to the pilots for the loss of those two
vessels.

[Me. Cartis here explained, that, in his remarks,
he had expressly waived te charge against the New
York pilote. He had not” sttributed any blame to
thom in this instance, as, had he thought proper to
de 50, he would have produced uid-nu.ﬂ

Two
disastrous shipwrecks had taken place ; the loss of
life and property was attributed to the negligence of
the pilots,and some measures of coertion were deem-
ed mecessary to enforce more assiduons atten ion
to their duty. The idea of any enactment by Con-
gress arose purely from the supposed culpability of
the pilats. Much eloquence was wasted on this ap-
parently fruitful theme; but when declamation is dis-
regarded and facts scrutinized, it appears that they
were blamed witheut reason, and their negligence
was inno wav instrumental 1 eausing those disns-
te The pilots were at their posts ; the disasters
originated from the utter carelescueas of the officers
and crews of the vessels themsclves. This asser.ion
is mot made witheut full evidence of its truth.

Thie narrative informe ns of the preceedings on
board of the Bristol, and demonsirates that the dis-
aster was abs Intely and purely ﬂmgl&ln the neglect
of duty on the part of its officers i evidence is
not isolated snd unsupported; but it is annecessary
to read other papers, which merely narrate the sime
faets.

The physician who sttends
at the beside of contagion, is landed for his eharity,
and is subjected to uo blame, if be fails in saving his
patient. Are not praise and gratitude equally due to
the pilot swho perils his life to save the lives and pro.
perty of others! Should be be condemned beoanse
nature stood in the way of his effarts, and prevented
him from e\tmdin& that relief which he strogeled to
afford1  Above all, akould be be blamod when the
vietime of the disaster were incontestably the an-
thors of their ows destraction!
