small subseriptions, was returned tome, a few days
sfter the election, by Mr. Richard M. Blatehford,
Daring the three days of the election, many of the
netive members of the whig party were admitted
to the private committee room. I was perfeeily
saliaficd, frem the suceessful management of the
operation, that the whig ticket would be alected in
the ecity, and I so expressed mysell to a number of
the leaders of the party.

Resvrt anp Rewarp or TREOrERATIONS OF 1838,

After the result of the eleetion in the state waa
known, I was rr‘pcgtedle' solicited by many promi-
nent members of the whig party to take office.

R. M. Blatehford, James Bowen,
Chandler Starr, and Simeon Draper, Jr, all of
whom, with the exeeption of the [1st named,eonsi-
dered it best to muke the cilort to obtain the ap-
pointiment, for my own sake av well as for the in-
terests of the party, and promised their co-opera-
tion in ¢ficeting that object. We had a meeting on
the subject at the store of Mr. Draper, at which
meeting R. M. Blatelford, Chandler Starr, Simeon
Draper, Jr., James Bowen and Rubert C. Wetmore
were present  After this interview, about the 10th
of January, 1539, 1 visited Albany, R. M. Blateh-
ford, Moses 1. Grinnell, James B iwen, Simeon
Draper, Jr. and Chaudier Starr left, I think, on
the same morning for Albany, by the river route.

I had another very strong letier to the Gover-
uor, but whether [ gave it then or sent it previous
to my visit to Albany, or delivered it at all, T ean-
not now reeolleet. This (etter was signed by only
a few influential party men, and | thiak no names
were signed tn it except Messrs Llatebford, Grin-
nell, Bowen, Draper, Starr and Wetmore. 1 reenl-
leet distinetly of Mr. Wetmore's handing me the
letter, alter he had piocured Mr Grinnell's signa-
tnre. The reason why the letter may not have
heen used is the act that the gentlemen who signed

it were there to urge my elaime in person, except
Mr Wetmore. That t a{ were all in the eity of
Albany, and put up together at the Eagle Tavern,

will appear by the register. Their names are en-
tered onthe 10th day of January, 1539, During an
interview whieh I had with Governor Seward, he
r marked that I was not an applicant for the
offi-e of Tobaceo Iaspeetor, and suggested my mak-
ngthe application in writing, which | immediately
eomplied with. Mr Stevenson drew his resigna-
tion and placed itinthe handsof Mr. R. M Blate h-
ford, wi!tl perfect nundorstunding that [ was to be
nominated in his place. It will be remembered
that the Governor was much embarrassed at this
time in the eonfirmation of his nominations by the
Seunate, a majority of that body being opposed to
him in polities.  The subject «f Mr. Btevenson's
reaignation and my appointment was kept perfectly
quiet, and it was snpposed by us that the Gover-
nor only waited the action of the Sepate upon some
of the inations then before them, und that when
they were disposed of, my nomination wonld be
cent in. There were ramors afleat that Thurlow
Weed was opposed to my huving the appointmert,
asd that he Eud an agreement with Mr. Charles
Oakley, by the terms of whieh he, Mr. Weed, was
to reeeive five thouwsand dollurs if he procured the
office for him at the expiration of Mr. Stevenson's
term. Whether there wasany foundation for these
rumors | had no means of ascertnining positively,
but in ennsequence of them Mr. Stevenson beeame
dissatisfied ; and his suspicions vere d by
the fact that my sominution wis delayed, aud he
stated {0 some of the delegation, and to mysell,
that he helieved there was & design on the part o
Weed and the Governor to use anfairness in rela-
tion to the appointment. Previons to thia time,
Messrs. Blatehford, Grianelly Bowen, Draper and
Starr had returned to the sity of New York, and
Mr. Stevenson's "'id‘"“ﬂ was placed by Mr.
Biatenford in the hands of Noh Cook, without his
knowledge or counent  Mr Stevenson wans alarm-
ed and disvatisfiod with Mr Rlatehford for entrust-
ing it with Cook, as were also somo of our delegu-
tion, who thﬂum Mr. Cook was « sercising more
inflaence with Governar Seward in relution to tie
oity appointments than his merita entitled bim to,
r. Btevenson aod myscll stayed at Congress
Hall, and we were'in daily eoafidential inte
with the members of the delvgation and other

minent persons of our party who were at

extensively engoged in the tobacco trade

“ Among the pppointments recently mude at Albany,
is that of Mr. J. B, Glentwarth, Tobacco luspeetor of this
city—an oflice, the dutive of which, we donbt not, he
will discbarge with fidelity and perfeet sutisfuctiou to
the publie. 1t will be seen by his sdvertisgement, that
he kogemploy ed a gentleman of high ¢huracter and long
pxperience in the business to assist him, which will se-
eure @ faithiul and judicious discharge of the duties re-
quired.” ¥

Thus ended the campaign of 1538, and su eb, o
l'a!i as related to mysell, at that time, were its -
sults,

