Messns Eptrons —We bave news aeain from
the West, but of a melancholy nature  Signor Al
varce, onr Ameriean Consul in' New Mexieo, with
five or six other gentlemen, arrived here the day
before yesterday, after a tedious trip of 50 days
from Sunta Fe. They were much annoyed with
cold weather and snow, throughout nearly the
whole route. ‘T'he company eonsisted of 12 or 15
when they left Mexico; five of these separated
from the party about 300 miles from here, aud took
a more soathern roate to avoid the eold  Ofthe
rest, one, a German from this veighbourhocd, was
frozen to death; three others are at Cotton Wooa
Fork, one s0 mueh frogen tha: he caunot travel,
one sick, and the third compelled te remuin and
keep the two from starvation.  They hud some
mules left in their possession by Mr Alvarez and
his friends, liable at any moment, though, to be de-

rived of all by the Indians around. Assistance
is to be meat from here immediately; whether it
is timely or not, we cannot tell. The storm the
encountered was very violent, and the snow Ie{l
to the depth of two or three feet—it was much
drifted in places, =0 that it was almost impossible
to travel. The five who left the main purty, hav-
iing 1o pass over a prairie country altogether
(where no fuel ean be procured) it is supposed
they perished. ‘This, however, bears no compa-
rison to what follows The Texans, on the 16ih
Ocf., arrived in Sinta Fe, in much worse cireum-
stances than could ever have been imagined—they
are all captured, bonnd, and sent as prisoners to
the city of Mexien. The eauses and attendant
circumslances, s given by our informants, arve
these:—

The deputation, on their arrival vear Santa Fe,
were divided into three parics—one under the
eommand of Howland; another under ook, the
Commissary General from Texas; and the other
under MeLeod or Loud, the Commander in( hief
(n very inefficient man, and, withal, a top). When
near the place of destination, Howland, with two
more, wers seot inadvance as spies, to ascertain
the disposition of the Mexieans towards them
Not understanding the nature of their embassy sufl-
ficiently, and from their eontradictory stutements
concerning the place from whenca they huiled,
they were stripped and ordered not to frﬂt‘u the
bounds. In the mean time they made their es-
cape, bat after travelling five days, and only pro-
Erﬂu.ng fifty miles, they were taken by some shep-

erds, brought in and shot. Seven more from the
company were again sent in—amoug them was
Kendall, the editor of the Picayune; a son of Les-
lie Combs, of Ky; and a Mr Lewis—they had in
their possession the Constitution and Laws of Texus,
the Ameriean passporte, &e , of Kendall und others
On their \u{ in, they were taken prisoners by a
Captain of the mil tia, and marched out before the
presented guns of the company to be shat; by the
entreation of thu privoners and others, the Captain,
however, disobeyed orders, and took them to the
Governnr. Shortly after, seventy more, and then
the whole number of the U'exans were surrounded
and tuken, Cook being the only one desirons of
making the least resistanee. Their fate is wretch-
ed in the extreme. Thatday they were stripped of
nearly all their elothing, deprived of their shoes,
hand euffed, and started on [oot 2,000 miles to the
eity of Mexico, with orders from the Governor,
that each man, 4 he gave out, muet be speared or
bayonotted, and left on the road side. They had
gone 30 miles (rom Santa Fe (when these nun{efl}.
ned three of the number were already slain in obe
dienee to the order. Lewis, it is thought, by his
knowledge of the Spanich lunguage, worming him
selfin and becominga favorite h the Governor
proved tritorons, and informed him of the dis-
tracted and destitate sitnation of the company—
hence the disregard paid to the Comstitution and
Laws of Texas, and especially the iJalul[mrln of
Kendall and the other Americans (of whieh they
made a boafire inthe public square). The resident
Americans attempted to get Keadall and his enm-

nions releaned, and sent them some clothing, but

id not smeeeed; and in all probability, the
clothing mever reachal them. Itseemsto have
been required by the Texan Government, that the
company should not fight if they aould possibly
avoid it, but merrly publish the Constitution and
Laws, make some arrangements abont trade, snd
return home. Had there not been “l prevariea-
tion in the riatements of Howland, and if the rest
hud made any show of resis‘nnee, thoy wonld have
taken entire possession of the eoun'ry immediately,
The Governor was surprised at their siiuaiion, sup-

oning them to be eourageon, united, and plenti-
F‘"! vapplied with provisions.  All is hub bag in
Santa Fe. The Americans are ordered not to leave
the town—the gooda of yome of them are confis-
eated, and their lives endangered every hour -

