Medieal College of the New York University
Mn. Bexnerri—

You were liberal enongh to insert my comments
upon the N. ¥. Medieal College, and, but for the
many p ional engag ts which erowd upon
me, 1 shonld have replied before to the queries
contvined in your remarks upon the artiole. [ now
append your remarks :—

“ Remanne—Piay, what does the * friend and physi-
ciau'want 1 We do not understand emuf the nature
of his objoetions. Can he explain himself

Individually, the “ friend and physician” wants
nnthing,—he is neither a teacher nor does he aspire
to that honor, but as an educated physician he de-
sires that they who assume to be the instructors of
your youth, should conform to the demands of the
age in all that pertains tothe departments they pro-
feas to teach. We are the avewed udvoeate and
friend of the institution in question, and gesire that
nuught should be “set down in malice.”” The nature
of our * ohjections™ ean be readily presented. In
1837, the Council of the N. Y. Univernty, n ac:
cordance with the wants of the profession, design.
ed establishing a Medieal Department ; and ete:fed
some filteen or twenty prolessorships. Many of
the profsssors were :Epuinu‘d; but, from the un.
wicldy character of the machine, it could nét be
put in motion. Subsequently, one or more of the
preseut able faculty attempted a new orgamizati
upon a more contracted basis. ‘I he resnlt you have
seen.  They advortised to the profession that they
had established a great National Institution, and
invited not only the support of our city, but of the
entire epuntry. The avove facts will enable us to
make a comment upon the two plans, so as Lo de-
velope un answer to your last erquiry

The eoneeption of the Couneil 1n 1837, was doubt-
less based upon a proper estimate of the vast rami-
fications of the medical profiscion; but from the
existing mode of ivstruction (however correct
their views may bave been) the plan was Utopiun.
The period of medical education could not allow «f
so extended and diffuse a enrriculum. Let it net
be urged that these views will maintain against
the suzgestion which we shall offer; for while this
error was irremediable on the one extreme; the
error upon the opposite, although remediable,
might, if persisted in, be equaily tatal. Inavoiding
Seylla, do not strike spon Charybdis. The error
of which we complain, is, that in enntracting,—
the Council of the University have overlooked the
wants, uay the immediate demands of the profes-
sion. That we are not peculiar in this view, we
point you to every well established and reputable
medical school In our country. Where do you
find six prnfuunnt‘l,ivp- embracing the whole ranke
of medical study? W here ure the important branch-
es of Physinlogy and Pathology allowed to lie eon-
cealed by the offal nfthelnnlnminlchnin,nrdunlr
and lustrously peering from the rubbish of demol-
ished, lnti?natad theories of medicine? They
stand proudly among the departments, and, in their
beuuty and brilliancy, shine by their own and not
reflected light. Attempt to conceal them, and they
but display the meagreness of every barrier. They
deserve by their own nierits a distinct ?tue; but
if they possess not this elaim, the profession stll
deem them entitled to individuality ; and he would
be a reckless creature who would wot beed this
demand.,

In the existing faculty, there sre men of talents
and extensive views, and we would appeal to them
individually, whether they do not believe that their
organization is incomplete without the chair of Phy-
siplogy and Pathologyl We ask Dr Paltison, il with
the muliiferm duties of hia chair, embracing Genesal,
Special, and Surgical Anatomy, he can present a
full mnd succinet description of all investigutions
which have resulted in the magnificent strructure of
modern Physiology t We appeal to Professor Re-
vere, to say whether the fundamentul and essentiul
substratum of ull the theories of medicine,—the de-
scription of individusl diseases, their terminutions,
&¢., are not dependent upon a thorough acquaint-
ance with Physiology urd Pathologyl We solicit
Doctora Mott and Draper, to declure, whether the
organization of the present faculty 18 in accordance
with the present demands of the profession?

Consequently, some
(out of seven or ¢ight who stopped) are amongst
the most prominent flour dealérs in our city ; but
we have many yet left that will stand the test of
tighter times than we haveat present.

ﬁl is generally thought, howerer, that no loss will
ensuein the end to the acceptors. The drawers
being gentl-men of high character and integrity.
have made a deed of trust, securing all houses that
ure liable for their aceeptances,their property being
large and very valuable ; so our friends in town,
although legally bonod, f-el secure that, in the end,
they will n!fcnmr “ itat the big end of the horn,
swearing by gar,. shall never be caught in such
a dilemma again ; I never will make auother bar-
gain without hnléilg in one hand an equivalent to
what [ pay with the otber. This occurrence kills
all future operations of this kind here for the next
iwo years. Itis too mueh like your stosk-jobbing
men of Wall street, and ought to be discountenan-
ced h{lenry intelligent merchant.

Safety Fund prineiple will be compelled to wind
up their affurs.

There is very little ‘business going on here at_this
time, and the prospects of  dreary and dull winter
are every where wisible around vs. However, a
few months will soon pass away—the lovely spring.
tinie will again be with us, and all will be lif&- und
activity.  Should our edious steamboat monopoly
be broken up—and it is unticipated by many—the
benefits which would 1esult frem it to all classes of
emigrants and business men, counld hardly be esti-
mated. At all events, | learn that an efficient
oppegition will be started in the spring, which will
add much to the life und prosperity of our eity, as
well as to the interests of Lusiness men and
the traveling pablic.

The weather here on the 1st inst. was mild and
selubrious.
