London Monsv Maitr, Feb. 18..The itate of the

money market, though influenced considerably by tha
disturbed appearance ot |>o)itical affairs, haa been sustainednsuch more tirmly than might nave been supposed
from the general disappointment ci the commercial
classes with the new corn law project which haa been
brought forward by Sir llobert Peel. For this measure,
though so much condemned in the manufacluaing districtsand all the principal eut porta of the kingdom,
amongst many of the wealthiest and most powerful of
the bankers and general capitalists of London, ia viewed
with the opposite degree of satisfaction ; as amongst
these pai ties, including the majortty of the directors of
theKaiikof Kugland, there is a most insuperable aversionto the modern principles of all trade. The 4 (Terence
of opinion amongst London capitalists,as compared with
equally respectable parties in the northern parts of the
kingdom, is wide to a very remarkable degree, for it is
common in the neighborhood of Lombard street to hear
that in resisting the popular outcry on the subject of the
corn laws, the institutions of the country, end the monarchyitseif, have almost been saved by the caMnet of
Sir Robert Peel; on which viewsot the question, ihere
was an evident appearance of renewed activity in monetarybusiness on the two days following the announcementof the ministeriel plan. The accounts of the unpopularityof the measure in tho manufacturing districts
has since tended to damp the satisfaction of the capitalistsof London, and it has almost become uncertain that
the government will have a majority in the House of
Commons, there being a large number of members of
parliament who, though otherwise favorable tothe ministry,mjy think it psoper to inteiferein acontrary
manner,in consequence of the imprudence of perseveringagainet that combination of the middle and the
working populatien which it ia apprehended is about to
take place on a scale teo extensive for the government to
oppose.

Proceedings In the Sennte.The Exchequer
Important Decision.

In the Sewate this inorninz, Mr. Phbstow, who
had been for some lime confined to his room bjr indisposition,appeared in his seat.
Mr. Walkch presented a memorial from the town

of Litchfield, ia the county of Medina, Ohio, signed
by seventy-five citizens of that place,attributing the
embarrassment of the day to the use of paper as a

circulating medium, and to its fluctuating character
and maintaining that the true basis of value to all
commodities, as well as to paper money, is specie.
The memorial was then referred to the Committee
on Finance.
After the further presentation of petitions and memorials,reports were presented from Committees,

among winch
Mr. Liww, agreeably to notice given, introduced,

on leave, a bill to indemnify General Andrew
Jackron, for the damage sustained in the discharge
of his official duties. [This bill is to refund to him
the fine of gl.tiOO and easts imposed by the court in
Louisiana in 1815 ]
The bill having been read twice,
Mr. Linn moved ita reference to the Committee

on Claims, and
Mr. Gkaham moved its reference to the Commit-

tec on the Judiciary.
A desultory debate took place between the two

Senators, as to the proper reference; Mr- Linn contendingthat he Itad ex ami ned the precedents, and
they almost unanimously went to sustain the referencehe proposed; and Mr. Graham arguing that
however the precedents, bills to indemnify for fines
imposed by the courts, should be referred to the JudiciaryCommittee. The questiou was taken, and
the bill was referred to the Judiciary Committee.
The Senate then proceeded to the consideration

of the bill to amend the act entitled an act to ap"
propriate the proceeds of the tales of the public
lands, and to grant pre-emption rights, approved
September 4,1SI1. The immediate question pendingwas the amendment submitted by Mr. McRoberts,to remove the restrictions to pre-emption
rights in the distribution bill of last session in the
following particulars, viz: so much as excludes from
the right of pre-emption those who settled upon the
public lands before they were surveyed ; so much
as denies the right to those who own three hnndred
and twenty acres of land elsewhere, or those who
removed from their own land to reside upon the
public lands; and so much of the said act as denies
a pre-emption to all persons who are not citizens of
the United States, or who had not filed their applicationto become cit izene, before they settled upon
the lands.
Mr. Smith, of Indiana, replisd at length to the

arguments of Mr. [McRoberts, and on motion of
Mr. Clay, the bill was laid on the table.
Mr. Clay's retrenchment and reform resolutions

were then taken up.
The purport of these resolutions, is to increase

the tariff above the maximum of the Compromise
act: to reDeal that orovision of the Distribution act.
which requires its operation to be suspended if a

duty of more than twenty per cent be demanded to

support the government; to retrench and to economizethe expenses of government.
To which Mr. Wbioht had proposed amendments.infavor of practical economy, by abolishing

useless offices ; by lopping oil all unnecessary expensesin Congress and all the depaitments of government; and by repealing the Distribution act, so

as to render [any increase of the tariff above the
Compromise act, or any new burdens on the people,unnecessary.
Mr. WooDsuav addressed the Senate in a speech

of about two hours in opposition to the views of Mr.
Clay.
The Senate then went into executive session, and

afterwards adjourned.
The prospect of the passage of an exchequer bill

seems to be darken ing. The Senate bill is to be takenup first, and the result will probably be the de1feat of the measure. Whether this is intended cannotbe known, bat such must be the consequence.
The Senate bill cannot obtain more than a dozen or

fifteen votes in that body, and its rejection there,
