understood that 8o soon as can be made convenient,
she will leave this for La Guayra, at which port the
three commissioners appeinted by CGovernment,
Generals Rodriguez del Toro, Mariano Montilla,
and Dr. José ‘o"a::mll. to superintend at St, Martha
the d ment of the ol the illustrious and
immortal hero, Simon Bolivar, one of the most ex-
traordinary men that ever lived, the liberator and
benefactor of the people, which, at the present day,
constitute five natons, namely, Venezuela, New
Granada, Equador, Peru, and i;ulivit, will embark
