M'Jimsey
then resold the stock at the board through Nevins 8c Co.,
and realised $6,184,60, leaving a balance due hira from
Crassous of $1,484 03. Crassous was then notified that the
balance was due, but refused to satisfygt The 60 shares of
lock'deposited by him to secure M'Jimsey were then
Mid, realising $1,214,44, leaving still a balance of $206,19
due M'Jimsey. In this state of affairs Crasaous sued
M'Jimsey to recover back the sixty shares sold, to indemnifyM'Jimsey in part. These facts being proved,
Judge Jones charged directly in lavor of Crassous, but an

intelligent and clear-headed jury promptly decided in favorof M'Jimsey, thus vindicating the integrity of
the law and establishing dhe fact that brokers can yet
find protection against barefaced repudiators. This being
the case, we would suggest that Messrs. Little and Co.
