Particulars of the Assassination of Gardner—.drrest
of Cook—Liberation.

Drar 8 :—

As you seem not to have a regular corresponden;
in this place, I propose to give you the details of a
horrid affray which occurred in this borough yes.
terday. The origin of this fatal rencontre is as fol-
lows :—

At a meeting of the locofoco party, in Ports-
mouth, a few weeks since, Bernard O'Neil was no-
minated and elected a delegate to a Convention to
be held in Suffolk for the purpese of nominating a
snitable candidate to represent the party in the next
Congress. It seemsa that some remarks made by
O'Neil did not aecord with the views of a portion
of the party, and another meeting was called and
his name was stricken from the list of delegates,
but as he is a man of some influence over a certain
portion of the community in which he lives, the
more knowing ones of the party called another meet-
ing, and again elected him as a delegate, At that
meeting Mordecai Cooke, Jr. made a speech in his
favor, and in comse of his remarks made, allusinns
to Mr. M. Gardner, editor of one of their papers in
the same place r. (. was not present, but heard
of the attack and replied through his paper. At this
Mr. C, took offence, and arme hlmu]lj:'ilh a pistol
and cowhide for the purpose of chastisng him when
he should meet with him. He sought him both in
Nortolk and Portsmonth, but did not succeed in
finding him watil yelterd'l'y, when they met acei-
centally on the ferry wharf. Mr. C. accosted Mr.
G+, and demanded an apology, or retraction of what
he had said, which he positively refused to do. Mr.
C. then raised his caue to knock him down,and Mr.
G, drew a pistol, a scuffle ensued and in it Cooke ob-
tamed possession of the pistol and celiberately shot
Mr. G. through the heari—he lived about three
minutes and then expired. Cook :mmedintelr went
toour worthy Mayor Miles King, and delivered
himself up, stating the circumstances, upon which
he ordered the pistol to be sately lodged iu the bo-
rough juil, and told Cook to go home, that when he
wanted him he would let him knowit. However,
another Justice of the Peace issued a warrant for
his arrest, gnd he was safely lodged in juil until this
rperning, «when he was brought before a Magistrate,
and after much and eloquent gleldmp of John
N]I’illrrdnnd T. Taylor, Esquires, he was fully dis-
charge

Mr. Cook is a young man of high wealthy and in-
fluential connexions, and Mr. Gardneris a perfect
stranger, not having been here but six months, and
a very poor man—he haaleit a wife and three Tnelp-
lesa chuldren, dependent on the community. It is
rumored here this evening that his wife isdead, and
if 80 it 18 n double murder. The citizens of Porte-
mouth subseribed this day and paid $500 for (e
benefitof the widow and otphans, which is very
ereditable to them, inasmuch as they are, as [ belore
stated, straugers in this community

Here then we see the dillerence between the poor
and the rich. 1 am satistied in my own mind, had it
been just opposite, that the poor man would now be
in prison in spite of all the counsel he could obtain.
I have never ween so great an excitement in this
place in my life.

Mr, Duer's L w on 1 Fallure
of the Course.

Mr. Duer gave his first_lecture on Monday even-
ing at the lecture room of the Library Society, Clin-
ton Hall, on the law of Marine Insurance. The
audience, although net numerous, was very respect-
able Among those present we noticed Chancellor
Kent, Judge Kent, Judge Vanderpoel, George Grif-
fin, Ysenjumin I*. Butler, Distriet Attorney Whiting.
Ogden Hoff'nan, and several other distinguished
members of the New York bar. )
The learned gentleman commenced by saying,
that the law of insura.ce isnot to be regarded s
munieipal law : it boasts a nobler and a more uni-
versal origin. ,Il 15 founded on the law of nations,
and it depends in a greater or less degree on univer-
sal law. The law of nations upon questions arising
out of maratime laws, such as {reight, bottomry,
sea prizes, !hlﬁlwmt‘:kﬁ. hostages, &c., is adopted by
the common law. There are no other principles
by which such questions can be decided. The lee-
turer then went on o describe tie law merchant
and to draw a distinction between it and the law o
nations. He said, that the former was not a branch
of the lutter, in the sense that Blackstone unsed it.
To illustrate this view, he said no people could aiter
the law of nations to suit their own convenience;
hence this law could not be applied to the law mer-
chant. But every nation ean make laws to rrlgu-
late its own commerce; hence, he said, the law
merchant at all events ean only be an imperfect
branch of the law of nations They resemble each
other in the sources from which both are derived
but they differ in the chligations they impose, and
the rules by which such obligations are enforced.
Mr. Duer continued to say, that whether the law of
Marine [nsurance was, or was not known to the an-
clents, is a problem not yet solved; but it is admitted
that contracts of bottomry and respondentea were
well known and extensively used, and are men-
tioned in the code of Justinian, and in the Ro-
man pandicts.  He said that it wae the opinion of
Park, Marshal, and some other eminentjurists, that
marine insurance eontracts were unknown to the
Romans. Those opinions, he said, were lounded
upon the fact that no trace of this particular contract
could be found in the Roman code; that ancient
commerce was limited; that their voyages were
constwise, and neceasarily short.

He then _took an historical review of the cem-
merre of Tyre, Carthage, Rhodes und Alexandria,
and contended that it was impossible that nations
trading with all paria of the world then known, could
be ignorant ol the contract of marine insurance.
He .fl.m contended that coasting voyages were the
most dangerous, and that tae bravest and most
skillul sailors were nursed in the coasting trade.
He also showed from historical records, that voyages
were made by the Romarns, to Spain, to India and
other places, and that the customs upon merchan-
dize imported from Egypt to Rome in one year,
amounted to one hundred and thirty millions o
dollars, which was more than the who'e of the com-
merce of Europe at the present day. He then pro-
cevded to account for the law of marine contracts
not being mentioned in the code of Justinian. He
gaid it was not intended by that code to abrogate or
supereede all local laws, and it was probable that all
questions arising out of marine contracts, were de-
cided by local courts specially established for the
decision of those questions. Hence it was not to
be concluded, that the marine contract of insu.
rance, was unknown 1o the ancients,

At the conclusion of the lecture, Mr. Duer stated
that a sufficient nnmber of .subscribers not having
been obtained, he could not proceed with the
course ; but he said that h» would either return the
subseriptions, or proceed to give four lectures,
which would cover the amount he had received.
He then left the room, after which a meeting was
organized, and Chaneellor Kent called to the chair.
It was moved and seconded that Mr. Duer be re-
quested togive the four lectures, and that in the
mean time measures would be taken to have the
subscription hist filled.

Movements iIn' MExico.—It is said that Santa
Aunna has sent an ngent, in the person of Judge Rob-
ingon, one of the San Antonio prisoners, to Hous.
ton, to treat for peace betwren Texas and Mexico.

We think this very probable. Santa Anna is one
of the clearest headed men in his country,and he
sees the folly of continuing a war against the Anglo
Saxon race, in the prasent unsettled, anrachical con-
dition of the Mexiean people; and he sees loo that in
attempting to recover both of the lost Pleiads,
Texas and Yueatan, he will get neither, and per-
chance bhe overthrown at home. Very wisely,
therefore, he has concluded to let Texas slip, and
devote his whole energies to the recovery of Yu-
catan, the inhiabitants of which are the most enter.
prising and energetic of the Mexican race.

This movement 1s very (avorable to Texas, She
isinno conditizm, either financially or physieally,
to go to war ; and if her independence will be ac-
knowledged in a quiet, peaceable way, she must
consider herself the most furtunate of nations.
