lite dav previous to the sailing of the Zerviah, an
embargo had been laid upon all the vessels in the
port, torthe purpose of conveying troops toTu-pau.After twelve hours, however, they were released,
the troops being sent by land. It seems that the
culture of tobacco is prohibited by the government
of Mexico, to the cittze is of Ttispan, und that this
arb'tiary prohibition caused so much dissatisfaction
among the inhanitairs that they determined to resimit hv force, and accordingly set out the plants,
and made all the necessary preparations for tlte
coming crop. A body of 300 men were ordered out
to prevent the further progress of tlte culture, but
were attacked by the inhabitants with great fury,and, it is said, that at least 150 of them were killed.

understood that the president had fixed his head quar-

country There was nothing front Buenos Ayresin relation to the intervention of the French and
English ministers. It did not appear that Gen Rosas
had thought proper to make any answer to the communicationsaddressed to him except l»y the advance
of his troops u on the Montrvidean territory The
appearance of a British force was momentarily ex
peeled.
Ou the 17:h of January, considerable excitement

was rais-d in Montevideo by the seizure of a whale
boat, which was under the French flag, by boats
belonging to the Buenos Ayrean squadron. The
Buenos Ayreans, when they captured the boat,threw the French flag into the water. In consequenceof the insult, a coirespondetice had taken
place between the French and Buenos Ayrean commanders,but its tenor w as not known in the eveningof the 17th. a French corvette and schooner
slid ted their anchorage outside and within gun shot
ol trie Buenos Ayrean squadron, but subsequentlyreturned, and it was conjectured that complete sattslacttonhad been obtained.
