Treachery of the Wall strect Press.

The developments which have taken place in Wall
streer, during the last few weeks—and the course
pursued by the prints in that region in relation to
the new policy on commerce and manufactures just
broached in Balimore—indicate most conclusively
that we are on the eve of one of the greatest pieces of
treachery that ever disgraced the cemmercial annals
of any country.

For some months past a very important fermenta-
tion has bern going on in Wall street, between the
solid, solvent merchants, manufacturers and bank-
ers on one side, and the bankrupts, stockjohbers,
politicians and speculating financiers on the other
side. For many months past the crisis among these
interests have been approaching, and immediately
after the movement made by Mr. Webster in Balti-
more, the denowement began to mature.

It is now evident from what we see, hear and read,
that the whole of the Wall street press, with one or
two inconsiderable exceptions, are preparing to
perpetrate one of the greatest pieces of fraud and
treachery ever dreamed of, to those’solvent mer-
cantile, manufacturing and financial interests that
have heretolore fed and clothed them like the pau-
persof a poor house. And for what is this treache-
ry perpetrated ? what lisfthe motive cawsing such a
fraud? Nothing—but simply to subserve the interests
and hopes of & few broken down politicians who
want office—or of bankrupt financiers who want
some Bew paper machine to gut and let go the way
of the 1Tnited States Bank, the North American
Trust Company, the Baliimore Trust Company, &e.
&c¢. The new and magnificent commercial policy
which has been skerched by Mr. Webster, and i%
snpported by every sensible merchant and manufae-
turer, 15 to be eried dewn and execrated by the very
journals, which are supported by these merchants,
merely beesusge the bankrupts and specnlators have
a more intimate inflaence with the Wall street
press, than the sound and practical men of bosiness

Tuk Pusuic Press anp Poniie Mex.—The rela
tions which should subsist between the gentlemen
connected with the public press, and those connect-
ed with publie aflairs, seem to be very little uader-
stood by the latter class of persons. We have on
weveral occasions been under the necessity of ndmi-
mistering reproof in this matter, both in New York
and elsewhere, and we are sorry 1o see the came
necessity existing in the iotelligent city, and among
the ntelligent people of Boston.

In the report of the eloguent gpeech, made on Fri-
day last in Faneuil Hall, by Mr. Charles G. Loring,
ol Boston, we find the following statement made
by our reporter :—

In consequence of an interruption by a person who
came to the reporters” table, and asked some question, we
did not cutch the two or three sneceeding sentences of
thisrpeech.

We understand
that in one Bank he purchased drafts on Montreal 1o the
amount of £1,400, with notes which he represented to be
the returns of his auction sale, but which now appear to
be in great part lorgeries.

We have learned that in the present instance, with
some exceptions, Mr. Burnham found no dificulty in ne.
otiating paper with one good name, and his own worth-
oss name. One bank, we hear, sold him £600 worth of
Exchange, and holds forged ptmr for the amount—ano-
ther bank bought this very exchange from him, within
a few hours, at, no doubt, a compensating shave. A
third bank gave him exchange for £1 400, and holds his
forged paper, it is said, for & good part of the smm. To
dissount paper in the old, inary way of b 59, is
found not to answer the purposes of these institutions
It dees not make u‘lhc requred divilends.

PIRE oN tHE Urrer Mississivrr.—We have re-
ceived very late accounts from the new Mormon
religious empire, established by Joe Smith,the mo-
dern Mahomet—accounts which are very interest-
ingand curious in a people which have attracted
the attention of the public thronghout the old and
new world—in the Atlantic States, and the conti-
nent of Europe.  Our correspondence is ‘annexedl.

By these authentic statements it appears that the
holy eity of the Mormons, called Nauvoo, is in-
creasing more rapidly than ever—and that the re-
cent efforts to persecute the prophet, and to disgrace
theur religion, have only resulted in more popularity
—a [reshincrease of converts—and further suecesses
on land and water. New revelations and iresh pre-
dictions are_alse in the sack, and will soon be out.
The new batch ol brass plates will be the loundation
of more propheey, wonder, excitement, and in-
crease. Joe Smith has already demolished Father
Miller and the politicians, and is now preparing to
issue another book of Mormon, that will wake up
the world a second time, We shall wait for this
development, with apen mouth at least.

The following i3 our correspondence from the
Holy City, which is quite curious and interesting :—

Navvoo, Iur., May 7, 1843.
Increase of Nawvoo—Progress of the Fuith-
Jul—New Discovery of Brass Plates—-Splendid
Military Review— Politics.
Dear BexneTT :—

The Spring has at last opened, after a long and
very severe winter, which has brought us into May
before the forest buds and the plains put on their

reen mantles ; but lovely May 18 preparing the
ace af Nature with her usual taste ; the feathered
warblers begin 1o chirp their notes of praise, while
the din and bustle of business consequent upon the
rapid improvement of our city, form anaspect at
once auspicious of its future glory and greatness.

