views, but when it obtained a little clearer view, ami observingthe ruin which would inevitably overtake those
flimsy politicians, whose hopes are based upon the successof the schemes of stockjobbers, speculators andtheii
dependants, it changes its direction, and endeavors to
make head against the breeze.

In our article ofyesterday,we stated that since the departurefrom the navigation act of Britain, which stood un.

changed tor ISO years, the liberality of international commercehad been progressive. Step by step have restriction!
and modifications been made by all countries, until now
the time has arrived for a new step, a further stride towardsfree trade. One of the'most vital of tho commer

cial regulations of England is her corn laws. On that
pivots htr paper saystem, her debt, her aristocracy, almosther national character. At the same time, i: is an

evil, from which she must sooner or later relieve herself,
To avert ruin, it can be done only by slow degrees. At
the same time, a free trade in corn is that which is of the
utmost value to this country. Under theso circumstan
ccs, the most that can be expected for the present is "some
modification of the corn laws," another step towards free
trade. Mr. Webster, therefore, stated as follows :.

I have not heard a suggestion from unv quarter that
England would be inclined to a modification of her corn
laws, properly so called.I mean her duties on wheat and
flour.
Trobably the great mass of readers understood this that

from no quarter had he henrd it officially; yet the Courier,
on this expression, hangs a tissuo of what it calls arguments.to show that :.

Mr. Webster urges, and very many honest and intelligentmen who do not stop to reflect upon the mat
ter.agtee with him, that a commercial treaty with Ktigland,in which we shall yield up everything, and receive
in return nothing, would be greatly advantageous to the

countryMr-Webster proposed that England should lower the
duties on cotton, tobacco, rice, and Indian corn. The
.'Courier" then makes the following most extraordinary
statements:.
This we contend is not offering us auv equivalent for

what w J are asked to yield. In the fir»t place, our Cotton
is already admitted at a rate of duty quite as low, nay lowerthan il itfor the interest of our country that it should he.
Take off the entire duty and England would not consume a

found less, nor would our cotton growers receive a l'artli
ing more for their crops. Its onlv effect would be to enable
the Engli-k manufacturer to turn out his cotton goods at
a lower rate, ami thus compete on better terms with tin
American manufacturers of cotton goods

Rice, another product of the &outh, might possible yield
a somewhat larger price to the producer if the duty now

imposed upon it in England were-reduced ; but the quantitywhich is or can be grown, and theBumber of persons' employed in its culture, are ot toe little importance to authoriseany national sacrifice for the benefit to be derived.
Tobacco, another product of slave-labor, is used in Eng

land as a lufury; and the enormous duties imposed upon
it are exclusively levied for the purposes of revenue. II
three-fourths of the duty now imposed, were reduced, il is
more than probable that the consumption would not be increased; and at all events, it is quite certain that the price
of the article to the consumer srould fall exactly in proportionto the reduction of duties, so that the grower would
not pocket an additional sixpence by the reduction.
We next come to the Indian corn or muizv. This, too,

is a staple of the Southern States and although grown in
the middle and Western States, the South only, from climateand position, can grow it lor exportation The climateof the States north of Delaware, render it nlto
gether too uncertain n crop to render its culture
for exportation profitable ; and its great bulk in proportion
to its value, forbids the idea of the great West being benefitedby any arrangement such as Mr Webster suggests.
Here is n tissue of statements which one would imagine

few would have the hardihood to put forth. The duty or

cotton, it seems, is " too low" fur the interests ol the Planters.What the Courier means by saying " England would
not consume ls»»," if the duty was taken oft, we do nol
know. It is very evident, however, that if the English
manufacturer turner! nut his irnrwlii n« « r«i., .Umlnlch..

by the duty, the consumption would be inert aied and th<
improved demand for the raw material thus occasioned
would enhance the price* here to the l'lanten. This per
»on doe* not teem to know that the great market for cot
ton goods i* England.

the sagacious industry of the East, that it is for its benefitthat the South and West should be impoverished ? or,
on the contrary, that the prosperity of the South and West
will not be reflected upon itself in a two-fold ratio I The
pretended advocate ef the manufacturing interests, states
that the duty upon cotton is " too low" in England. It is
now7perccnt. If reduced one half, or 3& per cent, it
would, on the average crop of $40,000,000, give $1,500,000
additional toSouthern planters to expend in domestic goods
.because the price ofthe raw material would rise under
the increased demand for consumption. The welfare of
the growers of rice, tobacco, and Indian corn is identical
with that of the Eastern manufacturers, whose goods they
buy according to their means, and with the shipping interests,who nrn their customers for produce as well as their
carriers. Every industrial employment profits by the
prosperity of all others. John Jacob Astor would never

have acquired his enormous wealth in a poor country..
It was only by the rapid growth of general wealth that
his individual fortune swelled in amount. The speculative
Interest, such as that represented by the Courier and En.
quirer, is alone antagonist to the general welfare,because
its object is to take wealth by means of paper schemes,
lrom the many, and concentrate in thehands of stock jobbers,bankersand bankrupts,and to aggrandise a lew desperatepoli'icians. Short lived umbition ofthe "rule or ruin"
school, and pecuniary interests of the gambling "neck
or nothing" principle, are interests represented by the
Courier.
