Since our last we have made o carelul review of
the works exhibited, and find that there i< still mugh
demanding our notice, and we shall theretore con-
tinue our remarks at some length. W tale this op-
portunity of nssuring thoese inquisitive personages
who have been 8o busily speculating as to who may
or may net be the author of these criticisms, that
their curiosity is as futile as it is unnecessary. Suf-
fice it that they were commenced, and will be car-
ried through, with a determination to advance, as
far ms possible, the interests of the art which they
discuss, by careful investigation and an honest and
fearless expression of opinion. We had hoped to
have received assistance in our labors thggugh the
notices ol some of our cotemporaries; but we find
the lew that have appeared, made vp, for the most
part, if not entirely, of the same (arrago of stereo
typed cant which has hitherto distinguished news-
paper eriticism on art ; equally extravagant in their
praise and censure. They do not condescend to
assign any reason for the sentiments so oracularly
pronounced. Such a picture is declared to be good—
and such a one bad ; another splendid, and the rest
execrable; but for any clue to the causes which
induced such conelusions, we look in vain. Now,
we ghould be glad to learn of what possible utility
such eriticism can be—how it ean either enlighten
the public or imprave the artist T 1t ean do neither.
The eflect is_directly opposite to that produced by
just and legitimate criticism. The sensible painter
whao is thus applauded, derives no satisfaction in
the laudation, and he who is condemned lnughs at
what he esteems an impotent ebullition of ignorance
or malice. The conductors of journals who permit
their columns to be disgraoeci by these senseless
tirades, haive much to answer for. They oppose
siumbling-blocks 1o the onward march of taste and
genius in the cnqmrg which have, heaven knows,
enough of unavoidable obstacles in their way., We
have genins for art among us—high, pure, vigorous,
and original genius; but it has not yet attained ita
full stature—it is the infant Hercules, Let us, then,
by every means we can command, foster its grow-
ingstrength, and sustain the generous and quick pul-
sations of its mighty heart—lew artists need but
this. They are surrounded by loity and glorious
sources ol inspiration. They find this in the ex-
haustless stores of grandeur and loveliness which
Neture has lavished upon this western world. Nor
need they seek in foreign history themes for the
epic pencil.  Troe, they have not here the shadowy
and dreamy poetry that clings about antiquity—
the mysterious sublimities of tradition; but, then,
they have the glory of the present. Let the Euro-
pean bagk him in the sunshine of his own ideal—
revel in classte story—etill gaze *“*on mined fane
and fallen architrave”—they are beautiful inspira-
tions, But let the sonof the new world ereet, for
beauty and sablimity, new altars; let him turn
from Greek and Roman story, and conceive the
grandeur ol a kingdom wrested from the woods—
where civilization is moving with the stride of a
giant onward, and the axe is farever ringing with a
restlessness that is sublime.

But we fear we may already have trespassed too
far upon eur readers’ patience in this digression—
we return, therefore, to onr direct subject.

No. 2 Moonlight—Scene in Scotland.—A young
lady.—We ure loth to criticise the effort of a lady
when we cannot approve it—bul we are constrained
to say that the fair author of this performance hus
been ill-advised in publicly exhibiting it Wehail
with pleasure any evidence of diposition on the
part of ladies to cultivate a taste for and practice
art; but we wonld respectfully suggest the propriety
ol confining the exhibition of their early eflors to
a private eirele, where they are certain to command
adegree ol admiration. 'We commend the young
lady, it she wish to beeome a landecape painter, to
a careful study of Nuture. She will then discover
that shadows'are not naturally of an indigo hue—
and that the color of foliage cannot be well imita-
ted with chrome and Prussian blue.
