This place, beautifully situated near the mouth

of Rock River, on the banks of the Mississippi,
and about 300 miles above rit. Louis, u the scene

nf Black llawk's career, and that of his forefathers.
Here they passed their summers a d autumns, in
tilling, fishing and hunting; and their wiunrs were
whiled uwav utnonir the hull.do regions in a milder
latitude. Their corn-hills and graves are still visible

on the bank* and bluffs of Rook River, and
some remains ol their wig-wainaund huts yet identifytheir favorite haunts. They were, however,
driven out ot this lovely spot, and destroyed ! Tneir
dwellings were desolated and mostly devoured by
the Haines of their enemies; but the hills and rallies.therich bottoms and f rtile plains. which,but
