They have ceased discounting on stocks, and must soon
commence contracting very rapidly to reduce their loans
to' ar.y average amount, to prevent a very general explosion,by a sudden contraction later in the quarter.

Koi< ign and domestic exchanges remain without alteration.The high rates that have so long ruled for ster
liugbi'S, -r« still sustained, and judging from the movementsin the cottoii market, we should think they would
advance s'ill further instead of declining. Specie has
llready gone forward, but not to any very great extent
