Governsent aNp THE Reear.—The Cork Re-
porter states that ithas received infornation, from
sources upon which it places lull reliance, that “a
bill, to be preceded by a messuge from the Crown,
will very soon—perhaps in the course of a few
nights—be brought in Ly Sir 11, Peel, which will
huve lor its object the suppression of the ussocia-
tion. Alter copsultation, it was found that no ex-
isting law conld reach it, and though it may be put
down by proclamation, Sir R. Peel will rather re-
sort to Parliament, which he can assuredly count
upon 1o pass any measure of coercion for TIreland,
than take the odium upon himself of acting wit
iy rigor beyond the law.” We do not pretend to
know what the provisions are or will be of the
coming .easure; but we are given to under-
stand, by our informants, that they will
be of & most sinngent and severe charao-
ter. The grest d.flicully in Fframi ity
are told, has been, betore what tribunal prosecu-
tions would be bruu?hl; for, in the present temnper
of the 1imes, that of juries would, if possible, be
avoided; bul as to do so_would br too greata
sketch, & power, it is said, will be given to the
Crown of changing the venue to whatéver place it
may choose—the penalty, in case ol a conviction,
to be transportation for atterupting the severance
of the Union.

The Late State Trials,

A mesting of inhabitants of the Borough was
held yesterday at the Town-hall, for the purpose of
protesting againgt the course pursued by the govern-
ment tuwarﬁs Mr. O’Coanell aud his tellow prison-
ers in the cuse of the late State trials, und also to
memoriulize her Mujesty, praying that she may be
gramiously pleased 1o _r;_ra!lvr their liberation from
prison, The High Bailitf, upon taking the chair,
rend the requisition convening the meeting ; also a
letter from Mr. Benjamin Wood, the representative
from the Borough, expressing his concurrence in
the object of the meeting, snd his regret thatsevere
iliness prevented his attendance at the meeting.—
Mr. Boxer proposed the first resolution, which was
to the effect, that the mee-.nna deeply deplored the
present state of Ireland, and expressed its sirong
disapprobation ol the d of the government
as regarded the proceedings against Mr. O’Connell
and his fellow prisoners, for exercising their rights
as free eitizens. Mr. Beacon moved the next reso-
lution, expressive of deep sympathy with Mr, O'
Conaell, and the other prisoners, observing that,
knowing they were unjustly imprisoned, the meet-
ing would use every exertion to restore them to lib-
erty and protect them in the exercise of the rights
of free discussion, und also to redress the grievao-
ces of Irelund. On the motion of Mr. Stephens,
secunded by Mr. Knight, & memorial to the Queen
was adoptad, calling attention to the present state
of Irelund, and praying that the people of that cotin-
try may be placed upon the same footing as those
of Eogland, and that her Majesiy would adopt such
measures a8 would tend to tranquilize that country.
1t also prayed that her Majesty would order the 1m-
medinte release of Mr. O'Connell and the other
State prisoners. A resoluiion was proposed and
earried, that the meworial should he sigaed by the
thigi Bahtl, on behalf of the meeting — on
Globe, June 21.

Whilst, however, we are thus happily enabled
to dispel the fears which had been excited by the
reports of a fresh outbreak in our sister city, it is
useless to coneeal the fuct, that the popular feeling
in Philadelphia is at present in a inost excited
state, and that the slightest spark may at any
moment wrapthe community in flames.

The
seeds sown by Bishop Hughes are only in the
vlade. Oaly by the exercise—the timely exercise
of the greatest wisdom on the part of the trus an
intelligent patriot, can that portentous growth be
nipped in the bud. Hence the propriety, nay, the
duty of keeping the public mind awake to the true
merits of the case, and the real causes of its present
threatening aspect.

And such,alas! has been very frequently the cha-
racter of Catholicity, Such has been the position
into which it has been forced in this country by
Bishep Hughes. It wasthe attempt touse the Catho-
lic Church as a great controlling political agency
which awakened, and very naturally awakened,
and happily awakened, alarm in the minds of citi-
zens of an adverse faith, and led to that powerful
and excited manifestation of opposing feeling,
which can never Le restrained within proper limits.

remove—the anomalies in the orthography of ou
language.

Again, there is nothing new in the principle of
the vaunted phonographic system. The object to
be attained and the principle of the system are iden
tical with stenography—practised every day b
English reporters for the public press, and those fo!
the Herald; and surely, when the perfection i
which this art is brovght is borne in mind, on
should be disposed to think that Mr. P. could
hardly improve it. There is no use in quarreliing
about words ; the thing signified by the words pho
nography and stenography are identical, and tha
thing is a system of writing, which, by the use o
a barely sufficient number of characters to expres
the articulate sounds of the human voice—and if

the choice of them being governed by & regara fo
simplicity and facility in their formation, uniteq
with brevity and dispateh in their use, and explicit
ness in their application.

We have seen Mr. P.’s system of phonography,
but we are eonvinced that it isnot only not superio
to other systems of abbreviated wriling, one
which we can teach him, but that it is far behing
them. Writing from sound is essentially mechani
cal and practical. A volume of theory on the subj
ject is not worth a straw. Now, that Mr. P. ma
e clever at the last, we do not deny ; but we nd
Jess broadly nssert that his system is not availabl
for practicnl use ; that it is cumbrous, needlees
diffuse, and complex, and for that very reason use
less, asfwas proved at one of his lectures in Liver
pool last winter, when a shrewd gentleman usked
him if he could take down n paesage which h
would read from a book, wifich he attempted ¢

do and failed.
The only merit that Pittman’s system possesse
