In the midst of riot, insurrection, murder Hnd

political excitement iu certain dt-wased localities of
the Repub ir, this country is full of all the elements
of humanity,morality,virtu", philosophy, cant, hum¬
bug, grept prosjierity and tremendous power.nor
did any nation make everso rapid a progress, as this
land is doing at this very moment.
This very prosperity among all classes, probably

accounts lor the singular apathy thut prevails
among the. people on political subjects. During an
experience of nearly a quarter of a century, we
have never knofl-n a greater coolness in regard to
the election of the next Presidrtit, as at present ex¬
ists. The best evidence of tins is furnished by the
late result of the local election in Louis-
tana, which, most unexpectedly to all, has,
on the eve of the Presidential contest,Resulted very
auspiciou-ly to Clay and the whigs, and very ad¬
verse to Polk and Texas. By this event we see
that the Texas annexation question, in its own
peculiar locality, has had no effect wnatever against
Mr. Clay's chances.but rather the contrary. The
old issues seem to operate yet, most strongly, on
the old parties.and the prospect is thus far in favor
of Ciiiy and his measures.

Yet it would, perhaps, be too hazardous to say
that Mr. Clay will positively be elected. The
great masses are not waked up.nor will they be
till the heats of the summer are over. We do ne t
believe, however, that the country can be so ex¬
cited in 1S44 as it was in 1840 The times
are too prosperous for that. In the meantime, we

may set it down as certain that the Texas fever
has very much abated.to be revived, however,
next year.and ihat the peaceful relations of the
country cannot be touched or interrupted for aotn<
time to come.

Tut Philadelphia Riots .We coriti-aue in tlii-
day's pip« r the report of ihe very interesting inve*
ligation in progre.s now resuming tj,e orisin of the
lit rtoU. It would appear that a great deal of the
disturbance is to. oe attributed to the improper con¬
duct of of the local authorities, and in thi-
respec1. the riots in Philadelphia resemble those in
Pati-, which occurred in the various sections, and
were s unulated by the small officials, and even¬
tually put down only by the cannon of Napoleon.
Sou'hwatk, Meyamensing and Kenr-ington, are

faubiur/rt ui Philhd Ipnia, each governed by it-
own local authorities, whilst the city proper i
composed ol only a lew of the principal streets run-
ni g Iroin the Schuylkill to the Delaware. This
splitting up of the city into sections has had a nion
dtngerous effect, and produced such quarrelling
with respect to the limits of tbe jurisdiction
of the several municipalities, as has repeat¬
edly in'erferred wih the adiTiinisiration ol
justice and the pieservation of the public peace .
The whole city should at once be placed under a
new and well organized system of government..
The conduct of some of the sectional authorities-
has hsen.mosi di-gracefai, and unless measures be
adopted to prevent the recurrence of such behavior,there can be no end put to riots.
A areat many country" merchants and traders,

who were accustomed to do business in Philadel
phia, are coming to this cry tor that purpose. Thi?
will perhaps have considerable effect in inducing
the Philadelphia mercantile community to cxeri
themselves in obtaining a new and efficient city
government.

Religion and Politics .A good deal of talk
has been occasioned of the political tirade delivered
last Sunday in the churcli of the Messiah before th»
"Boston Tigers," by the Rev. Mr. Lathrop. So
far as we have heard, it has been condemned in
the strongest manner. It was indeed a very glarii g
specimen of clerical bad taste and impertinence,
however well it might have seemed for a political
speech at a political gaihering in Military Hall.
Mi. Lathrop is a clerical gentleman, from Boston,
and probably was not quite aware of the improprie¬
ty of his conduct, lor many of the eminently philo¬
sophical clergymen of that wise city are not particu-
larly.squeannsh about their introduction ol extran¬
eous matter into the pulpit orations However,
Mr La'hrnp has, to say the least of it, certainly
acted with great indiscretion, in mixing up, at this
particular crisis, religion and politics, and dese¬
crating the temple of prayer by the introduction of
politics' declamation. He has, in fact, been guiltyof the same fatal error as Bishop Hughes, and, in¬
deed, we do not know but the Bishop has been, in
some respect*, the lesser cm.-i'-' of the two, for he
did not desecrate the house ol iod when he under¬
took to spout politics.

It is much to be regretted that a man possessed ot
the intelligence and highcliarncier of Mr. Laihroishould sutler himself to be ru misguided by his po¬
litical feelings or prejudices.ss t, torget the dignityand solemnity of Ins position a. a minister of reli¬
gion.

Posltloa and Prospoets of the American Re¬
publican Party.

