riots and the mode of preventing their recurrenco,

is beginniog to exhibit a d and healthy ¢ ondi-
tion. The violeu! excitement of the moment,

which had for the time, blinded ¢ven many of the
wise -and guod, has subsided, and sober reflection
ia producing its salutary results, A most impres-
sive lesson, has indeed, been taught the friends of
peace and order by these sad events, and in the
evidences which we now see on all hauds of re-
turaing common sense, and practicai wisdom, we
find mach to soften the painful impressions pro-
daced by the disgraceful outbreaks, which for &
brief period threatened the advent of wide gpread
anarchy and disorder. Ml

One of the most interesting and curious opinions
which we have seen expressed by the party press
on this gsubject, is that of the Globe. It ascribesto
the old spirit in Pennsylvania, which sought, at a
not very temote day, to compel by mob violence,
complianee withthe demand of a corrupt moneyed
corporation, the creation of that disregard of law
and order which burst forih in all the fury of a
blond-thirsty populace in the late riots. And the
Globe is not altogether wrong in this opinion. We
have indeed ourselves not many days since insisted,
that to the diseased state of public sentiment in
Penosylvania, praduced by the demoraliziog con-
duct of the legislature, is to be traced the origin, in
a great measwre, of these riols. An anonymous
writer in the Philade/phia Guzette,in a longarticle,
characterized by grear good sense, and menly spirit,
mukes som» excellent remarks on this puni—the
necessity of the infusion of eorreet moral principle
1to publie opinion, in order to maintain the supre-
maey of the laws—and which we regard as eimi-
pently worthy of anention.  He says:i—

Sectionar. Dey Dock.—The Mexican steamer
Gaudaloupe, was on Thursday lowered from this
admirable dock in about twenty minutes; and the
Montezuma, a much larger class vessel, weighing
1600 tons, wae then pl.ced over the dock, and
raised in sbout two snd a half hours, with as much
ease and safety as the smallest class vessel could
nave been.

We understand that strenuous efforts were
made by certain officers of the pavy that
we could name, and others, to indvce the
Mexican Commodore to go to the Charles-
ton stone dock, for the purpose of getting dock-
«d, by representing thut the vessel would pro-
hubly be injured if placed upon the sectional dock ;
but upun the assurance of our experienced ship
tnilders, Megsrs, Bell & Brown, and others, that
the dock was perfeetly safe, and that no injuy
could oceur to any ship placed upon it, he was in-
dueed to remain and repuir in this harbor, thus
securing to our mechanics and eiuzens the benefit
of the large amount of outlay for their repairs,
which had it not been for this dock would have
gone to Boston.

No other motive but jealousy of the growing
reputation of this dock, could have induced this
advice, and the base attempt 1o injure this merito-
rious dock, should and will be frowned uponby the
community.

It ia presumed that no one will now have the
hardihood to assert, that a safer or more conve-
nient dock, could be found in this or any other
country, for the repair of these steamers.

Dresdful Blatc of Afairs in Canads,
We have teceived by yesterday’s mail advices
from Toronto of the 17th jnstant.

According 1o these advices the prineipal eities of
Cauada, ulthongh filled with British troopsalways
on duty, are the scenes of riota and tumuliuons
mobs,

Itis here observed that law is set at defiance by
the provineials,

{From Toronte Exminer, July 17.)

On the 12th instant our city was disgraced with
one of those foolish exhibitions of purty*hosulity
—an Orange Procession, with musie banners,
parading ouunnmfal sireets in opcn day, directly
in the teeth of the law of last session concerning
“ Party Processions.” We are pleased to have to
record, in connection with this, that some of the
magistrates of the City, particularly Alderman Gur-
nett, manilested a bunumlng deteinnination 1o se-
cure respect for the law, and to bring its violators
to justice. We are informed that the Proclama-
tion required by the act was read, but being disre-

rded, an effort was made to arrest some of the
eaders, ouring which Alderman G. and others of
the magistrates were aseaulted and **shamefully
handlvd.”™ With the aid ot the constabulary force,
however, from twelve to eighteen of the party
were arrested and lodged in Enul, some of
whom were subsequently bailed out by Mr.
Alderman Boulton, and on their "heing
brought up next day for examination, we
are told so many of their Orange friends
attended the Police Court, and threats having been
held out of personal violrnce to the sitting magis-
trates, the Court was overawed.'and the prisoners

to be remanded to giol, up'il arrangements
should be made to guard the awthorities'in the ex-
ercise of their duties  The subsequent examina-
tions resulted in the binding over of about 14 or 15
persons 1o take their trial at the next assizes.

