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Revival of Business and Everything
Prospects of the Country.

Every person must admit that the country, in all
the elements of prosperity, intelligence, and mo-
rals, notwithstanding an occasiounal outbreak, is
going fuster forward than ever it did atany former
period of its history.

and Interesting Extracts from Late

acid, ncquires deep interest. On Monduy the iu-
quest was resumed hefore Mr, B.ker, the Coroner,
at Stepney. We may remind our readers thar Mr
Belaney and his wile arrived in Lovdon on Tues-
dav, the 4th iost., and took lodgings at Btepney,
where they appeared to live on most affectionate
terma. The lady is described as having been very
handsome On Sutur:lag murmnr, the Sth, Mr
Belaney called the landludy of the lodgings, in grea:
apparent alarm, to hig wi e's nesistance and 10w
few minutes afterwarde she died in the I'm_:dludy'.
arms, the prisoner at the sume time obaerving that
her mother had died of a similar attack about nine
months belore. A post morfem examination was
held upon the body; und at the inquest which ai-
terwards took place 1t wus proved thut Mr. Belaney
admitred to several persons that hie was in the habi
of taking prussie acid to correct his stomach, and
owing 1 an accident he left some expused in
tubler in his wife's bed-room, into which he pre.
sumed she poured some water and drank it off in »
mistake, having previously tuken some salis. He
explained his not making this statement before, by
suying that he was ashamed to admit such neﬂecl
reespecting so deadly & poison on the part of & med-
ical_man, He was apprehended, and a double in-
vestigation has since been carried om, before the
Coroner and before the Thames Police Magistrate,

On Monday Mr, O’Donnoghue, the surgeon fren
whom Mr, Belaney had purchased the poison, suid
that, o2 the Monday morning after Mrs. Belaney’s
death, Mr. Belaney and Capt. Clarke called upon
him, when Mr. Belaney explained that her denth
had been caused by his wife haviog taken the prusic
acid by mistuke, he having incautiously left it in
her way. ' Captain Clarke, in his evideuce, nssert-
ed that this interview took pluce on Tuesday.

Mrs Stabbz, an auntto Mrs. Belaney,suid ehe had
rented a farm frem her late sster, Mrs, Skelly, the
deceaeed’s mother. She understood that the pro-
perty whichshe rented, on her sister’s death pas-ed
to Mrs. Belaney and from her to her husband
When Mrs. Skelly died she was residing at M.
Belaney's house, ‘He told her that Mrs Skelly
was as{eep, having taken laudanum ; and the wit-
ness understood that Mre, Skelly hud died the same
day,

The inquest was adjourned to Thursday.

On Thursday the inquest wan resumed. The ad-
ditionalevidence was the pgame asthat takenon the
previous day before the Police Magistrate, and
which is given below.

Mr. Baker, the coroner, then summed up the
evid at jerable '|rn|;u;, pointing out the
strong circumstances of euspicion which it con-
tained ; and the jury, eiter a detiberation of be-
tween three and four hours, returned a verdict of
“ wilful murder ” against the prisoner,

On Wedaesday the invesigation of the case was
resumed before Mr. Broderip, atthe Thames Police
Comit, which was crowded to excess.

Some of the prisoner’s personal friends, persons
of grent respectubihity in the counties of Durham
and Northumberland, and amongst others a county
magistrate, a neur neighbor ot Mr. Belaney's, vecu-
sied the reserved seatsin Court, and his brother, s
Clergymen of the [-tablished Church, who, it is
understood, has a living at Arlington, in Eesex, and
to whom, it sppears, from one ol the letters put in
evidence, the prisoner was about to procecd on a
visit with his wife, sat on one of the benches ap-
propriated to splicitors.

'11113 first witnesas was Inspector Haynee, who
had been collecting evidence in the north. He
guve in certain documenis which he had procured,
and which were read. There were geveral letters
trom the prisoner to Mr, Bell, agent for limeworke
n Sanderland, in which the prisoner was a purtner.
The first was dated June 5, and mentions their ar-
rival i London, adding that Mrs. Belaney wue
tather unwell. This letter was dated from the
Euston Hotel, although the prisoner had removed
1o Green sireet, S epney, on the preceding day.
The next letter was dated the 8th, the day of Mrs.
Belaney’s death. In it he said:— .

“ 1 have had her removed from the hotel to pri-
vate lodginge, where, with two medical attendants,
she remains dangerously ill.  Symptoms of prema-
ure labor enme on a few days ago; but, what is
still worse, one of the medical men pronounces the
nea;:d to heu_diumd. Of this | have had some
dread myself.” .

It eon-
cluded with these words—"‘1 must now stop ; 1 am
quite bewildered, as if in an uncenscious dream.™
The next wan to Mr. Bell, apparently written the
day after tve above, and gave directions as to enr-
rying on the business of the coneern, and to ob-

taining and sending witnesses on the prisoner's be-
h.l]}. n".l here was a letter from Mr. Clarke to

Mr. Bell, and dated June 15, 1844, and stated that
he was directed by Mr. Beleney, who was then in
custody, and had been examined hefore the Mugis-
trute, to state that he wished the business to go on
as usual, and thet Mr. Beluney's solicitor had advis
ed that none of his correspondence should be seen,
nnd ‘o allow no one to gee any of his private papers
ol whatever nature they rmight be, e writer also
requested that all letters for Mr. Belaney ghould be
sent under cover to him (Mr. Clurke,) at 17, Kiog
sireet, Stepuey, to prevent their being seen or pub-
lished.

Two wills, found in the prisoner’s house, were
read, They were by the priconer und his wile,
and in precisely the same terms, contaning mutual
bequests of all their property, trom the one to the
other. They were dated the 1Tth of Mey last,
Wilaon, a Iu{uurrr in the prisoner's employment,
siid he had witnessed these wills the evening be-
fore Mr. und Mrs Belaney left home, both of them
being present. More, & shoemaker, gave simula
evidence. -

Murgaret Ronald, a servant of the prisoner and

hia wile, said that her mistress hau once had »
miscarriage dunng the night, but that no medicul
agsistance was called 1. :
William Shaw, a police serjsant, produced a let-
ter written by the prisoner in the station-hou-e,
which he intercepted. It was uddressed to Mr
Embleten, of Alnwick, Northumberland, and was
“ry;imilarin its language to the one nddressed
’ F\ﬂ.r.ubrudrnp then remanded the prisoner till
Saturdny ; intumating that, i no addiionul evi
dence were giveu, he should then commit the -
soner to tuke his trial tor the willul muider of Ra
chel Belaney. !
The announcement, which excited a deep sensa.
tion in the Courr, did not seem in uny degree io
shake the prisoner, who wulked steadily back to
his cell.
