Oft Cape Ann, 7 o'clock last evening, pussed the
Hibernia.stopped engines and was boarded from
her exchanged papers. She brings 98 passengers
and has made the passage In twelve days and six
hours.

Threatened Strike of the Factor* Opera¬

tives .Meetings of the different branches of the
work-people employed in cotton factories have
been h«*ld from time to time, during the last few
weeks, preparatory to giving notice for an advance
of wages, such a course having been attended with
anccetM in some parts of Lancashire. On Tuesday
night two meetings of the self-actor spinners were
held, one at the Bull's Head, Market place, and
another at the Rock House, Heaton Mor¬
ris. to devise measures for securing, with the
least possible delay or inconvenience, an
increase of ten per cpnt upon the wages at
present paid Delegates from the adjoining
towns attended, and several encouraging addresses
were made by resident artizans. It was resolved
that " shop meetings" should be held throughout
the mills in the districts, comprehending every
branch of the manufacturing business, who were
to agree upon the price to be demanded. Another
general meeting of the factory operatives was next
to be convened, at which the reports are to be made.
The masters were then to receive notice of the in¬
crease, and if not conceded, the whole body was
to strike for the advance..Halifax Guardian.

The Prince de Joinville has followed up the bom¬
bardment ot Tangier by the bombardment and oc¬
cupation of Mogador on the 15th, After the de¬
struction of tne towns and forts, he took possession
of the island and port. On this occasion the Moors
do not appear to have awaited the attack of the
French, but to have fired upon them before they
could bring their guns to bear,and the consequence,
according to the French accounts, is, that seventy
eight men, of whom seven were officers, have
been killed and wounded.
Meanwhile, the military arm of France has not

been inactive. On the 14lli, Marshall Bugeaud
achieved a complete victory, at Isly, over the
Moors, 800 of whom were left dead upon the field
He took from a thousand to twelve hundred tents,
eleven pieces of artillery, sixteen stand of colors,
a quantity of warlike stores, the personal baggage
of the emperor's son, and an "immense booty."
Reinforcements are expected in consequence of
the son of the emptror having joined the Moorish
camp, and the probability of the troops, of which
he was said to be in command, having accom¬
panied him ; but the French prints protest that it is
no part of the present policy of France to appro¬
priate any portion of the Moorish territory It is
supposed that the emperor has been procrastinating
and holding out in the expectation that the aj>-
proaching bad season would overtake the French
expedition, and put an end to its operations before
the conquest of the empire could be effected..
The rapidity of the combined movements of the
Prince de Joinville and Marshal Bugeaud have,
however, completely foiled this purpose, and the
probability now is^ that by the next despatch we
shall hear of the emperor having accepted the
terms proposed by France.
The French prims are excessively wroth i t ihe

publication in the Times of three letters from naval
officers in the service of Great Britain, who wit¬
nessed the engagement before Tangier, and which
assures us, that, in spite of all that hus been done
of late years to raise France as a nt»val power, the
mnntBOvres of the Prince de Joinville at Tangier,
show that there is still a vast disparity in every
branch ot naval efficiency between the French and
ourselves Certninly, the propriety of giving pub¬
licity to them is very questionable, not because
they have thrown the war party into hysterics, but
because they may be offensive to the Fjench go¬
vernment, and increase the obstacles to a final and
satisfactory uniierstnnding on the Morocco qites
tion. Some of the Frenc i prints declare that the
visit of Louis Philippe to this country is put off,
but we are assured by the Standard that there is
no truth whatever in the rumor, and that his Ma¬
jesty may be very shortly expected.

