It i* only the shrewd, calculating, lar-
seeing [jivate aapitalist that look* before him, and mark*
out his. ceurao by the beat evidence he can comaaand of
the probable result of the existing movement* in the
.om-a*rcial world The re*ult of the approaching Presi¬
dential content mutt have a very great influence on com¬
mercial oll'iirs generally.and to the reault of thi* election
may d«-peud the pro*perity ef many interest* for many
year*. On the eve of such an important movement, the
mercantile and mechanical clasie* may well pause and
await the termination. Without going into the detail
of the principles of cither party, or predicting the effect of
the succor* of either on the different interests of the
country, we cannot but believe that any very material
alteration in the policy of the government, would he at-
ten lei with very unfavorable results. Any attempt to
remodel our bnuking system, or any increase of hanking
capital, would as*uiedly derange the existing order ot

things, and check the whole*ome restriction* that aro

laily spreading through the country over the banking
institutions, and creating a more healthy, natural
etate of affairs, than all the legislation in the world
could ascomplish. It would be far better that the
preseut policy should ba adhered to, than by experi
taents an 1 alterations the whole ayitem ruined, and)
a fictitious, unnatural, unaafe system take it* place.
Th«|preseut times have baan produced by the element* of |
tra il" and com nereo being left to work out their own
salvation. The government ha*, with one exception.
the passage of the tariff act.left tha commercial classes
alone, and the difficulties they labored under have
proviJed for themselves a remedy. We havo here¬
tofore Wad too much legislation, and the great
bcueflta lately realised, have baen produced by the
ehecks that one branch of Congress haa had upon
tne other, and the check the executive has had and axer.
cised over both representative bodies. The people have,
in fact, been lot alone, and that is all they ask. There
are, undoubtedly, a few evils in existing law* that might
be remedied, but we fear that in tha attempt to eradicate
these, in my and more greviou* ones may ba entailed.
