There has beeu quite a falling off In the circulation ol

the old isiues, but the decline has been more than offiet
by an increase in the registered circulation. We notice
in the detailed ^statement from the Comptroller'* office,
that the amount put down a* being due the Treaaurer ol
the United States, ia oi.ly $3,780,Ml, According to the
moothly report of the Secretary of the Treaaury, the four
government batiks of this city had on depoait on the 3H.h
ol Oc.ober, only three daya before the date of the Comp¬
troller! retr.rna, $5,873,100, being $3,060,(44 more than
given in the official return*. It ia hardly probable that
this amount could have been drawn from these banks in
that short time, bat it is possible, and if ao,it is one reason
for the very great decline ia the stock market. The
banks of this city in general.government banks, and ah
others.refuse to loan a dollar on the best securities
afloat, at the higheat legal rate of interest. How long
this state of thinga will continue, it ia impossible to tell,
but we at present sea no possibility of a relief until after
the 1st of January next, when the government paysoff a

portion of its debt.
The banks of this State must at first be very cautious

in any ixpansion they may determine on. They must at
first fori their way, and as they progress lay a basis for
their operations. A premature expansion would be short
lived, and these Institutions f re thoroughly satisfied of
this lact, and govern themselves accordingly. An exten¬
sive inflation ia the currency ia not brought about at
once. The late revulsion was eight years coming to a

crisis, even wi.h .he aid of the United States Bank. The
S'ftt* banks having now the whale field to themselves, we
cannot expect ao early a result; but as sure as theae banks
are in exiitence, there must soouer or later be an expan
sion of credits, on inflation and a depreciation in the cur¬
rency, unlet; they am checkcd by frequent publicity ol
bank reports. To this we must come at last, and it may
as well be before another explosion as after. The min s-

try of Great Britain have been compelled to adopt thesyt-
tem of weekly reports, and there is certainly aa much or
more necessity lor such a system in this country. Banks
aro public institutions, they receive all the privileges
they enjoy from the people, their credit exists in the cotijfidence of the public at large, and every Individual ia
liable to be called upon to give them credit by taking their
piomisea to pay; on these grounds they should give the
greateat publicity to their affairs; there are other con¬
sideration in lavor of this system, one is it checks any
movement in its incipient state, likely to destroy or
derange the regular course of trade, and produce specu¬
lation, overtrading and bankruptcy; it would produce a

greater regularity and uniformity in the operations ol the
banks, and ensure an equalization of commercial affairs
tending vastly to a permanency in the prosperity of the
country.
