He was determined, however, to
andertake the journey—iafluenced, perhaps, in
sotne iegree, by o desire to convinee the war party
thet he was 5ot to be deterred from_ his duty by
their clamors, and aaxiovs to prevent its being said
that his indisposition wes only a pretext to stay at
home, snd avoid the censure of his political adver-
sarien.  Although the change of air und scene ap-
peared 1o have beea of conmiderable advantage to
him, it esnnot be donbted that be did wrong as re-
gards his health, in wavelliog at this season of
the year, whilst the malady was still upon him,
nad the reswit shews that he acted imprudent-
ly. Al present the symptoms are not very se-
rious, but it will require great care to prevent their
beeoming so. The Paris papers have informed you
ol the ainival of Mr. Muchell, for the purpose of
makiog arrangements to commence a series of
thentnieal pertormances en the offinights of the
Latian Opera, Mr. Mitchell has met with great
encourngement lrom the leading fashionables, and
all lear of a cabal on the part of the anti-English
jouroalists and their admirers seems to be at an
end.

Tur Wine Trape o7 PorTuat.—An impor-
tant meeting of the wine growers and prineipal
landed proprietors of the Douro, at the house ol
Mr Forrester, of the firm of Offley, Webber, and
Forrester, of Oporto, took place on the Sth inst,
The Viscount of Santa Martha observed that the
discredit into which the wines of Oporto had fallen
inthe British marke+t, was a matter that concerned
not only the landed proprietors and the merchants
ot Oporte, but the finances of the onuntry; as the
exportation of the stepls commodity of the eaun.
try must eventually cease altogether, if measnies
were nol taken to restore that iruuch of commerce
D;{he resiaration of the lost character of their
wines, and the adoption of euch fiscal measures as
were calculated to give an impulse to that branch
of trade. The priscipsl menns of eYecting the first
objeet had been Ppomled out and practical'y demon-
strated by Mr. Forrester, to whom Portugal was
indebted "for the topographical chart of the wine
country of the Alto Douro,  The mode of restoriog
the character of their wines was to make them
pure, without the admixture of foreign ingredients,
whether of coloring or of saccharine materials; in
short, tomake and export wine which deserved that
name, and *‘not brandy mixed with wine.” Mr,
Forrester said that the mercantile crisis in which
the country was involved, was to be attributed to
the actual stagoation of the agriculture and eom-
merce of the Douro. There wasa vast accumu.
lation of wines in the deposits of Oporto, aud the
adulteration of a great portion of them was a mat-
ter deserving serious attention, They were called
winesof the Douro, but in point of fact a great por-
tion of them was not of the Doure, but of Bairrada,
which, on account of their earthy taste, wantof co-
lor aud of body, in the hands of speculators under-
wentadulteration,and the lowness of their price of-
fered a temptation to exporters, who consulted only
their momentary interests, to ship those wines for
Eagland,underthe name of wines of Oporto,and this
caused great prejudice to the wine trade in gene-
ral, and an immense eccumulationof the wines ol
Partogal in deposit in all the poris of England.—
The length of time they remained there cavsed a
loss of color and of body, and a necessary redue
tion in price. The Edglish merchants, to compete
with those wines in deposit, nni_rrrd'winu from
this country ef an inferior deseription, lor coun.
try use, and this bronght all the wines of Oporto
into discredit. On the other hand, an erroncous

