
Unheard of Barbarity.Arson and Deliberate
Attemit to Born a Mother and Her Two
Children..One of the moat deliberate and bar-
berouH outrages ever perpetrated in a civilized com¬
munity was committed yesterday morning in the
upper part of the city, by a wretch who claims to
be of the human species. Of all the terrible
crimen that were ever attempted in this city, this
one is the most shocking, and one can scarcely
think ot it without shuddering.
On Sunday morning, a woman named Catherine

llanlin, wile of Edwu'd, who lives in a little shanty
on the norm side of 15th street, was standing at
her door, when a man named Andrew Klem, who
occupies a shanty adjoining, threw several stones
at her, which struck her side and bruised her con¬

siderably. She could only attribute his conduct to
a trifling squabble thev had a few days previous.
Monday morning, abouihalf past 7 o'clock, a short
time after her husband had left the house to go to
his work, Mrs. Hanlin, who was lying asleep in
bed with her infant child and a boy named
Lawrence, was awakened by a hammering at the
door, and on looking up, heard the blows ot
an axe, and soon aaw a portion ol the door
burst in and tire and smoke pour through the
aperture. Dreadfully alarmed, she epraug from
the bed, with the child in her arm*, and rushed to
the door, which was the only means of exit from
the house, except the window. In her terror she
aaw Klem in front of the door, piling up burning
straw, wood, andBhaviugs against the door, and on
attempting to go out, he took a long pole, which he
held, nnd thrust it at her with both hands. She
immediately felt a sharp instrument pierce her
thigh. Seeing that Klem was perfectly sober. eh8
breams suddenly convinced that his intention was
to burn her and her children to death; and in thi'
awful situation, with the prospect ot a terrible
death before her, she frantically screamed murder,
end, rushing to the window, endeavored to escape
there Klrin, however, perceived her intention,
a id jumping upon a barrel that was in front of the
window, with a large piece ot board in his hand,
brandished it in such a manner that she dared not
attempt to get out. The smoke by this time had
filled the room so that she could scarcely breathe,
uud the child was screaming in agony and gasping
as if lu the last struggle. With the strong feeling
of a mother for its offspring, and as a last hope of
waving its life, she covered it up in a feather bed,
and immediately after fell down insensible. Thus
much of this tale of horror she relates herself. The
residue of the (rightful narrative is told by other
penons.
Mr. Archibald Brown, of 16th street, heard the

alarm of fire about half past seven o'clock, and on

looking towards the house ot Hanlin, saw a man
in front of it piling up straw and wood, which was
in flames ; he ran towards the spot, and there saw
a manoeuvre that he could not understand ; and
just before he reached the spot, the man went into
the adjoining house, and a person, named Lee,
came tip, accompanied by others, and smashed in
the window. The boy, Lawrence, sprang out, and
gasped forth that his mother and her child were
dead inside. Some of the party went to the back
of the shanty, and with an axe burst it in, and
brought out the inanimate bodies of the mother
and child, who soon after breathed again. The
other party burst into the adjoining house, and
there captured Klem. In one corner of the room

they found an instrument with which he mii6t
have stabbed Mrs. Hanlin. It consisted of a large
file or rasp, about a foot long, which had been
ground down to a point. This was stuck in a pole
or stick, about four feet long, and must have been
used as a pike, and made expressly for the purpose
to which it was applied. Mrs. Hanlin and her
child were conveyed to the City Hospital, and
K!em to the Upper Police. He was perfectly sober.
He is an Irishman, and is represented as the mos1
stolid, brutal looking person ever seen there. Ap¬
parently he is about 40 years of age.
The unfortunate woman is burned considerably

in the face and right arm, and the stab in her
thigh is of a serious character, and may produce
death. In all human probability the child will
die. The punishment for arson in the first degree,
which consists of setting tire to an inhabited dwel¬
ling, is death.

Jjstice Taylor, ot the Upper Police, took the
examination of Mrs. Hanlin at the Hospital, and
committed Klem to a cell at the Upper Police, to
await examination.

New Hotel in Troy..Messrs. Coleman &

Mr. Kodgers was long one of
the moat popular Captains on the North River.on
which we believe there never was and never can
be a captain that is not every inch a gentleman.
Troy certainly needed a reformation of its hotels,
and now it will have it. The traveller will now
be able to rest himself comfortably in Tioy after
the 1st of January.
Bam Petersburg..Captain Larkina of this brig

is expected in town in a day or two. After his ar¬
rival we shall have both sides of the story relative
to the Petersburg. It is a curious affair as it now
stands, and the public ought, therefore, to wait till
the Captain makes his statement.

nONUY MARKET.
ItfoiKtny, l>ec S3-0 P. M.

