One dollar bills of the Massachusetts Bank, altered to

ten dollars are in circulation. The vignette of the one
dollar bill represents an Indian in a sitting posture, and
the vignette of the ten dollar bills of the same bank ia the
arms of Massachusetts. The alteration is effected by
taking off the ends of the hill and substituting margins of
other bills oftho denomination of ten dollars. The word
one under the vignette is clu uslly altered to ton The
altered bills therefore reads. "The Massachusetts Bank
promises to pay Ten Dollar." Tho joinings are done
most ingenionsly, so well as almost to dely detection.
The Message of Oov. Haines to the Legislature of NewJersey states that the balance In the treasury at the close

of the fiscal year 1843 was $18,706 83, which added to the
receipts made a total of means for the year of $119,078 38.
The disburaementa for the period were $113,967 44, leav¬
ing a balance in the treasury of $3,100 on the 33d Octo¬
ber last. The balance in the treasury on the 18th inst
was $37,418. The State is indebted to the School Fund
$69,656, which is the only debt the State owes. Tho rev¬
enue of the 8tate for the coming year is estimated at
$76,183, and the expenses at $66,336, leaving a surplus of
$30,846.
The message of Governor Mouton to the Legislature of

Louisiana, is very brief, and to the point. He says that
the revenue of the State has been promptly collected and
paid into the Treasnry. The existing laws applicable to
the banks appear to work to the satisfaction of all. The
bands of the Union Bank of Louisiana, issued in favor of
that institution, which matured on the 1st of November
lost, amounting to $1,760,000, have been redeemed, and
suhjeot to the order for cancelling
Foreign exchanges ruin very high, and large remit

tances have been made by the packet of this day in
specie. About five hundred thousand dollars in gold
went out In tho Yorkshire, to Liverpool. Sterling bills
of undoubted quality, are held at 10 a 10} per cent pre
mium. We learn that a combination exists among tho
leading bill drawers, to keep up the rates, and so long as

they have the command of the markets the premiums will
be high. This combination exists between the three
leading houses in the street, and the fact that such an ar¬

rangement hat been made, prompts those compelled to
remi' to send forward tho precious metals. The reputa¬
tion of cotton bills In this market is such, as to prevent
them irom coming into competition with the hills of the
houses alluded to, and thus relieving the market,
consequently there Is no other sefe way of
remit* ing funds. In consequence of the high
rates ruling for exchange, there is a continual danger
of large shipments ot specie, and so long as this
danger exists, the banks mnst conduct themselves very
cautiously. There can be no relief to the money market
until the balance on our foreign trade become* regulated
Should the importations this year be large in the face of
the prospect regarding the cotton crop, nothing can pre
vent a commercial revulsion, as severe and as ruinous as
any preceding one In tho history of this country. We
have flittered ourselves for sometime part, that the con¬
dition of prices in all the markets (or our principal staple
productions would act as a check upon the operations this
year, and prevent an extension of onr foreign trade be
yond proper limit*. Wo can .with saiety, assert, that every
thing affecting onr internal prosperit; depends upon the
state of foreign markets for onr staples. Any advance in
the price of cotton in Liverpool or Havre, will materially
change the complexion of our commercial affairs, and
restore confidence, bnt should the reverse be realised, it
will be impossible to estimate consequences. Private ad
vices from Liverpool, by the Garrick, confirm the ad¬
vance reported by the Rochester. This slight advance
is of vat', importance, end if of a permanent character
adds thousands to the value of the supplies of this staplo
yet in this country. Wo annex a table showing the ex
tent and value of our cotton crop for several years past
Alse showing how great an increase in value a small ad
vance elves.

It is estimated by those intimately acquainted with this
trade, that the average price fer the new crop will be
abont five and a half cents per pound. This will amoun
to $68,730,000, or $17,643,383 60 less than last year's crop
of 334,798,600 pounds less. Should the average price of this
year's crop be even an eighth of a penny, or e quarter oi
a cent per pound mora than estimated above, the total
value oi the crop will be increased $1,663,600. On auch
an immense number of pounds it does not require much
of an advance to swell the value enormously. We see,
in thes# fluctuations In value, the great difference from
year to year in the value oi onr exporting atopies, and
how impossible it is to regulate the value of imports by
our exports. We must confess that, at present, there ap
pairs but little prospect of any permanent improvement
in prices, but it is barely possible the portion of the crop
kept out oi market may be large enough to
have a favorable i ifluence on pricer, and create
a permanent improvement. It ia to be hoped this
will be the case, otherwise there must be tome
serious expiosions among the irercentile classes. Met
Giants and planters of the south end west indebted to the
merchants of this and other cities, would be more justified
it holding on to their stocks thau in submitting to a se
criflce. in the first case, our merchants would eventuallv
get the face of their demands, whereas, in the second case,
the leases of the original holders would fell upon their
creditors in the seaboard mpikets. Prices have become
so much reduced, that any additional quantity of our
staples does not make up the value of previous crop*
Toe greatest exporting port in the United States la New
Orleans, andlthe valuation of merchandiae shipped from
that plnce is generally below that of rny other port in the
Union. We annex table* showing the value of merchan¬
dise exported from New Orleane for three years past,
and the estimated value of imports, with the amount ol
duties accruing on the same.

Thia increaae looka very encouraging, but we bare no
doubt the actual profit* en the export* of 1848 were much
greater than on thoae of 1844. Price* in 1848 were remu¬
nerating for almost every article produced in the country,while, in 1844, to give an increase In value of twenty five
per cent, it required an increase in quantity ofmerchan¬
dise exported of more thaa fifty per cent.
The importation* into the port* of this country have,

rince October, rapidly diminished, and the receipts from
customs have therefore been more limited. The expen¬
ditures, on the other hand, have been as large as usual
The annexed statement, prepared in the Treasury Depart¬
ment, shows a deficiency of nearly half a million of dol¬
lars :-

Making the total deficiency, for the two months,
$1,117,748- This will reduce our estimated surplus, and
restrict the operations of the Treasury much more than
anticipated Should the importations throughout 1845 be
as small as present appearances indicate, every dollar of
the surplus revenue will be required te carry on the
government. According to the previous reports
from the Treasury Department, tho surplus,
the 1st inst, was estimated not to exceed l_
ven millions of dollars. The immense revenue of
the past year will be swallowed up by the current ex¬
penditures of the government, and by the payment of the
public debt due Dec. 31,1846, except about seven millions
ofdollars. We can hardly expect another year similar to
18441, so far as regards extent of importations, very soon,
and even under the high tariff now in operation, the re¬
venue must fall far below the amount received last year.
We therefore consider it certain that, by next year at this
time, the finances of the general government will not be
so prosperous as they are at this time. We have uo pub-
lio debt to pay for several years, but a very redaced im¬
portation woull hardly nett a revenue sufficient to meet
the annual expenditures of the government.
