Dr. Ryder's Lecture Last Kvenlng at St.

Peter's Church.
A vaat congregation assembled last evening to

hear Dr. Ryder's evening discourse. The church
was crowded to excess by large numbers of dis¬
senters, and others of an opposite creed, who
seemed to take a lively interest in the Rev.
Doctor's discourse. He took his text from that
part of the Scriptures, sn which is founded one ol
the leading tenets of the Catholic Church.the
doctrine of Transubstantiation. St. John, chap,
vi. verses 47, &c. tfce.
" Amen, amen, I say unto you.he that believeth in me

hath everlasting life. I am the bread ot life. Your fathers
did eat manna in the desert, and are dead : this is the
bread that cometh down from heaven.thfrt, if any man
eat of it, he may not die. I am the livingfbread, which
comes down from heaven : if any man eat of this bread
he shall live forever; and the breaathat I will give is
my flesh for the life of the world. The Jews, therefore,strove among themselves, saying.How can this man
give us his flesh to eat ? Then Jesus said to them.Amen,
amen, I say unto you.except you eat of the flesh of the
Son of Man, and drink of his blood, you shall not have
life in you ; ho that eateth my flesh and drinketh myblood hath everlasting life.and 1 will raise him up in
the last day ; for my flush is meat indeed, and my blood
la drink indeed. He that eateth my flesh and drinketh
my blood abideth in ma and I in him. As the LivingFather sent me. and I live by the Father.so he that
eateth me, the same shall live by me This is the bread

TheReversnd Doctor proceeded to argue, from tho text hehad, on the soundness of the Catholic doctrine, in rela¬
tion to the 1 eal pre ence in the Eucharist, and passed a
glowing eulogy on the sisterhood, who voluntarily ro¬ared from tho world and shut themselves up hi theelois
ters of the Catholic Church.and found consolation alonein the holy Euoharist-and their hopes of a happy eter

Perils of the bRA .The gale of the 11th De¬

cember. appears lo have bean as disastrous as that
of tho flth October, and to hava extended quite as far.
This side the Grand Banks tha gal* appears to hare com¬
menced from the N. E and between the Grand Banks and
tha coast of Great Britain, as fer as wa have heard from
the 8. W. changing during the proems of the gale until
it blew hard from the op;>osite points, before the weather
cleared away An unusual number of disasters happened in the gales of flth October, lflth November and 11 h
December, by the shipping of singloaaaa, which in several
cases have made complete wrecks of strong ships, sweep¬ing away masts and every thing offdeck, and leaving tqehull in a sinking condition. A nautical writer in the
Boiton Journal in allusion to these disasters, makes the
following among other remarks 1.

In the case of tho Dorchester, it appears that the

Sale commenced from the sooth west. Tho ship'sead was to tho north, and aa la usual, tho wind
hauled to the westward, and Anally to tho north
east.all the while heading the shipoff.consequently the
.hip was all the while in the trough of the sea ; end this
was the cause of the disaster.
Now I have been taught, by many yean' experience,

never to heave a ship to with her larboard tacks aboard,
during a gale in the Atlantio, especially in tha winter

|Wesson. But with the wind Irom Booth or South-West,
I should heave to with her head to tho Booth Eait.con¬
sequently aa the wind hauled, tho ship would head up to
the sea and be safe. I was onoe commander of a ship
that would not lay to well, and 1 was compelled to take
a seven inch hauser and bend on to a kodge anchor, with
a long spar, an anchor davy, a fethom from the kedge,
and launch them overboard, paying out about slaty
fathoms, when the ship headed np two points more to tbs
wind, and the sea was broken by that maaaa ; and I have
no doubt that tho decks ol my ship were thus saved from
being swept. I strongly recommend the use ol the drag
in a heavy gale.
Another coarse i should rccommead to ships making

wintar passages ia this.get the ship saug by having fore
and misen top gallant masts down and other light snara,
and I am satisfied a prsssge would be made to the West¬
ward in loss time than with all this top-hamper aloft..
Take, for example, Captain Webber, formerly out of this
port, who made the shortest passages and always adoptedthat course.

