Frare vp ¥ THRE Prmmavivanta LEcrataTumz—
Beacui arp T Lxmion Bang.—We published yes-
terday a [ull report of the flare-up in the Penn-
sylvania Legislature, relative to Moses Y. Beach
and the Lehigh Bank. It seems thata resolution
was introduced and passed, requiring an examina-
tion into the proceedings in relation 1o the Lehigh
County Bank, an institution incorporated last year,
for the purpose of aiding and assisting the indus-
trious classes in Allentown, a very beautiful vil-
lage on the Lehigh River, in Pennsylvania. In the
course of the debate which followed the introduc-
tion of this resolution, a variety of statements
were made, which show distinetly, that the circu-
lation of the Plainfield Bank wasused as an instru-
ment of avo:ding the laws of Penosylvania, re-
quiring eertuin couditiors to be complied with in
commeneing the new bank at Lehigh. One of the
members of the House, stated in the course of the
debate, that the large amount of $84,000 of Plain-
field notes was offered in payment of the stock
subseribed for by Mowes Y. Beach. This was in-
deed refused as notbeing money, nor the represen.
tative of money, and as being also contrary to the
law of Pennsylvania, providing for the going into
operation of the charter. An investigation will
soon take place, however, and fresh developments
will be made of the fizanciering operations of Mo-
#=8 Y. Beach, who makes himself worth $250,000,
with all bis real estate mortgaged in this city.

Note one point, however. According to the de
velopments in the Legislature of Pennsylvania,
$81,000 of Plainfield noten were offered in payment
of Lehigh Baok stock, at & time when aecording
1o the statemant ot the managers of the Plaiufield
Bank, they had only $31,000 ia circulation! Jus'
look at these fucts and put them together. It thus
appears that an immensa amount of these Plain-
field notes, over that published by the managers
was in eirculation at thie ume. The interests of
the people of New Jersey and publie justice, re
quire that the Legislature of that Siate, now in ses-
sion at Trenton, should immediately institute an
investigation into this extraordinary case. Ia the
meantime, let all the holders of Plainfield notes, or
of the notes of any bank of which this Beach is
agent, take care. Let no one forget the Jackson-
ville concern,

It is said that one of our largest and most popu-
lar packet shipe, the Queen of the West, which
sails to-morrow for Liverpool, Capt. Woodhouse,
has already several of her stats Tooma engaged for
the trip of next May, and that month being the be-
ginning of the fashionable travelling season, itis
thought that she, as well as the other packets to
sail at that time, the Quaeen in particular, for her
wlmost unrivalled qualities, will be crowded with
passengers. Leaving America in May, travellers
can make the tour of Europe and return home be-
tore cold weather sets in.
