Theru doe* not appear, from day to day, to be the slight¬
est real improvement in the stock maiket. Money con
tinuea very tcarce, and foreign exchange very high ; anJ
until lomo great change takes place in the market we
cannot expect any permanent improvement in atock*. So
long a* alerting exchange rules above ten per cent pre.
tnium, the bank* will not withdraw the restrictions they
have placed upon the money market. Farther advice*
from Europe are looked for with the greatest anxiety,
both by cotton and stock speculators. Shou'd the ac¬
counts in relation to cotton be favorable it will raise Ihe
credit of cotton bills here, and create confidence in them.
All we want, to relieve the market, is the establishment
of the credit of bills ot exchange drawn on shipment* of
cotton, so that remittance* will be made in bills instead
ot specie. There Is every large amount of these bills in
the market, but those indebted sbroad are afraid of them,
and iu forwarding fond*, either purchase the bills ot the
leading houses here, or meke shipments in specie.
The Board of Directors of the Greenwich Insurance

Company have declared a semi-annual dividend of five
percent, payable on and after February 1st.
Five dollar bills of the Lapeer Bank, Michigan, alter¬

ed to the Northampton Bank, Mais., have made their ap¬
pearance in Boston.
The Lockpot t Bank and Trust Company have resumed

. the redemption of its note*. Its bills will be received it
the Mechanics'and Farmers' Bank in Albany as here-

t t«fore. We arc assured that the Bank possesses ample
rusources, which are sulhcient, alter protecting the pub-
lie, to leave the larger part of the capital for the stock¬
holders.
The Rhode Island Agricultural Bank of Johnston has

bern placed in the hands of a Reoeiver by the Bank Com¬
missioners of that State, and it appears that there has
b 'cn fraudulent issue, for more ot the notes havd already
been redeemed, than the Cashier reported to be in circu-
1 iticn. The outstanding notes are not redeemed, and it
is probable they never will he.
The Directors of the West Branch Bank of Williams¬

burg, Pa., have applied to the Legislature far a reduction
of the oupiUl stock, from $400,000 to $100,000.
The inaugural message of Governor Shunk, of Penn¬

sylvania to the Legislature of that S'ate, is very brief on
the subject of the State indebtedness, but urges imme¬
diate attention to the financial affairs of the common¬
wealth. The Governor carefully avoids expreising any
opinion on the question o( the immediate ability of th®
Treasury to resume its payments of interest. This quei-
tio-j requires for its safe decision a careful examination
of the fiscal affairs, including the prespective income and
liabilities of the State. Judging from the tone of the
Governor's remaiks, we should think the cantious poli¬
cy he intends to pursue, tended directly to the nort-pay
ment of the February interest.
In the face ol the existing condition of commercial uf.

fairs, stocks cannet but feel its influence. Quotations are,
therefore, very feverish, and the market very unsettled
Pennsylvania 8's improved j per cent, with very large
gales Erie Railroad j ; Mohawk |; Illinois closed firm
st yesterdsy's prices ; while Farmers' Loan fell off J per
ocnt; Norwich and Worcester j ; Canton J ; Long Island
j ; aud Morris Canal 1}. In our remarks yesterday, in
rel ition to the last named stocks, we stated that from
thirty-four to thirty-six thousand shares were in the hand*
of the receivers, previona to the commencement of the
corner in Wall streett whereas, it appears that only about
o e half cf that quantity was in the bands of the receivers,
the other seventeen or eighteen thousand shares being In
the bands of the trustees oi the United States and Girard
Bank*, havirg been hypothecated to those institutions by
parties indebted, and paid in by those taking the benefit
of the bankrupt law. The receivers' scrip came into the
market, and its appearance astonished those engaged in
the cornering operation, who imagined they had all the
stock in the market under their control. Phe operation
in relation to the claim of the State of Michigan was even
more myrterious than represented. The State of Michi¬
gan loaned a large sum of money to the Morris Canal, for
the sreurity of which the Canal Company deposited with
the Stito a certain amount of assets, consisting of varioas
kinds of property in Now Jersey and elsewhere. It wes
(he object of speculators to get possession of these assets,
and the agent delegated to negotiate with the State autho¬
rities represented the affiirs of the Canal to be in a hope¬
less condition, and the assets constantly depreciating in
value. In consideration of these statements, 8tc., the
au'horitius of the State consented to a public sale of these
securities, which, on the contrary, was very private, and
tr an?grri principally by tho interested parties here, who
became the purchasers at $3000 By thii operation, it ap¬
peal a that asset* given to secure a debt of several millions
were bought up for only $3000, and a mortgage of $900,000
wasobtiined for six hundred thousand. No one could
find the slightest fiultwi h those movements had the
parties represented the Canal Company, or merely par
cbs ed the portion held by tbe holders of the Dutch mort¬
gage, and the State of Michigan ; bnt tbay only repre.
.ented themselves aud their own interests, while they
publicly professed to sot for the liest interes's of the stock-
hoi -ers of the Canal Company. Tha stockholders having
differed severely by the operations of the clique engaged
in these transactions, are determined to bring tho subject
before the proper tribunal, to bring about a thorough in¬
vest igstion. Every member of tbe clique referred to must
have cleared full fifty thousand dollars by their transac¬
tion in the Morris Canal, independent of the profits ari¬
sing from the sales of stocks. Heretofore they have had
all the pioking* in this business ; it is now time for the
lawyers to have a hand in the concern, and when once

