It will he observed that, on comparing the quotations
of to-day with those of the 30;h of December, there ha,
oeen but very little olteration, but the fluctuations and
variation* in several of the stocks in the meantime
current, are not seen in these tables. Daring the pest
month there ha* been quite a speculative movement in
Ohio 0's end Pennsylvania A'*, particularly in the last
named security, which has been produced by the proba¬
bility of the interest due in February being paid in cash.
From the closing of the book* up to the present moment
there have been the most conflicting ercnunf* from Ihe
scat of governmont of Pennsylvania, in relation to tl e
payment of the interest in fall in cash. Tho greatest ex
citement has existed in consrquence of the doubt hanging
over this thiug, and operation* to a great extent have
been mads, between those believing the interval would
not bo paid and those bi litviiig it would. During these
speculative ti anaactions price* have ranged from 70 to 74)
per cent, but now rule at 72 a 72). The Special Message
of Gov Shunk to the Legislature, on the subject of th"
State interest, settles the question for the present. The
Legislature may pass the bill now under con-
si Irration providing for the appropriation of the
mon-y now In the Treasury to tho payment ol
the February interest, but we do not believe the
Governor will s gn it According t> atatamenta made
in the Special Message alluded to, It appears that the State
debt nmo'inU to $40,708 866 80. Tho interest on tho ori,
ginal indebtedness cf tho State has not hern pfld since

Kobr'iary 1842, and the interest funded nmounis to
$4 433,373 Al. The inteiest on tho State debt in 1844,
amounted to $1,9A4,187 14, and for 184A it will amount to
$9,01:1 013 Afl. The call* on the Treasury for the year
ending Dec. 1,184A, are estimated to amount to $2,948,422
OA, whilo the income of the year ending tamo time, ia e«

Minuted to amount tj $3,034 610 (18, showing a deficit of
$801 9J1 37. Were the entire balance in the Treasury on
the 1st of December, 1944, to be applied to the reduction
ot thii deficiency, there would (till remain a deficit oi
$308,089 49 The apparent balance in the Treasury on
the 30th Inst was (901,703 33, of which $07 367 93 were
unavail able this leaves a balance of $934,133, which,
with receipts to the 1st of February, will make an availa¬
ble balance on that day of $849,133, being $133,301 leas
than the amount ol interest then due. The balance, esti¬
mated to bo in the Treasury applicable to the payment ol
the interest on the 1st of August, provided the Legisla.
lure make no special or eatrsordinary appropriations to be
paid prior to the lit of August, will amount ta only
$189,799 80. The Governor says, that the question may
be regarded as a simple alternative, whether all the mo¬
neys which will be in the Treasury on the 1st of Februa¬
ry shall be converted into funds and paid out as far as
they will go in discharge of the interest then due, oi
whether such a rate of interest shall be paid on the lit o
February, as can, with reasonable certainty be again paid
on the 1st of August. We have, from the commencement
of the agitation of this subject, placed great confidence in
the sound judgment of the present Executive en this ques¬
tion. Wo felt satisfied that nothing would be done at pre¬
sent, unless there were some good evidences of an ability
to continue the payment. The Legislature may heedless¬
ly pass a bill, authorizing the payment oi the interest in
full, but we trust Gov. Hhunk will interpose his veto, and
prevent the Legislature from plunging the State still
deeper into the depths oi bankruptcy.
The movemeuts of those entrusted with the negotia

