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AFTERNOON SEBRION.

At 20 minutes past 3, the Convention waas called
to order by the President, and Judge Allen, from
the Committee on the Address, submitted a very
long Address tothe Feople of the United States. —
The address takesstrong ground against the anuex.
ation of Texas—denies that the representatives 1n
Congress can indicate the assent of their States to
the measure, and refers to the fact that the originul
Union of the States was formed by a Convention,
the members of which were specially chosen and
delegated for that purpose. The formation of the
treaty is then alluded to, its rejection by a two-
thirds vote of the Senate, and the subsequent intro-
duction at the present session of a joint resolution,
which is stated to be modified in form but having
snbstantially the same objects. The address de-
plores the passage of this resolution by the Houae.
and states that if it pass the Senate, the forms of

law will be complied with, but the spirit thereof
violated ; that a precedent will thus be establishe:
which will lead to the trampliog on the treaty-ma.
king power of the Senate. 'The opinion is sirong.
ly urged that a resolution in any shape, for the en °
nexation of another nation, is 8 compact or trean
with a foreign goveroment, and therefore of neces-
sity, according to the Constitution, requires a two
thirds vote of the Senate.

he doctrine is, however, laid down in the ad-
dress, with great positivenese;, that there is no
power in any, or sll the branches of the nations
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gover s for the annexation of foreign tern
tory. The precedenis of Lowsisna and Florids
are mentioned in the address, us d 1t is denied thai
any of the discumstances of necr asity, which some
have eupposed, excused those infractions of the
Constitution, exist in the present case, The nex
position of the address is, that aunexation is enl.
culated and desigoed for the _burpose of upholding,
strengthening, aud perpetuating negro slavery; anc
the frankness of Mr Calhoun’s avowal upon thi-
subject is strengly urged. A large space is devoted
to a view of the institution of slavery in the United
States, irom the time of the revolution to the pre
gent time; and the opinons of Washington, thﬂ
son, Patrick Henry, John Jay, and others in faver
of abolishing slavery, are cited, The fact that the
Constitution doea not once mention slavery, i
touched upon; and also the incompatability of
slavery with some of the first provisions of that in-
strument. Other objections to annexation, inde.
pendent of the constitutional objection, are ther
urged; and particularly with reference to the man-
ner in which Texan independence was achie-
ved, viz: by citizens of the United Siates, and
soldiers of the United Statesarmy.

The address then assumes that the United States
must, 10 case of the annexation of Texas, pay her
debts, supposed to be 000,000, assume the war
against Mexico, and possibly get involved in war
with other, and mofe powerful nations. In ron-
clusion, the address sums up by saying that Mas.
sachueetts denounces the “iniquitous project,”” it
every light in which it can be placed, a8 a measure
which will overthrow the constitution, and'dis-
aolve the bonds of the existing union. An appea’
18 made to the citizens of the nor-slaveholding
States 10 oppose annexation on the score of jnte
rest, and the members of Congress from the free
States, who have voted for annexation, are' de
nounced, liviog or dead, in the most termagen:
terms, the concludiae words of this remarkable
document being “‘guilt and ruin.”

The Reverend Mr. Lovgioy, of Cambridgeport,
a brother of Lovejoy who was murdered by an an
ti-abolition mob at Alten, Illinois, some years ago
nddressed the Presideat npon the subject of ths
address. He said when Louis X V1. left his throne
and came into the national sssemibly for the las
time, he eaid, *‘citizens of France, I come here 1o
prevent a great cnime.”  So, ton, do ‘his Conven-
tion come here to prevent a great crime !

Tuuaspay, Jan. 30, 1845

vity to the senboard. At the point where the dam is
