'shan in IH-11, but tho additional quantity produced in 1844
sw llnl the aggregate value to a sum several millions
gr Hum that of 1843. The price of cotton in 1844
averaged so much lower than in 1843, that the increased
quit try produced did not makeup the dHT-rence, then
bei g a variation in the value of the crop of more than
leur millions of dollars. Tho cultivation and production
of sugar, oats, flax, hemp and rice were much greater in
1844 than in 1843, while tho increase in most of the other
agricultural staples has been very trifling. It ia a very
exTuordinaay fact that the production of wheat in this
country is not sufficient to give every inhabitant five
bushels of wheat, or one barrel of flaur each. A large
part of the inhabitants of the interior live principally on
Cui-n, the production of which is immense in every sec
tion of thu country, averaging, to every soul, about twen
ty bushel* each. It is estimated that the average con
sumption of breadstuff* in the United States, ia about
equal lo two bu hels of flour or tau bushels of grain to
each inhabitant. This would consume 190,000 000 bushels
of breadstuff*. In 1844 the production of wheat, rye and
corn.the principal grains used for food for man.amount
ed to 644,010 000 bushels, leaving a surplus of 364,010.000
bushels of these grains for food for animals, and for ex¬

port. bo long as wo produce so large a quantity of
hrea tstuffi, prices must rule very low, reducing the pro¬
fits of the ngiiculturists and the price of the soil. Thr
cultivation oL.wheat in this State cannot now be carried
on profi.ably ; the western country already nuaily mono¬
polizes tho cultivation ol this grain, and the farmers ot
this State cannot successfully compete with those ofOhio,
InOiaus, or Illinois

SECOND SESSION.

In tfenate,
Washington, Tuesday, Feb 4.

Mr. Pkarce presented the credentials r.f the Hon.
Reverdy Johnson, oi Maryland, elected to the U.
3 Senate for six years from the 4'.h of March Dext.

Mr. White presented resolutions from the Leg.
islature oi Indiana, instructing their Senators to
vote for putting an end to the joint occupancy of
the Oregon Territory.

Mr. Whits expressed his willingness to go even
hirther than these resolutions provide He could
do so consistently with his oath.
Mr Dix presented a petition, asking the Senate,

by negotiation or otherwise, to procure the annex¬
ation ut Canada. Mr. D. in conformity with the
decieion yesterday, moved that it lie on the table,which whs ordered.
Mr Nii.es presented a memorial trom a largeportion ot his immediate neighbors, aeking ihe

Senate to take immediate and iriendly action for
ihe acquisition oi Texas.
The tollowicg resolutions were submitted and

ad» ted:.
A resolution by Mr Dayton, calling on the Pre¬

sident, it not inconsistent v,i h the public interest,
-o inform the Senate whether Dull theen does now
hold, or has held, any diplomatic station at the Re¬
public of Texas; if so, when he was appointed;what is his pay; whit were his instructions.
A resolution by Mr. Huntington, that the Secre¬

tary of War communicate to the Senate a record
of the magnetic observations made ut Glrard Col¬
lege, if now in hi* possession.

Also, a res Imion by Mr Ashley, that the Se¬
cretary of the Treasury inform ihe 3envte it second
patents have been issue* on claims already adjudi¬cated, and for the papers in such cases
Mr. Evans, from the Committee on finance, re¬

ported the sub-treasury bill to the Monte without
amendment, and recommended its indt finite post¬
ponement.
The O.egon bill waa "referred to the committee

already having a like subject under com'deration.
The morning business beiug finished, the Senate

took up the unfinished business of yesterday, beingthe post office bill. The question was upon an
amendment of Mr. Ashley to provide for any de¬
ficiency ih the post office revenue out of the pub¬
ic treasury.
The amendment was debated at some length
Mr. Phslpm opnoaed it, because if the depart¬

ment was allowed to lean unon the Treasury, we
should have no economy in the contracts for carry¬
ing th'- mails. In his own State all the contractors
had grown rich, and many of them now received
twice as much as iheirfservics were worth.*
Mr. Ashley urged the necessity of his provise,and said that without it mail facilities must be

withheld from the new Slates He believed that
ihe dr ficiency would exceed seven hundred and
fifty thousand dollars; hut he saw no reason tor re¬
quiring the Post Office Department to auppart itself.
I* waa his hone6t opinion that the dissemination of
intelligence among ihe people whs of more conse¬
quence to the permanence of our institutions than
a II the fortificvtions of our cousto and harbors. The
amendment was adopted.
Mr. Bagby moved an amendment, which waa

adopted, givmg to nil deputy postmasters the same
compensation in 1845 which they had in 1844

Several messages in writing were here received
from the President of the. United States.
The post office bill was finally reported to the Se¬

nate, and the various amendments, already made,
were concurred in, and some alterations were
made in the phraseology of the hill. The word
"stamp" was stricken out and "Irank" submitted.
A tedious debate then followed upon an amend¬

ment proposed by Mr. Simmons, in reference to the
franking privilege.
Mr. Allbn spoke at length against the abolition

of the franking privilege, and argued ingeniously to
nrove that by doing sway with the privilege, mem¬bers of Congress were getting rid of the labor of
correspondence with their constituents.

ANNEXATION OF TEXA8-
In the midst ot the speech of Mr. A. he was in¬

terrupted by a request from Mr. Archer that he
would allow him (Mr Archer) to make a report
upon the joint resolution for the anntxation of
Texas.
Mr. Archer said that his state of health waa

such that he waa compelled to throw himoelf upon
the courtesy of the Senator from Ohio and the
Senate, to permit him, out of order, to make a
report upon this very interesting subject, in order
that he might withdraw immediately idler.
Mr Archer then sent to the Ch tir the report in

question, together with all the memorials and reso¬
lutions on the subject, which had been referred to
the Committee on Foreign Relations
The report of the committee ends with the fol¬

lowing resolution, viz :.
Resolved, That the joint resolnti'n passed by the Hease

ot Representatives, for the annexation cf Texas to the
United States, be r» jio ed.
A motion whs made for printing the report and

resolution, which was etirpted
Mr. Buchanan said he waa io a minority of one

in the committee which made this repoit, and at
the proper time, he should aovocate the passage of
the measure as it came from the Hease.
