Tha money mar¬
ket oontinue* very easy, and the rate of interest range*
from five to seven par cent. The bank* loan liberally on

stocks, and speculators make use of the faoilitie* offered,
but there ie not sufficient exoitement to draw into the
street capitalist*. So far the speculations have been car¬
ried on principally by those who have small capitals and
no other business, and who are raguiar and steady «pecu¬
lators! in stock*. To get up'a very great speculative ex¬
citement, in Wall street, requires some movement that
will attract thoee who seldom do business in the street,
but wait until prices get iairly started before they are
tempted to take held.
We oannot look for much real improvement in quota¬

tions for fancy or any other stocks, until there exists a
general improvement in business.until all the depart
ments of trade are in active operation. A revival of trade
and a revival of speculation in stocks simultaneously take
place. It is the commercial classes that give activity to
all kinds of business, and the stock brokers of Wall street
depend more upon the mercantile classes than upon all
others put together.
By the arrival of the packet ship Zurich, we have five

All the railroad* of New England have, for the past

year, been nnusually productive, and the prospective
productiveness of the roads now in operation is so flat
tering, that the stock of most of them is daily increailng
in value. The Legislatures oi Maine, New Hampshire and
Massachusetts have passed several bills authorizing' the
coDStruotion ofrailioad* ; among others, a bill has passed
the Legislature of Maine, by a vote of 104 to 10, incorpo¬
rating the Atlantic and St. Lawrence Railroad Company.
This company has been incorporated for the purpose i.f
drawing the Canada trade to rortlaud, as it is about one
hundred miles nearer Montreal than Boston is. The
Fi'chbuigh Railroad Company havo nearly completed
their road, and the Burlington Railroad Company con¬
nect at Fitckburgh, and extend their road through Ver¬
mont to the watera of Lake Champlain at Burlington,
whiah will, eventually, bo extended to Montroal. Thii
road, from Boston to Montreal, would pats through a rich
and populous country, having a large t-ede, while that
from Portland to Montreal would pass through a wi'd, un¬
settled and pour section, having no trade of consequence,
and in tvery respect much inferior to the northern part of
Mssstchusetts and interiar of Vermont.
The Charge d'Affairs of the United States to Grenada

has just arrived in this city. He has nfgociated a com
mercial treaty, which cannot be otherwise than of the
greatest importance to the commercial interests of the
United States. The treaty says that the commerce of
this country shall be pieced on an equal footing with
Uint of the most favored nations. The duty on articles,
the growth and manufacture of the United States, is to be
reduced one-fifth. Our domestic manufactures are to lie
admitted on as favorable ttrms aa those of Oroat Britain.
This treaty will, without doubt, be ratified, if itdoesnot
interfere with any treaty we may have with other ne-
lions. We are not informed whether the government ol
Gienada requires any reduction in the dutiea now levied
on their productions imported into this country, or not-
Public opinion, ix regard to commercial treaties, is daily
becoming more liberal, and we think that the new admin
titration will bring about a complete revolution in thia
department of our foreign affair*.