OreraTioxs oF 1539,

The success of our fraudulent operations in 1533
had been of such a character, and produced such
rosults, as to warrant, at least, the attempt Lo bring
the same influrnce to bear upon the spring election
of 1539, In the carly part of March of this year,
the matter was again suggested to me. It was at
this time the decided and ex pressed opinion of some
of the leaders of the whig party in this city, that
we must be defeated at the approaching charter
election, Mueh anxiety was felt and expressed.in
the subject; the importance of our sucecss sanvas-
sed; and, finally, it resalted in a direet proposition
to me to carry outthe Philadelphia operationagain.
This I peremptorily declined, alleging, among other
reasons, that 1 was filling animportant office; that
1 had previously been suspected and charged with
unfair management by some of the papers of the
other party, aad that, undersuch circumstances, I
would be elosely watehed. These reasons, inde-
L»ehdenlnl' any moral obligation, whichalone shon!d

ave been sufficient to have cheched any further
solicitation of me to nid again in the perpetration
of frands upon the elective franchise, were dis-
regarded. ¢ had succecded before, and ex-
posure had wnot followed. We were elated
with the suceess produced by that operation,
and anticipated the lilie suceess and gratification,
il we again resorted to the same means to obtain it
It was contended that I was under obligations to
the party; that no one was acquainted with the
men in Philadelphia whom it would be necessary
to empioy; and also, that it would be wnsafe to en-
trust the matter to any other person. 1 was also
urged to embark in the operation as a matter of in-
tercst to myself. It was stated to be my duiy to
take amore active and decisive part in favor of the
party. It was aléo allezed that the commiltee
and others were dissatisfied with me, from the
fact that I had not beew as activeas I was previous
to my sppointment to office. dhe moral tur-
pitude af the transactisn wan neve mendionsl. We
neted upon this priveiple, * all is (air in polities.”
I however eonsented to give the proposition my
gonsideration. A short time after, my attintion
was called to the subjeot, and, according to my
sresent recolleetion, on the same day, I saw Mr.

ames Bowen, and eonversed with hun in relation
to it. The result of my interview with him awoke
again all my party feclivg and party pride, and 1
deeided to embark ounce more in & transaction
which I shall never cease 1o regret.  lagreed to go
tn Philadelphia and make the arrangements for lﬁu
men, but with the express stipulation that I wounld
have nothiong to do with them in New York; that
committees or perions must be selected to tuke
charge of and superintend their operations. I
had  frequent conversations on the subject of
welecting proper persons to mabnage the men,
after they shonid armve ia the ecity. It was
concluded that it would be the mest effective
to divide the menintosmall parties, and I named
several as proper persons te take charge of them.
Among those | mentioned, | reenllect the names of
P. MeArdle, J. F. Raymond, Zenox Wheeler; but
at the same time I stuted that Noa: Cook was the
only person competent to be entrusted with the en-
tire management of the men, for the reason that he
had experience in the business, having participated
largely in the affair of 1535 1 was also to be freed
from all responsibility in procurisg persons Lo su-
perinfend the operationy of the men io the eity of
New York.

About the 20th of Mareh, 1839, 1 went to Phila-
delphia to make the srrangements for the men,
similar to thase made by me in the fall of the year
123 1 ealled on Colanel Swift, (the mayor of the
city of Philadelphin) at his ofiiee, and was intro-
duced by him to Reenrder Rush. [t was election
day. Colonel 8. informod me that he nnd the police
had been on duty most or all of the preciding day;
that he had & lurge facee in the room adjpining his
office, to be used in cace of neeessity. Oa my ar
rival | immediately eommeneed making arrange-
ments, 1 saw Miller, Siunders, Swint, 'hornton,
and others. Alr. Beln Badger called on mein com-
pany with Mr. J. . Wolfe, of the Northern Liber-
ties, and introdueed him to me. 1 also saw swme
of our political friends from Southwark. 1 was
invited to attend a eaucus to be held at Mr. Bad-
ger's honse. [ went, and met some ten or fifteen
gentlemen. The object, as 1 understond, was to
submit the whole subject to them, and to muke
sugh arrangements to carry the same into offcet as
might be determined upon. Mr. Vadger, after in
troducing me, jemarked that I was among the
* hone and sinew”" of the Third District, and that 1
might speak eut withewt reserve ; that they
were a/lgood and true men. Thie was the snb-
stance, and, ascording to my reenliection, the exact
language used by him onthat eecinion. 1 atated to
them, brieflv, the ohjeet of my visit to Philadel-
phia, and asked their co-operation, Thin they
agreed to, and left it, with Mr. Badger, to arrange
direetly with me for the force I would require from
the Northern Liberties. A day or two after my ar-
rival, I received the following mote from James
Young:=

This letter, which is now in my possession, is in
the hand writing of Henry W. Havens. Mr. Ha-
vens was one of the Seeretaries of the Whiz Young
Men's General Committee at that time.

Previous to my leaving for Philadelphia, 1 was
given to understand that money suflicient to
eancel all my engagements there would be for-
warded to me. | would not have gone, without the
requisite amount of funds, but for the receipt of
Mr. Badger's letter of 2nd of April, 1539, signed
George W. Rhawn. From the tenor of that letter
I feared there might be some diflienity, and I went
on with means of my own, to use 1l it were neces-
sary, to keep the parties quiet, part of which I was
compelled to use hefore Mr. Havens' arrival. On
the ;Jtlondn; night referred toin the lotter from Mr.
Havens, signed W. C. Scott, at about 11 o’clock,
1 went, in company with Charles Swiut, to the rail-
road depot, to await the arrival of the cars from
New York. We went there in a huck [ lelt
Swint in the hack, and waited on !ht;rnrrnuul nne
til the passengers came ont. 1 met Mr Heary W
Havens, We went tothe hack together, and, at my
suggestion, we were driven to Sanderson'n Hotel,
in Fourth, near Arch street. The reason why this
honse was sclected, was because it was more re-
tired and out of the way, and I was fearful il he
went tothe United States Hotel, or was secn with
me, it might excite suspicion On our arrival at
Sanderson’s, we went into the bar-reom, and Mr
Havens handed me a packuge of money, which |
ecaunted, and fmnd short filty dollars.