Towa.—The message of Governor Chambers o
the Legislative Assembly of lowa was delivered on
the Sth ult. The admission of the Territory into
the Union, ns o State, is referred to as presenting a
question of paramount amportance, and one thit
culls tora ..Ipeudy determination, ‘I'be suilject hay:
ing been referred to the people some fime ago, the
result showed an unwillivgness on the part of a eon-
sideruble majority to take upon themselves, at that
time, the duties and respousibilities of a State gov-
ment. The recent legislation of Congress, how-
ever, in relation to the future di-posal of the public
lauds, gives to the question a new aspeet, and it is
recommended that it be agaiu submitted to the peo-
ple, so that their representatives at the next legis-
lative session may be enabled te uct upon this im-
portant matter in conformity to the public wishes.

Theobstructions in the way of a sufe navigation
of the Mississippi, particularly between the Des
Moines and the Roek Island Rapids, are such as to
interlere very injuriously with the trade of the Ter
ritory. Bo serious are these impudiments that the
expenses of savigaiion for that portion of the river
ure from one to three huodred per eent above the
amount usually paid between New Orleans and St
Louis. The annual loss of property is also very
great. The aid of Congress it is believed may be
asked with propriety for the removal of these ob-
structions,

There is an unseltled question of houndary be-
tween the Territory of Powa and the State of Mis-
souri. Our readers may recollect that, some two
years ago, adifficulty arose from this source whieh
threatened, for a while to produce serious conse-
quences, on account of the belligereat propensities
of the disputing parties. 1t now appears that a ru-
tional mode of settling the question has been sug-
gested by Governar Reynolds of Missouri, who
proposes that an agreed ease, as to facts, be |uad’u
up and submitted to 1he Supreme Court of the U.
States. Governor Chambers,in his reply to this pro-

sition, suggests a doubt whether the Territorial
Eimrn-mment of lows is competent tostand asa party
in sucha ensr, sinee the Territory is snbject 1o the
legislation of Congress. The amicahle s irit mani-
fested on both vides indicates, however, that a sa
tisfactory adjustment of the difficulty may be had in
due time.

Governor congratulates his constituents that the
only persons eomplaining and likely to suffer from
the financial inte reaplions, are the brokers, against
whom his Exeellency nims his shaft instead of the
defunct institutions.

The soil, climate and geographical eharacteris-
ties of Wisconsin, the Governor thinks are peeu-
liarly adapted to the culiure of sheep, and for en-
conraging the growth of wooi. For this purpose
he reeommeonds that a law be passed to exempt all
sheep and their fleeces from taxation foF a term of
vears; and such other provisions ax are required,
that wool may soon begome one of the staple pro-
duetions of the Territory. This is particularly a
feature worthy of Wiseonsin. It is admitted that
sheep fed upon high praries, increase in size and
improve in health, and that their fleeces are more
weighty than those of sheep which are confined to
the pastures of the eastern and middle States. The
extensive and rich prarias of the Wiscensin river
and of its branches, and upon which thers is now
no prospect of settlements, may, if the proper en-
couragement is given, be made eapable of aupp[‘y-
ing all of the manufactories of woollen goods in
the United States with wool,

As nearly all the products of the west have to
scekjin eastern market, it shonld be the policy to
raise co-tly commodities, as the expense of trans-
portation is equal in every vespeet. A pound of
tlaur, wheat or pork, which is anly worth two or
three cents, costs as much to get it to market as s
much silk or wool, worth fifty cents the pound,and
generally is as easily converted into eash,