About five hundred emugrants from England have
arrived thisspring, and it is said & number are still
on their way, besides many who are dulf arriving
in small parties from different paris of the United
States, all of whom settle in the city or its immedi-
ate vlcinllg. Those who have means, buy a lot of
land, and build upon it immediately. Mechanics of
all classes are here in abundarce, who find sufficient
employment to procare a subsistance, but would un-
doubtedly meet with a greater degree of prosperity
if we had some capitalists to commence manulac-
turing upon a more extensive scale, 1am surprised
that Eastern eapitalists do not turn their attention to
this point ; there can be no better place on the con-
tinent of America for the enterprise of those who
command eapital. Any amount of the best of me-
chanical labor can be had here ut a low price—all
the necessary materials for erecting and carrying on
manutactures are convenient. Water power can
be had to a great extent with a litle expendiure—a
navigable stream laving our shore, by which we ¢an
ship our surplus producis cheap to the South, the
North and East, besides the rapid increase of popu-
lation ol this pluce, is such as to demund the pre-
paration lor extensive manufacturing establishments
to supply the demand for home consumption.  Facts
as they exist, warrant the conclusion that this place
in five years, will be the largest city in the West,
and 1if I was predisposed to the murvellous, 1 might
carry out the conclusion until I had swept over the
large cities of this continent, and set up a rivalry
with those of Furopz and Asia. Suoffice it 10 sav,
in view of thiseity and its leunder, that strange
things have happened, and still things more strange
may happr n. ;

Another set of plutes have been found in Pike
county, in this Siate ; they were dug out of a large
mound, fifteen feer from the summit, by a eompany
of persons, filteen in number, who 'all affirm to the
fact of their situation when found. There were six
in number, about three inches in length, and two
and & halt broad at one end, and one inch broad ut
the other, being something of the form of a bell,
about the sixteenth of un inch thick, with a hole in
the small end of euuh,tnatenrdlnget‘hpr with a ring,
apparantly of iron or steel, but which was so oxi-
dised as to erumble to pieces when handled. The
plates ure evidently brass, and are covered on both
sides with hyerogliphics. They were brought up and
ghown to Joseph Smith. He'compared them in my
presence with his Egyplian alphabet, which he
took from the plates from which the Book of Mur-
mon was translated,and they are evidently the same
characters. He therefore will be able 1o decipher
them. There can be no doubt but they are a record
of gome kind, Euried with an individual, centnries
#go ; a skeleton was found with them—some of the
bones in such a state of preservation as to show the
size of the individual, whose height must have been
eight anda half leet. You may expect something
very remarkably pretty soon.

Yesterday, the sixth of May, was the general pa-
rade of the Nauvoo Legion. Gen, Arlington Ben-
nett was expected to be here to ingpect the Legion,
but did not appear, The day was windy nnd cold,
but the military spirit predominated, and the ranks
were well filled ; they formed and went through the
evolutions out on the Prairie, about two miles {rom
the Temple, all in good style,l expect, (as ] was not
out,l am unable to describe.) 1 had the pleasure of
observingithem when they came in the town in the
afternoon somewhat fatigued, no doubt, but sull
presenting a mariial appearance. An elegant band
of musie in front, the Lieut General, Jo Smith, and
stafl, next—{ollowed by Major General Wilson Law
und staff—then the Cavalry—then the Anillery—
then the Intantry. The officers were well uni-
formed, and are fine looking men. The privaie
goldiers (most of them) were without uniform, but
are well disciplined, and ready to dogood service to
their country. 1 thought as they puesed, ** Who
would not be 4 soldier 7 The stafls of the two first
ranking Generals, were edorned with twelve beau-
tiful ladies mounted on elegant chargers, and if the
officers of the Legion could not serve their conniry
in the field gallantly with euch nids, then the days ol
chivalry and knight-¢rraniry are certainly over.

We have n number of visitors here continually,
some wishing to lecture on phrenology, some on
phopography, some on neurology and mesmerism,
thinking, | suppose, there is a hoe field for then
humbuggery ; gl‘:l fortunately for the citizens, they
find men here that are able to scan the sciences,
and their ability to illustrate their principles. The
temple is going on rapidly; we have services onthe
first floor every Sabbath. The Prophet frrqll_r'nllf
addresses from five tosix thousand auditors with all
the eloquence and pathos which he so pre-eminently
possreses,

The political parties are marshalling their forces
for the August election, when representativesto Con-
gress are to be elected. Our new district com-
mences at our county (Hancock), and takes in all
the river couties to Galena. 'I'he Mormons are
gupposed to hold the balence of power between the
two parties, and great efforts are made by political
demagogues to obtamm their voies, and by some
who ure about as fit to represent them as Col. Pluck
was 1o represent the militia of Pensylvaniu. 1 hope
they will eclect agood man that will have moral
stamina enough to serve them, if any such offers
himeelf. 1l not, why let them run one of their own
men. We are bound to have dignity and impor-
tance, and to be lieard in the councils of the nation.
Numbers must and will be heard.