We hear the inquiry made on every hand, what
effect will all those recent events in Philadelphia
have upon the position and prospects of the Ameri¬
can Republican party, or the new party lately start¬
ed in this city 1

It is very difficult to reply to this at present. We
must wait lor a little more insight into their move¬

ments here and elsewhere. .Some suppose',that the
disastrous occurrences tn Philadelphia will be the
means of destroying the existence of the Ameri¬
can Hepublicans as a party. We do not think ho
We rather think that those events are calculated
only to give to that party a greater degree of noto¬
riety all over the'eouutry, uud u increase its affilia¬
tions, and nerhaps its numbers.
This new party, like every other lvhich has had

its origiu in narrow,local,sectional, or prescriptive
views, must run its appointed course, like the cater¬
pillar s-icking to a gooseberry bush. We have had
the antj m .sonic party, which was started on very
narrow and proscriptive principles by I'hurlow
Weed and his associates of the West. That party
made tome progress lor a lew years, rau its course,
and went to |>erdition. The Mormons are a sort oi
political party, nutted up with religious objects and
belief, now on their mid career, and will run on to
their end. The Irish influence also as a separate and
distinct political association, w.nch w,is organized
by Bishop Hughes, has had its day, an.i a very
brief one it has been. The American Republican
party started out of opposition to this Irish influence,
and in consequence of the strong feeling of disgust
which had been created by the bad conduct of
both he old parlies,*it,reached power last a, ring by
an overwhelming majority. But if its pledges ate
not fulfi led with regard to city reform, its candle
will burn out very rapidly, and leave not even a

grease spot in the socket.
The Piitladelphia riots may, indeed, give such an

ephemereal excitement as will tend to bring thL
new party to the culmin tting point, from whence,
like the other proscriptive and sectional organisa¬
tions we have noticed, its descent to oblivion wtl'
be accordingto the usual laws ofgravitation.

In the next election in this city, it is probable
that the natives and the whiga will unite, nomi¬
nating as Members of Congress those only who are
in favor ol a repeal of the naturalization laws.
IIow this may affect the relative chances of Clay
and Polk, it is difficult to tell precisely. But«at pre¬
sent the aymptoins indicate that the democrats will
lose Members of Congress and Assembly, even in
the City of New York.
Thk Murder at Hoboken..The investigation

relative to the murder of the German Meckie, was
continued at Jersey city yesterday morning, before
Coroner Brnson, assisted by District Attorney
Hardknburo. The young Herman, named Mengee,
who was arrested on Saturday as an accomplice to
the murder, was also present, accompanied by his
counsel, E. V. R. Wright, Esq. Several witnesses
were called to substantiate facts published by us on
Sunday morning, and the only additional testimony
ol importance, tending to implicate the accused,
was given by Mr. Henry Relyea, of this city, who
stated that he was hunting near Hoboken in the vi¬
cinity ol the scene of the murder on Friday after.
noon, when he saw the accused about half past
five ot six o'clock, walking on the high ground
above where the murder was committed. He ap¬
proached him very close, and therefore feels satis¬
fied that the accused is the same person he saw.
This fact, with the recognition of Mr. Stout, who
heard the report ol the pistol on Friday afternoon,
appears to trace the guilt to the accused in a very
positive manner.
The examination will be resumed to-morrow af¬

ternoon at 2 o'clock, when farther developments
will probably be made.

Canada..No approach has been yet made to
the formation of a properly organized administra¬
tion by the Governor; but tumors are rife, and
anxiety great on the subject. The liberal party
arc still declaring their decided hostility against
the public aflitrs being carried on in the absence
ol advisers, responsible and sufficient. A ditinei
given to a Mr. Barthe by his constituents, in the
Parish of Lt Bine, is alleged by the iriends oi th>
Governor to be an evidence of popular opinion and
bis favor among the French Canadians, and as

strongly denied by the opposite party.
There still continues to be marked indications of

the grow th of party feeling aHd religious animosity
in Canada. On Monday last a serious riot was
near occurring in Moutreal, on the occasion ©I
laying the foundation stone of a new church, at
which the presence of the Governor was expected.
A'i attempt whs made to parade orange lilies and
fl igs, at which the Catholics took offence. A
scuffle ensued, and part ol the scaffolding giving
way, a lady had her leg broken, and several others
more or less injured. In addition to this, a rumor
his just reached us, that a desperate affray took
place on the 12th of July, at Drummondsville, C.
W The report states, that a great concourse of
Orangemen had met there, intending to hang the
effigy of O'Connell; upon learning which, the Ca-
tholic Irish from the Welland Canal became in-
censed, arnted themselves, and went to the scene j
of the Orange celebration.giving out that they
were going to thoot at a mark Nothing certain
lias yet been learned about the matter; but every
thing considered, it appears probable that a riot
has occurred.
The tjynod of Canada, now in session at Kings¬

ton, has given indication that a disruption of that
body is very likely to take place. A proposition
was submitted for an entire separation from the
Church of Scotland, and negatived by 56 to 16 ;
hut the minority are said to be sustained by the
great muss of the laity, and will doubtless take a

decided stand, and make it the subject of future
Hgitation. It is very I k-ly a new element of dis¬
cord may arise out of this question, and that ano¬
ther difference of opinion between the Imperial
and Colonial Legislatures on endowments will ob¬
tain, which may make the breach between them
still wider than it is.