Angther Orange demonstration took place on the
same dur, under different circumetances, and which
had well nigh resulied in a bloody tragedy, A
large party, numbering we are told wbout 400 per-
sonz, male and female, proceeded across the luk-
in the morning on_ board the steamer “Admiral,”
on u trip to the Fulls of Nisgara, accompanied we
are informed by a considershle number if not the
whole ol the temperance bind with their Ma-
sien]l instruments ; a circumstance which every
consistent member of the Temperance Sveiety can-
not but regard w8 m seeming compromise of prin-
eiple, and a perversion of e ohjeet lor which it
was established, The Temperunce Heformation
aims to unite all parties in one common cause:
this identification of one of its instrumentalities
with a pnrlr, must prove injurious. Unlees this
act be disallowed by 118 leaders, and a publ e reso-
lution be mude to prevent its recurrence, the misno-
mer of “the Temperance Band" should be chang-
ed for another of an sppropriate character. The
intention of the Orangemen had for some time pre-
viously bvrnJ\pbllcly announced, and a dinner had
been engaged in ope of the hotels at the Fulls, on
the British side. It was genel‘ull{ known that s
short time ago some thousands ol laborers, at the
Welland eanal, had etruck for an advance et’wngu
and were then unemployed. Rumors were abroa
that trouble might be ¢ xpected, and the Oran
party determined to prepsre themselves for the
worsl; nnd,we are informed, went with sbundance
of weapons of defence. Indeed, throughout the
nizht previous, the inhabitants of this city were
greatly disturbed by the noise of parties, apparent-
ly arriving irom the country, and by frequent die
charges of firearms, The morning wus very fa-
vorable for the excursion, and the day might "have
been &ﬁcnl delightlully, but_for the fierce passions
of the human bren.sr,wf'uch have of late been roused
on one side by the countenance given by our
Colonial Government to Orangeism, on the oue
hand; and the galling remembrance of the wan-
ton insults heaped upon the Catholics, by Orange
processions, on the other. On arriving at Queens-
ton, where parties leave the steamer, and take the
railroad, the passengers learned that a large body
of the Gatholic luborers had come to the Falls,
from St. Catharines and as far west as Brantford,
and were scattered in the woods nll along the line
of the route from Queenston. We are informed,
that advice wus ﬁwen, that if they (ibe Orange
party) determined to go forward, their safety lay
in léaving ail their Orange badges, instruments ol
music, and all offensive weapons behind them,
utherwise a collision wonld 1ake place, and much
blood would be shed, This advice was happi]?r
followed ; for, on reachmr the terminus of the rail-
road, about 1,500 Cutholic laborers, armed with
deadly weaponsol varicuskinds, metthem,and there
were perhaps as many scuttered through the woods,
who 1t is eaid, would have cut every one of the
party down, had there been the slightest manifes-
ration of Orangeism. Some of the party remained
ut Queenston; others ¢rogsed and went up cn the
Americun side, some hastily crossed below the
alis, und retarned vin Lewiston; and w part of
those who were goirg from Queeaston did nut go
on to the Falls, but returned, with ali haste on toot,
tu that village. Huppily no violence of any mo-
ment was done on either side, but one of the plea-
aure (1) party declured, that hie had passed through
many scenes of danger, and had heen in many en-
gagements, but never, uatil that day, had death ap-
peared to him under so tenific an aspect.

The Fourth of July was duly honored at Galves
ton by a celebration.

The Jeanette Maria had arrived at Galveston
with forty-five emigrants, They belonged to M.
Castro’s colonists, and are on their way 1o the
neighborhood of San Antonio. M. Castro himself
went on in the New York on her last trip.