Marshal Bngeard is, it is said, to be created a

peer by the title of Count d'Isly The Globe states
that a letter had been received from the Marshal,
da'<'d the I8h, wliicb confirms the report that Ab
del hinder had been uei/.-d by the Emperor of Mo
rocco, and would be given up to the French go¬
vernment. The Toulonnuis a'so states that on
hearing of th»' d< feat of his son at Isly, the Em;»-r-
or had sent 400 of his cavalry la seize Abdel Kader,
mid thai they fell in with him, Mid made him pris¬
oner. Another ruinor, evidently false, <-tates that
the French cabinet had s*t a price of 2,000,000
francs upon his head It was generally believed
that the limp'Tor would now accept the terms pro¬
posed to hint, the more especially ns France is
willing to adh-rr' to those originally offered. The
Moniteur Pari-ien announces that copies of the let¬
ters exchanged between the Emperor and his i'oti

were found in the Moorish camp, but do not add
if they afforded any further evidence of the insin¬
cerity ofthe Kmperor's pacific professions A large
convoy of g'J>.powder had p.lso be en intercepted..
The ftebnts qui utions the authenticity of the news
of the capture of Abdel Kader. The Revue de
Paris affirms that the preparations for the vieit of
the King ot the French to this country have not
been countermanded. The King's present purpose
is said to be to have Treport tor England early in
October.

Unlike the demonstration at Tangier, the affair
at Mogadore is remarkable, not merely lor the
bombardment ot the Moorish batteries, but for the
destruction of the town itself, which appears, from
the terms employed in the despatch copied else-
where, to have been completely reduced to ruins
The subsequent seizure of the island h/s given a

Hill more serious aspect to the transaction ; and, if
report be true, it has already produced an impor¬
tant crisis in the relations between Great Britain
.md France. It is stated by the Morning. I'ost of
Friday, on what it announces to be good authori¬
ty, that the receipt of the intelligence from Mogr-ifore on Tuesday night was immediately followed
by the despatch of a spec>al couricr to Paris as the
bearer ot a communication from Lord Aberdeen
to M Guizot. His Lordship is said to have .de¬
manded the immedi ite evacuation of the island of
Mogadon: by the forces under the Prince de Join¬
ville, and to have intimated that, in the event ot a

Tho next
question then arose with retpect to the finding of the
jury.whether there were any errors in the finding .
They alt agreed that the finding of the jury on the 1st,

in tho indictment, hint net been sustained by legqf evi¬
dence Kach count charged all the defendants with one

conspiracy, and therefore there ought to hare been only
one finding. It was not competent to find some of Ihe ile-
fendai.ts guilty of some pans of the charge, and others
not guilty. It w.n not a valid finding to say that the de¬
fendants were guilty ol sevtril conspiracies, when the
counts only charged them with one. The judge*, there
fore, considered the findings in the first four counts wero
not correct in law, and therefore improperly entered on
the record.

to reverse the judgment, in consrqiienca ofthe defect in
the finding of the jury in some of the counts in the indict¬
ment f On this point there was a difference of opinion
amongst the judges, and therefore he now only delivered
his own humble judgment.

Costa t'abrul and Ins colleagues have re-publuli-ed the obnoxious decree respecting the judges,

w hich mukes them dependent 011 tbe crown, ad¬
dressed to the army in the toim of an Order of
the Day from the War Office. The reason of this
is, that the same decree likewise attacks the in¬

dependence ot the military officers, inatmuch as it
makes tfiem liable to be put on halt-pay without
any form of court martial, whenever it shall please
the government to do so. The Duke ot Palniellu
has protested against the measure, and the down-
tall of the party was confidently anticipated. Sil-
va Cabral, the chief of the police, (brother of
Costa Cabral) has just issued a regulation to the
effect, that ull the brothels are to be regularlylicensed (on payment ot handsome fees, of course.)

Gibraltar.
Advices have been received irorn Gibraltar,

slating tliut the markets at Tangier had been re-
opt ned, and no interruption to order was occur-
ling. There were measures in ihe course of beingtaken to repair the defences. The Kybalers inc.
stated to have all gone to their homes The Com¬

well as to provide tor the reinforcements expected
from England at an early period.

ihe houses tin tnselves, and changed every month
The ballot is to be established. In a collision ol
opinion between the two houses they are 10 voto
together Property worth ten nx dollars (I.'m )is
to be th»* electoral qualification. All employes,
civil and military, from Ministers downwards, are
disqualified from being Deputies.