mnion generally prevailed here, that the diseredit
of their wines arose from a change in the Eoglish
taste lor thoze which were ** black, strong, and
sweit,” (negros, fortes, e docen,) whilesuch wines
gerved ouly for an 1aferior clnss of consumers, and
to mix with otheras ol & worse quality, and with
those also of other countries. Ot late years the
accumulation of the wines of the Douro in deposit
in Oporto, had lowered their Jlllcn to a point at
which those of Bairrada conld not compete with
them, Nevertheless, the mania for adulterat-
ing their wines with hrundy, sugar, and berries
still prevailed, and had extended so as to canse
those adulterations to be considered indispen-
sably necessary to the perlection of the wines
of the Dowro. He was a cultivator on &
large seale, he was slso a merchant, and he de-
elared that his correspondents, and the consumers
of their wivesin Great Britain, did not desire com-
positions charged with brandy, but the parest
wines, and those with the least possible quantity of
aleohol. e made no mystery of the method he
emyployed to - alise those views. Hia stores were
open to the inspection of all present; and hie system
I wos most wiiling to explainto them. The prin-
cipal matier hie alluded to was, to prevent the great
evaporat'ng which was oceasioned by the ordina-
ry provess of vine agriculturists. Cultivators, un-
fortnnately, guve a preference to vines which were
valaable only for the depth of color which the
giapes sfforded, over those vines the produce of
which guve less color, but a more delicate flavor
and un egpeein] aroma to their wines. It was well
known that when the grape was fully matured for
the wine pregs, and [elt formany daya on the vine,
it underwent a change which rendered it totally
unfit to make good wine. 1t was also known thai
the newly expressed juice, *‘mosta,” never should
be put in tuns with the mosta taken from the wine
press some days subsequently to the former., The
tung should be proportioned to the wine presses —
The use of those which contained from two to

- four pipes wonld be of great ndnmargs. The prac-

tice of gathering the grape by hall days and half
nights was prejudicial to the wine, cavsing an ir-
regular fermentation. The evaporation occa:
sioned by exposure to a large eurface in the open
wine |rmm:r rendered it neceseary to keep the
tuns eloged daring the eecond fermentation, as ull
his were, hoth great und small.  The choice of the
grape, and time of vintoge required more attention
thun was given to these important matters by the
agriculturists of the Douro. Merchants, ignorant
of their importance, pressed the eultivators to com-
mence the vintage betore the fit time, and the
ill effects of this grnmlce were to be found in the
vintage of 1840, *42, '43, and even to some extent
of the present year. 1t was said, in support of this
practice, that much rain was prejudicial to the
grape, but much sun and intense heat, without an

ruin, was #till more prejudicial. A notion prevai

ed which, when put in practice, wes a preminm on
adulteration—thut even superior wines possessed
qualities which it was necessary either to counter.
act or develop by factitious meins ; hence the use
of ““bagas™ und **jeropigas,” berries and
saccharine compositions, In the last year it
was  well  kaown that the wines which
had not the depth of ecolor that is produced
by adulteration were excluded by the tasters from
the class of wines of the first quality; and yet the
British public was told that no adulterations were
practised, and that the sweetness of certain wines
proceeded from the pure juice of the grape. [t

This wesabout4 P. M,
Capt. Decntur seeing our situation, heve about
and made the beet o his way for the Cupes, nJ
got in, we having no control of our ship, part of
the wreck hauging on our lee; and to add to our
misfortunes a heavy tquell arose from the west-
ward, with thunder and rain. The m being far
spent, & dark night succeeded, as d a8 Em
and not wholly clear of the wreck.

Larest vrom Texas.—We yesterday received
dates from Galveston to the 24" inst., buj“i three
days later than our last secounts. We have but few
items of intelligence to lay belore onr readera,

The Galveston News coutains a letter from Corpus
Chyisti, dated October 224, which confirms the report
published some weeks nince ot the descent of about five
nundred ( ke Indisns, headed by the moted chief
Santa Anno,upon & ranche near Guerrero, called “La Pa.
brinl 0,” which they completely destroyed, killing over
sixty persons.

The Ietter adds the following particnlars :

The Indians were ofterwards attacked by the troops of
Mier and Guerrero, but they defleated the troopa, kirling
about furty uud taking one piece of artillery, which they
threw into the Rio Salado. They then continued into
the interior, killing and loking ﬁﬂ.lonm until they
reached Chiue, 160 miles from the lio Grande, there dé.
stroging the Hancho Ramiras. They were attocked by
600 troops, who defonted the Indians and took from them
wear 200 prisoners which they Lad taken, The loss on
ihe aide of the Indians is abeut 30, among whom is ruid
to bo their chiel, Santu Annn. ‘The Mexicans were still
in pursuil six days ago.