Notwithstanding the unfavorable advice* received
from Europe by the lost steamer, the stock mar
ket today was quite Arm, and prices had an
upward tendency Erie Railroad, Canton Co., Far¬
mers' Trust, Pennsylvania Vs, Indiana, U. 8. Bank
and Reading, closed firm at Saturday's prices. Nor¬
wich k Worcester fell off } per cent; Stonington 4 ;
Morris Canal j; while Mohawk advanoed -J per cent;
Long Island Ij j Ohio 6*s, j , Illinois 1}. The transac¬
tions were not very large, but we cannot conceive how it
is possible the market can be sustained. The accounts
from the other sidu,in relation to the cotton markets, were
of so unfavorable a nature as to forbid the slightest hope
that those in anticipation will be more satisfactory. The
immense supplies that have been produced in all parts of
the world, and the moderate increase in the consumption,
from year to year, must leave a surplus at the close of
the season larger than ever before know. It is the know¬
ledge of this that will influence prices all through the
season. We do not yet know the extent of the new crop
in this country. It may possibly reach three millions
of bales. Accounts from the East Indies, received in
England, report unusually large supplies In that section.
The effect of a stock so much greater than the demand,
on prices, mast be ruinous, and the depressed state of the
market at this early day in the season, will throw the
losses upon the planters, if they are compelled to sell .
A convention has already been held in Georgia, fer the
purpose of taking things connected with the state of the
markets, and the prospect of a reduction in price1*, into
consideration. The severest sufferers must be the plan¬
ters of the old cotton growing States, such as North and
South Carolina, and Ueorgia. The planters ef Alabama,
Mississippi and Louisiana are not exclusively confined to
the cultivtiaon of cotton; having a stronger and more pro¬
ductive soil, they have other resources, and do nst depend
entirely upon the preceeds from their cotton. In Louis
iana many plantations heretolore devoted to the raising
of cotton, are now cultivated with cane. South Carolina
particularly must leel the present condition of her great
staple more than any other State in the Union. The
citizens of that State may attribute the existing state of
the cotton markets to the influence of ihe tariff, but we
think they will not long labor under that delusion..
There is too much cotton produced, and until the sup-
plies]are reduced] very low prices must prevail.
The passage of the Sub Treasury bill through the low¬

er house of Congress, cannot but be cocsidered, at this
moment, a very extraordinaiy movement, entirely un¬
called for, unexpected, and premature. If it is intended
to anticipate any movement of the President elect, it will
fall to the ground,or at any rate must rest where It is..
The opinions of Mr. Polk, in relation to the safekeeping
and disbursement of the public monies, are stated to agree
very nearly with those of Mr Tyler, and that, on his ac¬
cession to office, an exchequer plan, somewhat similar to
that recommended by Mr. Tyler, will be recommended.
The large majority of friends and follower! of Mr.
Polk in the House, would permtt ua to believe
that this measure cannot bo introduced at this time
from any hostile motives towards his principles, and the
movement would induce us to think, were we not other¬
wise informed, that the President elect was in favor of
the re establishment of a plan similar to the original
Sub-Treasury. When the foimer Sub Treasury plan
was repealed by Congress, and the repeal received the
assent of President Tyler, the democratic party joined in
one great cry against the act, and the ergans of that
party abused him for so doing as much as thcergans ofthe
whig party did for vetoing the bank bills. This shows
that the Sub Treasury plan was a favorite with the party,
and we have no doubt, so far as the democratic represen¬
tatives are concerned, when they have a majority, it will
receive their support, but cannot go beyond that power
The bill just passed cannot get through the Senate; it
must rest under the table of that House and remain dor¬
mant until another session at least. There being two
parts of the general government, the Senate and Execu
tivc, opposed to this measure, we see no chance of its be¬
coming a law; but the movement iu the House indicates
some suspicions in relation to the recent operations in
the government funds, and tears for their safety, in
other words, the majority in the lower house, consider
the public moneys in the present depositaries unsafe.
Their fears are not without foundation. The employ¬
ment of individual houses as depositaries for such large
amounts of pnblic money, looks too much like
favoritism. The government banks selected for the
keeping of government funds are sufficiently dnngereus,
with all their corporate powers ana cap'tal.but the selec¬
tion of individuals is an assumption cf power on the part
ofthe Secretary that calls for some action from Congress,
and we have ne doubt the movement in relation to the
Sub-Treasury originated solely from the present position
of the public deposit*. We have a constantly accumu¬
lating surplus revenue, which ia entrusted to the keeping
of certain banks, that mako what use of it they de»m
proper; it is also entrusted to individuals in Ihe Imme
dinte vicinity of the powers that be at the seat
of governmoct. These brokers are not only
selected for depositaries, but are employed as the
government stock-jobbers, whose business it is
to purchase United States stock at the best price,
and to depreciate.by influencing the money market
through thedeposi's in large cities.the market price, to
ensure favorable purchases. When the government come*
into epen competition with the stock jobbers el' Wall
street, in depressing the money market, we think it is full
time fjr Congress to adopt measures to prevent a repeti¬
tion. The Sub-Treasury would have that tfTact, but we
have no idea of Its being adopted. Were it to pass both
Houses of Congress it i* very probable a veto would
destroy it. The President could not consistently give
hi* consent for its enforcement. The bill just passed
through the K wer House resembles, in many particulars,
the bill introduced last winter. If* restrictions are suffi¬
cient to preserve tho government funds inviolable, with¬
out having any other effect on the currency of the coun¬
try than to increase its value.
The bill just passed wos introduced by Mr. Dromgoole,

and is, in fact, the same bill introduced at the last session
of Congress by the sumo gentleman from the Committee
on Ways and Mean* The principal features cf that
bill we annex, so that it* operation on l effect, were it to
go into force, can be anticipated:.

The only hope thoie opposed to
the bill have, i* the majority against it In the Senate, and
the probable veto ol the President. We think that one o'
these power* will prevent it* going into ot>eration. W<
(hall toon know the action of the Senate upon it and it*
fate. Unt 1 the queition i* *ettled,the government b*nk*
in thi* aud other cities, will be very cautious in their
movement*, and may call !¦ their loan* to an extent that
will seriously restrict the money murket, and cause much
embarratsment. These banks would suffer *ome, should
the Secretary demand the balance* due him in gold and
silver. It would create a panic among them that would
shako their |>osition very much. Until this and other im¬
portant political questions are settled, the stock market
must remain very much depressed, and we have very
little hope of any improvement until Congress adjourn*