Sir.
The Germans are essentially an imitative nation.

They seldom start an idea of their own ; but aa
soon as one is suggested to them, they pursue it
and hunt it down with unflinching and indefatiga¬
ble pertinacity. The grand exhibition of national
industry that came off at Paris duriL«stfie course ot
last summer, has given rise to a similar undertakingin this city, which has completely engrossed pub¬
lic attention lor more than two months, and thrown
politics, literature, and everything else into the
shade. Productions of nearly all the lactones,
forges, and looms of Germany were forwardt d to
Berlin, and exposed to view in the Royal Arsenal,
one of the finest buildings of this capital, and the
only one sufficiently capacious lor the purpose. It
is about the size ol your new Exchange, in Wall
street, and having been cleared of its warlike con¬
tents, it was fitted up lor the reception of the va¬
rious articles sent in for exhibition; the lower
story containing the heavy articles, such as car¬
riages, in great variety and elegance; locomotives,steam-engines, several newly invented printing
presses, on an improved priciple; weaving frames,&c. A Jacquard machine, for weaving shawls,excited particular attention, having two operatives
working at it at the same time, on account of the
width. Then there was smiths' work and samplesof hardware, swords, fowling-pieces, and common
articles of cutlery from many parts of Germany,too numerous to mention. The machines for sow¬
ing grain, cutting straw, and chopping potatoes;the ploughs and other agricultural implements,bear witness to the progress made by the manufac¬
tories of this country in the working of iron and
The second story of the Arsenal was ehiofly de¬voted to dry goods, from the fine damask tablelineu of Saxony and Silesia, in which the looms ofthese provinces have always excelled, down to the

commonest articles of the kind. The manufactureof woollens was fairly represented.exhibitingcarpets, broadcloths of all descriptions, and fine
cloths, chiefly from the Rhenish provinces. The
goods were all arranged in niches round the walls,with the names of the manufacturers at the top of
each separate niche. There was n most brilliant
display of silver ware of great value and elegantworkmanship, among which I remarked a silverchessboard and chessmen, exquisitely wrought,and destined for the King of Denmark. Fine por¬celain was always produced by the royal manufac¬tories of Berlin and Dresden, and several private
ones; but in common crockery, for every day use,they do not shine.some of their articles in thisline having rather an antediluvian appearance. Inglass ware they have tried to imitate the Englishflint glass, but only with partial success. Toys ofall descriptions were sent from Nuremberg and
other places in the vicinity, whose productionshave been long renowned, and exported in largequantities to England and the United States, wherethey are known by the name of Dutch toys.Many different sorts of leather, some pressedand some worked likd real Morocco, from whictit is not to be distinguished; fine embroideries in
colored worsted, which are brought to great per¬fection at Berlin, the engraved patterns being sent
to New Yoik from hence; ready-made clothing,from the must expensive satin ball dresses for la¬dies, down to calico gowns and men's clothing olall descriptions; boots and shoes, hats, suspenderr,hosiery, furniture, watches, clocks, and musicalinstruments of superior workmanship, helped toswell the catalogue. The samples of cotton andlinen yarns were of n less satisfactory character,as thsy caunot spin the higher numbers of cottontwist in this country, nor a sufficiency of what theywant in the lower numbers, and for this reasonthey have loimport agreat quantity from England,as well as the linen yarn for making the fine linens.The litnfgs of a letter would not admit of mygibing yon a more detailed statement of the greatvariety of articles sent to this exhibition.the cata
logue showing upwards of 3000 numbers. Theresult proves that some branches of manufacturinghave attained great perfection during the thirty
years of uninterrupted peace: but this progress ischiefly observable in those departments in whichthe Germans have always excelled. In other ar¬ticles they may supply the countries of the Zollve-rein, from whence foreign goods are excluded in
some measure by high duties; but they could not
compete with England and France in markets
where they are both admitted on equal terms; they
are unable to produce a cheaper or a better articlethan the cottons, woollens and cutlery of England,
or the silks and other fashionable products otFrance. In the latter country this exhibition hascreated great interest, and several scientific men
were sent here by the French government to exa¬
mine and report upon it. They have publishedlong accounts of it in the French newspapers,praising chiefly the machines and woollen manu¬
factures; but disparaging the silks as inferior in
taste and novelty to those issued from the loomB
of Lyons and Fans.
The 25th of last month was a day of great re¬