th»y get fairly hold of it, there will bo little left for any
other party interred. Tbe exposure of this affair, show¬
ing tho modus operandi of the things in Wall street, has
oreaud considerable excitement in that vicinity, but we
hive (rets in our possession in relation to other stock
bubbles of the street that will even exceed this. There
is the llarlera Railroad, the Canton Company, the Eric
Railroad, end one or two others, In which nearly the
same operations have been practiced.
The foreign and domestic trade of Cleveland, Ohio, for

1644 has been very extensive. The rapid growth of the
cities prominently located on the shote* ofour Western
lakes, and the development of the reaourcet of the conn-

try bordering ou those waters, is wonderful The imports
and exports of Cleveland, for tha past year, have been
te a much greater extent than lor any year previous, and
ibe commerce of that city must, from its geographical po-
¦ t on eventually exceed that of any city west of Buffalo
The trade between Cleveland and Canada is of great im¬
ports! ce to tbe producers cf the western country, ss it
provides an outlet for large quantities of thoir surplus
product!, which otherwise would remain in our markets,
and serru to reduce the value of the whole.

It waa expected this niurntug ihat the President

would communicate a message to both Houses of
Jongrets, to-day, containing as much of the treaty
*'ith China, and the correspondence, as wbs neces¬

sary fur public interest; but such was not the case.
An application was made yesterday to the proper
ifficers of the Senate for information upon this
subject, to be communicated to the commercial
sommunity of New York through your press, and
your correspondent was informed that the Senate
iiad not yet removed the veil of secrecy in the
case, and that the oorrespondence and treaty had
i>een sent back to the President. Notwithstanding
iliis assurance, the National Intelligencer waa sup¬plied wiih ihe letter of Mr Cushing, (sent to Mr.
Nelson, late noting Secretary of State, after the
leath of Mr. Upshur,) which contains the gist of
the treaty and the correspondence, ena which jroureceived by due cnurse ol mail. Such proceeding
nit the pait of this Cle k cf the Senate will be
uly remembered and appreciated at a future day.The New York press are fully entitled to everyprivilege oi examination ot public documents, and
when duplicity is resorted to, to deceive one of its
representatives, the Hgent thus deceiving should bo
marked for a future period, as he certainly will be.
A. message on this subject will probably be com¬
municated by the President to Congress to-morrow
i»r next day, which will be forwarded to you at
he earliest date.
The Texas deba'e was continued to-day in the

liouse. and Mr. Rhetf, of South Carolina, and
Gfiduisgs, the ultra abolitionist of Ohio, with others
-poke upon the subject. As I informed you yeeier-
J.iy, in anticipation, a resolution was adopted this
morning to take the Eubject out ol Committee of
the Whole on Saturday of this week, when a vote
will be called evincing the opinion ot the House.
In the meantime it is probable that all the proposi¬tions, except that reported by the Committee on
Fore'gn affairs, will bo referred back to the com¬
mittee, arid the debate continue until Saturday,when they will report a plain, simple joint resolu¬
tion for annexation, without details, which will be
adopted by a small majority. The anti-slavery, or
rather the raw abolition speech delivered by Gid-
ding to-day will induce several of the Southern
whiga to vote for annexation, and should Richard
D. Davis, of New York, make a speech in opposi¬tion to the measure, add several votes to the majo¬rity in its favor. Hale, of New Hampshire, Ham¬
lin, of Maine, Brinkerhoof, of Ohio, and Stetson,
of New York are marked by a large portion of
their constituents for their anti-democratic course.
Hale is a candidate for re-election, but will be
defeated, if nominated. Hamlin and Brinker¬
hoof are re-elected tor the next Congress, and
therefore they presume to violate the wishes of
their constituents, in order to gratily their feelings
lor the defect of Mr. Van Bureo, in the nomination
at Baltimore; they will learn and regret their error
ere another month passes by. Stetson is left at
home by his constituents, and therefore has no¬
thing to loose by his course. One thing however
is certain, which should guide the political judg¬
ment of those few democratic members who ap¬
pear not to understand the state of public opinion ;
that is, that with the exception of Hale, of New
Hampshire, not a single democratic member, who
9 a uauuiuaie tur rc-eitrcuun, IP nrsiiie 10 &«nexa«
non. There are fifty-two democrats in the House
from the States of New Hampshire, Connecticut,Virginia, Notth Carolina, Alabama, Mississippi,Kentucky, 'Jennesee, and Indiana, not one of
whom, except the one mentioned, who are candi¬
dates for re-election to the next Congress are
known to be opposed to annexation. In the
States of Rhode Island and Maryland now re¬
presented by whigs, no democratic candidate
lor election will be found against annexation,and in these districts in the otherstates previouslymentioned, now represented by members of the
whigSparty, the democratic candidates are openlyavowing their approbation of this measure, and
still the " mules," as they are called here, disavow
that public opinion is in its favor.
You will perceive by the regular proceedings,that Mr Dromgoole, of Va., offered an amend¬