tione betwopn the S'ate of Illinois and the foreign bond
holders, are watched with much anxiety, and the doings
iu the legislature of that State, in .elation to the public
debt, possess much interest. Messrs. Oakley and Lea
vitt have taken their deputure for Springfield, the seat of
Government in Illinois, to advance any movement that
may be made towards passing a tax law, providing for the
payment of the interest on the canal loan recently obtain¬
ed, upon certain conditions. Negotiations lor this loan
have beeh going on for nearly two years, and the preli¬
minaries we.rtvull settled by Commissioners Oakley and
Ryan, their first tour to Europo. Tho first proposition
made to tho commissioners by the bondholders was,that *
tax should be levied to raise a certain sum.$400,000.thf
bondholders subscribing for the balance.$1 300.000 Th«
second proposition made by the same to the same parties,
was, that a tax should be levied to pay the interest on the
loan.$1,600,000.they, the bondholders, subscribing loi
the whole. The commissioners returned to this country
and patiently waited the filling up of the subscription list,
which progressed rather slowly. To accelerate the bu
siness, Mr. Leavitt, ol the American Exchange Bank ol
this city, was induced, partly on account of the interest
the Bank had in the stock of the State, accompany Col.
Oakley to Europe, to close the business at once, if pos¬
sible, so as to report to the Legis'ature now in session
Mr. Leavitt has accomplished no more than Messrs. Oak¬
ley and Ryan did. He may have induced some parties to
subscribe who otherwise might not have done so; but the
conditions of the loan are no more favorable than those
settled by the commissioners. The bank, oi which Mi
Leavitt is President, will probably be as much benefitted
by the success of the negotiitions as any* other party in
terested ; the object being, undoubtedly, to get ridolils
Illinois stock at as high prices as possible. A bill Is now
before the Legislature of the State, providing for the con¬
ditions exacted by the foreign bondholders ; but its he-
coming a law is very doubtful. There are two great par-
ties in that State.one in favor and the other against the
completion of the canal.each have a bill before the two
houses, and it is at present impossible to tell which will
succeed. Mr. Ryan, one ol the commissioners, is in the
Senate, actively engaged in carrying through the bill in
favor of the foreign bondholders; while his opponents are
as actively engaged on the other bill. Something must
be done this session. The Legislature only meets every
two years, and unless, something decisive is done now,
the whole concern must be given up. The portion of the
canalnow partly finished must go to wreck,and the indebt¬
edness of the State rapidly accumulate, until eventually
It must become the most insolvent State in the Union. It
is highly important that something should bo done before
the Legislature now In session adjourns.either pass the
bill levying a tax to obtain the canal loan, and finish the
canal, or pass] the bill introduced to dispose ol the canal,
the canal lands, the public lands, and levy a tax sufii
ciently lurge to pay the full interest on the public debt.

Mr. Huntington proposed to amend Mr. Miller's

amendment ot yesterday, so as that single letters
of the weight and character aforesaid be chatged.
For distances not exceeding M) mile* Sets.
For distances over 60 and not exceeding 460 miles 6 ct*.
For all dit'.aucea over 260 miles 10 ctr.
Mr. H. advocated this amendment as a more

equal division ot postages. In the great cities,
where the mem portion of the postage reveuues
was collected, the short distances lor which a vast
proportion of this letter transportation was carried.
Ov this reduction to three cents lor distances of
titty miles or lew, it would increase the correspon¬
dence. Another great advantage would be that
this low rate, in securing all the letters for such
distances, weuld necessarily drive out of the field
the private expresses, which now absorb so much
of the letter transportation properly belonging to
the Post Office Department.

Mr. Merrick opposed the amendment of Mr.
Huntington, more particulaily the minimum re¬
duction to three cents. The office charges and
costs to the Department upon letters tor thirty or
(ilty miles, were as heavy as upon letters sent a
thoisand miles. They had to be received and deli¬
vered by just the same process,whether the distance
of carriage was a greater cr lesser distance. As
to the suppression of private expresses, Mr. M»r-
rick sutgi sled the rem-.!v < f 'be enal enactments
embodied in the bill, and even more rigid penal¬
ties it required, to secure to the Department the
whole ol its legitimate resources ol revenue.
Mr. Miller contended for the minimum reduc¬

tion, as proposed itt the amendment.
Mr. Simmons took the same side of the question.

The greatest reduction should be, for all available
puriKisea, upon short distances, as upon the long
lines of intercommunication there was no compa¬
rative danger to the department from the competi¬
tion ot private expresses Mr. $. was sorry that
the head of the Department, and the Chairman of
the Committee could not have discovered the au-
hority lor a en.