Postmaster or Albany .Sometime ago our

Albany correspondent made some statements in
regard to Mr. Waason, tae postmaster of Albany,
which we lave reason to believe were entirely in¬
correct. Our correspondent represented Mr. Was-
»otl as attending a political meeting, and offeting
some resolutions. Now we leurn from the best
authority that Mr. Wasson never attended any
such political meeting, and confines himself en¬

tirely to the discharge of his public duties. Our
.orrespondent was entirely misinformed and did not,
we trust, intentionally make the statement which
we now contradict. We make this statement in

pistiee to Mr. Whssoh, whom we have known for
many years,and who has uniformly conducted him-
¦telf with a degree of integrity, fidelity and propriety
which rnanv other public functionaries would do
well to imitate.

aentstions we had made of him to the President. By pre
venting his removal, and w « were then in a position to
prevent it we have been instrumental in saving at least a
million and a half of dollars, of which the customs would
have haen relieved in that tun-, and sparing the I resident
the oain of indignant denunciations (rain all quarters o|the Union. For this they detetminedto punish us. and
through Spencer succeeded to the u'moat of their
hv taking the presa out of our hands, dividing and DreaR-
ingdown our (riends.disbanding 'he organ I* atIons and ar¬

rangements under which John Tyler was gradually and
honorably placing himself in an auspicious and honorable
po-itlon. and turning the whole power and battery of the
administration Mgainst ue. This banditti boast that hiving
the organ under their direction they will now control the
entire movements ot the administration, and appointments
in the Custom House, until March n»*t, If the statements
now preparing of thrir entire operations, which will be
laid hi-fote Congress at an early peth-d oMhe neat session
do not -pen the eyes of the Preaident to their real charac-
ter As to Mr. Spencer, we vouhi not even hy Insinuation,
implicate him In the moneyed operations snd plots of his
friends. Spencer though essilv deluded, and always in
the power .( wretched associates, and having a poor
knowledge of mankind, haa the merit of personal integri¬
ty He is not avaricious.he knows the value of money,
hut would not sacriAce reputation in any improper efforts
to ohtain it.
We believe the old Major states pre'.'.y nearly

the truth, though we don't givq nim all the credit
for saving so much money to the country, as he
takes to himself. The allusions in this ex¬
tract will be understood, and will have some effect
at thia time when the Tyler party are makingsuch
prodigious efforts to get the whole of the spoils of
the Custom House. In this plot.for the same old
plot is carried on.the active men are those known
as the "Post office cliqut" who formerly ate as

far as possible into the bowels of ihe North Ameri¬
can Trust and Banking Company, and the Com¬
mercial Bank. But the excellent Collector, Go¬
vernor Van Ness, will be an effectual counter¬
check to the operations of these worthies, who are
now so busy discovering their attachment to the
Captain by going recklessly for his re-election.

Atlantic Steam Ship*.
It is very probable, from what we can learn, thai

Captain Hosken will return to England in the
Great Western without having met with the success
in organizing a line of ocean steamers which ht-
and others anticipated.

It appears that this popular officer has visited this
country for the purpose or feeling the pulse ol the
public and to obtain the aid of our government in
establishing a line of mail steam ships like those
now running to Boston. It was his plan to have
four steamers to run between New York and Liver¬
pool to car.y the American mails. Two of these
steamers were to he the Great Western and Great
Britain, and two new and powerful ones were to be
immediately constructed, either in England or this
country.but probably in England. Not having re-
ceived the slightest encouragement from our gov¬
ernment, as it is said, Captain Hosken has, w<

believe, gone to Canada to see what can be don<
there. Whether or not he will succeed with the
Provincials.it is of course a matter of doubt. If the
railroad between Boston and Montreal be carrier!
through, the Canadian capitalists will be some¬

what divided in their movements relative to theii
intercourse with England. There is room enough,
however, for half a dozen routes, and Captain
Hosken may, therefore, receive some encourage¬
ment. Whether he meets with any success or not
in Canada, he will probably return home next

Saturday with his plan in his breeches pocket.
And thus his mission ends.
Let us hope, however, that neither his nor the

efforts of any other man in this business will stop
here. It is very natural to suppose that the present
administration would throw cold water on any en¬

terprise like the one we have mentioned, for the
reason that the steam ships were to be controlled
by a British company. Any administration would
very likely have done the same. If a line of mad
packets are to be started into existence with
the sanction of the American government, the Raid
line ought to.becontrolled,if not owned, by Ameri¬
cans. We would like to see four or five steamers
like the Western running from England to New
York, and we don't care who manages or owi s

them, provided our government his nothing to do
with them; but the moment this government lends
itsuidinHny shape to them, then the American
fl >g must float at their peaks, and American officers
walk their quarter decks. We are in hopes that in
a tew short years we shall see this. We want ail

ocean mailiine wholly American. We want a line
to form a school for our young officers and seamen.
We want one for the bent fit ol the commercial
community, and we must have one.