The most interestivg intelligence by this arrival
ia the account of n desperate aetion recently fought
near the Pinto Trace, in which the daring Colonel
Hays, with only lourteen men, defeated a body of
Camanches, Wacoes andiMexicans, numbering over
75. We give the following account of this unequul
hut bloody fight, which we copy from a letter in the
Houston Star: h

_* Hays, with hissmall but daring band, bad been
high up on the Pierdenalis to ascertain whether
there was any encampment of Indians in that sec-
tion, and was returaing afier an unsuccesstul senrch,
when being encamped about four miles east of the
Pinto 'Trace, at a point nearly equi-distant frem
Bexar, Gonzalesand Auetin, the guard stationed
11 his rear to wateh eut on histrail,discovered abour
ten Indians following it, and immediately repcried
:he fuctlo Hays. They were seen sbout the game
time by the lndians, who fell back into some brush
with scatteriog timber intrrmixed. The Texans
sadilled up and advanced towards this place of con-
cenlment, wuen three or four Indiuns made their
appearance, and a8 il for the firet time perceiviog
the white men, fled with great precipilation and
ipparent alarm. Hays, however, was too old an
“1*:diau fighter” to ‘be caught by such treps, and
mude ro eftort at pursuit _ As soon as the Indians
saw this stratagem was of no avail, they came out
of the timber, and displayed their whole force in
line, some 75 in number. Greatly superior as was
their force, Hays st once determined to atteck
them. His men were highly disciplined, of tried
couruge, their horses well broke, and the average
number of shots to each man, abeut eight. The
face of the country in that section 18 broken and
rocky, with agrowth ot serubby live oaks and black
jacks, wita sn undergrowth of brush. A short dis-
taace in the rear of the lodians, was a sieep hill,
{rom the summit of which stretched a prairie plain,
18 sides rocky and covered with brushwood.  The
Texans advanced nluwl{l. the Indians fulling back
antil they crowned the hill, where they dismount-
ed, formed in line, and secure in the strength of
their position, calied to Hays, as _he approached,
* Charge, charge!” When the Texans reached
the foot of the hill, from the nature of the ground
they were concen‘ed from the view of the In-
diang. At that peint Hays wheeled his little
pand at full speed some two or three hundred yards
around the base of the hill, ascended it at the same
place, gained the level ground above, and made his
ippearance at{ull charge onthe flank of thelndians,

n the direction in which they litt e expected to ser
him. They at once leaped upon their horses, and
netore they were well prepared to receive him he
was in theirmidst. The Iodian line gave way wheu

he shock of the charge struck it, but wheeling on
vach flank they charged the Texans with wild yells,
secure of their prey, sinee on hurseback they derm
themselves invineible. But never before had they

encountered any thing like discipline. Back 1o

ack the Texans received them, and the close ano

leadly fice of their pistole and yaugers emgtied
many a saddle. Thus, hund to hand, the fight lust-

»d some filteen minates, the Indians using 1heir
spears_and arrows, and the Texanstheir * repeat-
g pistols, Scarcely u manof the litnttle band that
wus not grazed oy spear or arrow; their gun stocks,
knile handles nnd saddles perforated in many pluces.
Waullier and Gillegpie, two of Hays' band, were
speared through and through, and several were
wonnded Tt waston hot to last. The Indians feil
hack, closely pressed by the whites. Again and

wgnin were they rallied by their Chief, whuse voice,

ter the first onset, was alone heard, directing their
movements, only sghin to be rquteJ, losing 1n each
well contested conflict, some of their bravest war-
riors. The pursuit had now been pressed for near-

\ytweo miles. The Texans had loaded their arms
in detail, some halting for that purpose, whilst the
others hing on the reur of the enemy. The Indians
had made their last rally, reduced in number to a-
hout thiny five, were driven back with great loss,
when the voice of their Chief ugein rose high, ex-

orting them to turn onee more, whilst he dashed
nachwards and forwards amongst his men, to bring

hem back 1o the eharge. The Texans had ex-
rausted pearly all their shots, Hays ealled out to
wnow which ot the men had a londed gun. Gill. spie
rotde forward and answered that he was charged—

“Dismount and shoot the chief,” was the order.—
Atthe distance of 80 steps the ball did its office.—

Madly dashing a few yards, the gallant Indian fell

o rise no more, and 1n wild afinght at the loss o
their leader, the orhers scattered in every direction
in the brushwood.”

Thus ended a batile, which is almast without a
parallel in border warfare. 1t was a **fair s'and
ap fight,” and the Indians never evinced grea‘er
hravery. Twenty-three of them were counted
dead upon the field, and as many more are known
t0 have been wounded, many of them mortally.
No shot was fired nta distance of more than ei K:
or ten steps with the exception of the laat, a fact
which shows the desperation of the confliet. Of
Ool. Hays" men, Peter Fox was shot through the
nead and died on the spot, R. A. Gullespre and
Hamuel Walker were dangerously wounded with
innces, the lnlter supposed to be mortally. He was
one of the Mier prisoners who escaped lust year
from Tucubaya, near Mexico. Cil. Hays was a1