joicing to the good people of Berlin, the King and
Queeu entering the capital for the first time after
tne attempt against the King's life, alluded to in myfast. The streets through which the royal cortegewas^to pass were decorated with garlands offlowers
and green boughs, extending from house ts house,and intermixed with flags, devices and inscriptions.The municipal authorities, the clergy, the ministers
of State, and many persons high in office, received
their Majesties at the entrance of the town. The
procession, with the royal carriage at the head,moved through the crowded streets amidst the con¬
tinual hurraing of the people^ to the Palace, where
a band of musicians was stationed on a scaffoldingerected for that purpose, and the national hymn,(an imitation of "God Save the King,") was sungwith great enthusiasm. The King and Queen ap¬peared Ht the balcony acknowledging these signs ofloyally by frequent bows; the waving of hats .nd
handkerchiefs from the crowded windows, and the
joyful acclamations ot the dense multitude in the
square must have been very grateful to their feel¬
ings. In the evening,the city was illuminated, the
palace and public buildings blazing with variegated
lamps; crowds of people in carriages and on loot
perambulated the streets; and the general hilarity
was kept up till night was far advanced. The
whole terminated without any accident or tumult
occurring, which is saying a great deal tn so popu¬lous a city as this. I must not forget to mention
that the illumination was voluntary; however,
some persons who neglected to light up their win¬
dows, had them broken by the mob.

. . .Another interesting/fie, (an imitation of a slim¬
ier one in Paris,) came off on thefiih instant, the
King having invited the heads of the principal manufacturing establishments from the different partsof Prussia and the Zollverein who had sent in their
productions to the exhibition, to a grand supper at
the palace of Sanssouci. The guests, about hve
hundred in numb r, were conveyed by railroad at
the King's expense to Potsdam, about twenty miles
from Berlin, and from thence in carriages to the
Royal mansion. The festivities were ushered in by
the performance of Moxart's opera of Figaro, after
which the company assembled in the saloons of the
palace, when supper was served up on several ta¬
bles. " Every delicacy of the season," includingwines of the first quality, was furnished in great
profusion, and,of course,His Majesty delighted the
convivet by the condescension and uibanity of his
manners, and the agreeable lamilianty of his ad¬
dress. The supper continued till eleven o clock,
when the King rose, from the table, and the partybroke up. An extra train was in waiting for them
at the railroad station, and conveyed them back
to Berlin, where they arrived about two in the
morning, highly gratified with their trip, slightlythe worse for liquor, and exclaiming at the top ol
their lungs, " May the King live for ever! It was
remarked with great satisfaction, that nothing was
seen on that evening in the splendid saloons ot the
palace, but the black dress-coat and white cravat
of the plain citizen, instead of the glittering uni¬
forms and aristocratic badges, which usually throng
the precincts of royalty. This supper might be con¬
sidered as the concluding scene of the exhibition.
After having been viewed with great interest by
thefKing and royal family, as well as bv several
foreign princes, it was honlly closed on Thursday,
the 24th instant.