ment to his proposition for annexation, giving the
contemplated State ot Texas two membera in the
House ot Representatives. Mr. Darragh, ot Penn¬
sylvania, gave notice to-day of a bill to atrhorixe
the settlement of private claims against Mexico,which will be adopted, as there is some reason to
believe that the instalments due have been paid Mr.
Douglass also gave notice of intention to introduce
a bill to establish military posts in the contempla-ed new territories of Nebraskie and Oregon,which will tend much to aid emigration to these
regions. The interesting letters from Oregon, pub-1 shed in the Herald, arc greedily perused by all
who wish a practical knowledge of that country.
They are far more beneficial to the emigrant than
all the polished contents ot Greenhow's history,
or Lieut. Fremont's expedition, because they are
the plain, practical views and opinions of one who
travelled to that country as an emigrant with his
family, and who still remains there, well satisfied
with his enterprise.
The supposition that Col. Win. H Polk, the

brother ot (he President, had withdrawn his no¬
mination to the delightful, and even lucrative, po¬
sition of Charge to Naples, appears to be unfound¬
ed. It is still before the Senate for confirmation-
He lelt here for Tennessee last week, and will re¬
turn with the President elect about the 18th of
February.
In accordance with previous arrangement, yes¬

terday afternoon, at the time bail was entrrtd byCol. C J. McNulty, he appeared this morning be¬
fore Justice Morsell, in one of ihe rooms of the
City Hall, at 10 o'clock, attended by his counsel,John M. Reed, Esq , of Philadelphia, and John
Hoban, Esq , of this city His counsel signified
their readiness to proceed with the case. A delay
<>f upwards of an hour ensued before the District
Attorney was prepared to make answer, when he
finally proposed an adjournment, in order to allow
time to send to New York for witnesses.

This is unfortunate for those concerned, but it will
he seen t'hat it cannot be avoided, as half a dozen
votes, or perhaps a single vote,may be necessary to
secure this important measure.
The Senate wnsoccupied to-day with the Smith¬

sonian bequest, the result of which will be tvund
in their proceedings.

The Chair presented the credentials of the re¬
election in the Senate, of Daniel Sturgeon of Penn¬
sylvania, for 6 years, from 4th Murch next; also
the credentials from the same body for the same
constnutional term, of the election of Hon. John
M Clayton, from the State ol Delaware.
The Chair also laid before the Senate a series

of communications from the Postmaster General
in response to inquiries of the Senate. One of
these communications relates to the means neces¬
sary, and the plan of operations, in superceding or
suppressing a certain express line between New
York and New Orleans, in which the Editor of the
Herald is strongly suspected as a particept crtminit,
which were referred to the Posi Office Commit¬
tee. The chatr also delivered to the Senate a com¬
munication from the Register ot the Treasury,
(through the Secretary,) furnishing a schedule ot
the advalorcm duties paid upon the hill ol foreign
merchandise in table E of the Secretary's annual
report; also, a communication from the Naval Se¬
cretary, covering a list ot the rejected applicants
for the past year, for pensions.
The President pro. tern, next signed the House

hill providing for a uniform day lor the election of
Presidential Electors throughout the United States.
President's signature only wanted to the complete
ratification ot the law.
Petitions were presented for a reduction of post¬

ages ; against the annexation of Texas; for pen¬sions ; for land claims; tor change of public school
lands, fee , and several private bills were reported.