Second Concert of the Philharmonic Society
In New York

Saturday, Jan. 11,1845.
We must, under existing circumstances, and

local relations, feel very tnanklul lor all the beau¬
tiful which this respectable society offers to their
patrons. We find on the programme the names of
Haydn, Weber, Spohr, Mozart, Beethoven, and on
the whole, call the performance of the instrumen¬
tal works a very successful one. We beg the rea¬
der not to take these lines, written in great haste,
for a strictly musical criticism of the concert or
performance; tor that wc have no time, and this
paper no room.
By asserting that the Philharmonic Society

ougnt to communicate to their subscribers pro¬
grammes a few days before a concert iB to take
place, in at least one English, German, and French
paper, we express the opinion of many of their pa¬
trons We know that such is the custom with all
societies of the kind in Europe, and we heard the
remark made, that deserves all the respect which
the Philharmonic Society owe to thtir patrons,
and requires their following this custom.
On the second page of their programme we fir.d

things printed which had been better omitted.
That Haydn has cultivated in very high degree the
field of symphonies is certainly correct.just as
correct as the remark is absurd, that after him
nothing but noiae had been added to thia branch of
instrumental music. How it would surprise Beet¬
hoven, Mendelssohn, and Esser, to see such non¬
sense printed. Oh! tancta timpliritat!
Regarding the stale anecdote following this re¬

mark,we find it altogether incompatible with cor¬
rect and good taste, to print such a tale, and be it
even a more interesting one, in the programme of
a Philharmonic Society. They might have used
their room better by printing the words of the
songB performed that evening. The printing the
words of songs has the agreeable quality of giving
thepublic a pleasing remembrance of tfie concert,
besides possessing the immense advantage of stop¬
ping tu some degree the talking during singing, in¬
asmuch as many of the talkers would seek to fol¬
low the words of the song.
The singer delivered the first song, we suppose,from an American edition, which is notoriously

incorrect. We recommend for the future a cor¬
rect, a German edition. The songs this time offer¬
ed to us were by Weber, Mozart, and Beethoven.
The hearing the aria from Titus, by Mozart,
brought on ua the following thoughts:.
He, who like him has preceded time, him time will not

reach with hia destruction.. CnuttUi.
Is there a transcendant land, where they speak

with tones'! The masters of art conduct you
there by elevating your leelings. Mozart alone
shows us the heaven' to which others must be
elevated in our own hearts, and that it is which
makes him not only the greatest of tone poets,
but unparalleled by any of them. To enjoy Mo-
zart's music you do not need any elevation
or variance of mind.it reflects, like a mir¬
ror, te everybody his own aBd present leel¬
ings.only with nobler features; everybody re¬
cognizes in it ihe poetry of his existence. Sub¬
lime it is, and yet descending ; proud, and at
the same time, accessible 10 every one.profound
though intelligible; venerable and child like; strong
and soft; it is in its movement quiet, aad fresh in its
repose. Music sounding as language of love and
religion, you will find nowhere so heavenly ex¬
pressed as by Mozart.
Diderot affirms, that, in order to write well on

the subject of females and of music, it would be
requisite to dip the pen in the dies of the rainbow,
and dry the paper with powder borrowed from the
wings of the butterfly. Thia is a very pretty
thought, very prettily expressed ; but, unfortunately,
it is not always possible to follow this prescription,
and as it would be very difficult to do so in our
case, we will rather go on.
The overture to Spohr's Tenonda, formed the

beginning of the second part of the concert. We
all know the high gift Spohr possesses, to combine
in his compo~ ,tons grace with dignity, sweetness
with seriousness. The charming sweetness in his
works satisfies, on account of its intrinsic worth,the connoisseur, not leas than it charms and cares¬
ses the desirous ear of the amateur. Spohr has
warm worshippers in all parts of the world, and
among them he can count those who gave us the

[overture; acknowledgment is due to every one
who cherishes the great, noble and beautiful.
The qnartetto from Beethoven's Fidelio, ought

not to have been torn lrom where it belongs, this
was a great mistake. It did not please at all, for the
leap from Italian trash to such classic music was
somewhat too great. In London concert program¬
mes we find the following songs announced :.Airs
by Scherbert or [Hirten Leicl;] pastoral air from
Mendelsohn's operas 57, or Subrika; the Quar-
tetto, by Hauptmann. tor Soprano.Alto, tenor
and bass.which may be had here at Scharfenberg
and Louis', Broadway.we recommend, on account
of their beautiful ana comprehensible melodies lor
performance in our concerts. Two catruri of
Quartettos, by Mendelssohn, have also appeared,
and may be had or ordered.

It would add very much to the embellishment of
the Philharmonic Society's concert programmes if
they would take notice of the programmes of ihe
Leipzig Gewandhaus, or Paris Conservatoire Con¬
certs We there find selections from the operas of
Gluck. (Iphigenia in Aulis; Iphigenia in Tauris,)Cherubint (water carrier,) Spontini, (Fer'd
Cortez,) which offer songs more adapted, that is
more comprehensible to our public eye.

It is very meritorious for every single one of the
gentlemen of the Orchestra to add his performance
for the perfection of the whole.
That a union of artists, the greater part of whom

are gifted with their own individual power, should
show itself willing to live and strive tor the whole,
so that you think to hear but one instrument, one
performer, is.if acquired.the more admirable;the less, otherwise. Genius is found in connexion
with ihe abnegation of the "Ego".one soul!
One will! Then, spirit and coRSiderateness, fire
and moderation, liberty and obedience, are united.
The educated public will never forget to expressits thanks, and acknowledging homage, will al¬
ways be just.
The respectable Philharmonic Society is erect¬

ing for itself a monument in the heart of every true
friend of art. It is a particularly pleasant feeling
to enter at once from the noisy street, the quindomicil ot noble tone-creations.their sublime
dome. The noble end is easily reached, united
Goethe says, "Friends, only do every thing with
seriousness and love, both are so becoming to the
artist." S.

Closing Stores.
I noticed, some time since, in your valuable

journal, an article in relation to closing places of
business, at an early hour, if I mistake not, in the
city of London. It will doubtless be recollected a
similar effort was made in the city of New York,
to close dry gooda stores at eight o'clock in the
evening. Much was said and written upon the
subject at the time, but for some months past it ap¬
pears to have entirely passed from the public
mind. A paper like your's, evidently devoted to
the moral and intellectual elevation.not of a por¬
tion.but of the entire mass of the people, could
scarcely touch a subject more eminently calculated
to benefit a large, and, I may add, a meritorious
class ot our youth,than the retail merchants' clerks.
Retail stores, as a general thing, are opened
throughout the year as early as sunrise. The es¬
tablished hour tor clrsing is 10, and, in some in¬
stances, 11 o'clock. Hence it will appear that the
hours of actual employment range from 15 to 18
each day. The factory system as it exists in the
Eastern States and elsewhere, scarcely presents a
parallel. Taking into consideration the heavy tax
for gas light in our city, it will appear the mer¬
chant is not so much to be censured as the pur¬
chaser. The evils arising from evening shopping,
aside from the almoat impossibility of selecting
colors, &c , need not be enlarged upon ins brief
article like this. It occurs to me, however, if the
facts were laid in a proper light before the public.
if a suitable appeal were made to our citizens gene¬
rally, to abstain from purchasing in the evening,
after say 7 or even 8 o'clock, this evil of closing
at such very late hours, would soon cease. The
majority of retail clerks enter their profession at an
early period, and, save an occasional glance at a

paper, all opportunity of mental improvement
ceases. Hence it has become a standing reproach
that retail clerks generally know little else, save
to measure tapes, <fcc.
The Clerk is expected to be behind his counter

at all times, and is seldom allowed as much lei¬
sure as one evening in each week, or the ordinary
time of the pooteai laborer to get His meals.

Isstesd ot an hour for his breakfast, dinner, or
tea, some twenty or thirty minutes only are allow,
ed. Few retail clrrks can be found who receive
the salary of a mechanic.and I hesitate not to
say, taking into consideration the number of hours
employed, they do not receive the compensation of
a Street Sweeper. I conclude these hastily penned
lines, with an earnest appeal that something may
be done to ameliorate their condition. You, at
the proprietor of a widely circulated journal, can
bring the matter widely before the public.
