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Mr. Folk lit Washington.llli Cabinet.
Several ot the journals have been publishing,

during Uh Ust few day#, an article lrom the Naih-
vitlt Union, under the head of "Mr. I'olk'aCabi¬
net," 1:4 being the latest and moat auih< ntio intelli¬
gence connected with the forniation of the coming
administration, which will no doubt very soon be
accomplished in Washington. The views express¬
ed by the Nashville editor are only a repetition of
the same principles and the same information
which we received from a pnvate and confidential
correspondent, writing from Wheeling, and who
was in the train ol the President in his progress
over the mouutaius. The iVasfcrHit Union states
that preliminary to the selection of the Ca¬
binet, the President will make a declaration rela¬
tive to the principles on which the new administra¬
tion will be conducted, in relation to questions in¬
timately connected with the peace and harmony of
his councils. These principles are founded on a
confirmed purpose in Mr. Polk's mind that he him¬
self is not to be a candidate for the succession,nor
any one connected with his administration. The
views of the Nashville editor and of our corres¬
pondent are entirely identical on this point.
This being the case, we farther stated that alter

Mr. Polk thus declared his purpose, he would in¬
vite Mr. Calhoun to remain in the position of Se¬
cretary st State, provided he considered himself
as bound by the principle which Mr. Polk had
established with regard to the succession. This
will be the preliminary step in the formation of the
Cabinet. Mr. Calhoun will be invited by Mr
Polk to remain in his present station, under the
full declaration that Mr. Polk is to be regarded as

a candidate for the suocession in 1848, nor Mr
Calhoun bo long as he remains in the Cabinet.
Now, this being the ease, it has been a subject of
considerable inquiry in the political circles here,
whether, in the position now occupied by Mr
Calhoun before the country, he csn accept the
offer of Mr Polk on the terms announced. Many
think that he cannot; but such is not our opinion.
We believe, from what we know of Mr. Calhoun's
sentiments, and ihose of his friends that he will
accept the office of Secretary of State undef this
condition, and that he will not be a
candidate for the succession so long as he
remains in that Cabinet. A few days, however,
will put us in possession of authentic de¬
tails on which to form a correct opinion, or proba¬
bly of the fact itself.
These preliminary details of the Cabinet being

.ettled, the next business will be the selection of
the other Cabinet officers, and we have 110 doubt
that they will be chosen on the principles already
indicated in this journal, that is, that all the great
aectionsof the democratic party will be fully and
fairly represented. We have in our possession a

number of names in these parts, but we prefer wait¬
ing a few days before we give them to our readers.
The interest in all these matters, both here and at
Washington, is beginning to be very intense, and

intelligence from the Capitol is looked for with
the greatest anxiety. We believe that we have
the best correspondents at Washington at this mo¬

ment, and that they have access to all proper se¬
crets there in a more extensive degree than any
others, and that all the information may be fully
depended on which appears in the Herald.
Express to New Orleans and Speculations

in Cotton..The newspapers around us are jusi
beginning to discover that we have been running
an express between New Orleans and New York
and New York and New Orleans, for several weeks
past, and that there has been a great deal of money
made in some way or another; and, according to one
calculation, it is figured out that $3000 was clear¬
ed in one operation. We are charged by some

papers with having established an express. We
admit the soft impeachment. We are charged
with having beat the Post Office Department. We
also admit that awful charge. We are charged
with having driven the Post Office Department into
the eatabliahment of another express. We plead
guilty to this accusation, also.

But we are further charged with having made
immenae sums of money by speculations in cotton.
Whether this latter charge is true or not, we can¬
not at this moment say, not having received our
returns from the South, and having heard nothing
farther of the matter than what appears in the
newspapers. But if the enterprise which we, in
conjunction with others, started for the purpose of
conveying intelligence between New Orleans and
New York in advance of the United States Mail,
and which has re animated the Post Office Depart¬
ment, causing a shaking even of the dry lionee of
Mr. Wickliffe himself, should bring us half a mil¬
lion of dollars and lay the foundation of a fortune
of $25,385,699 87jj, thus placing us ahead of John
Jacob Aator, pray, who has any right to object to
it 1 Is not the enterprise open to any one 1 If we
choose to establish an express and drive the Post
Office into competition with us, have we not a per¬
fect right to do sol Have we not a right to use
the intelligence for our own advantage and
that of the public I And if we have made ten
thousand dollars at a single blow by this
operation, we shall still go on and establish ex¬
presses not only to New Orleans, but to the West,
and the South, and the East, and every where, so
as to make probably fifty millions of dollars, and
when we reach that, we shall endeavor to make a
loan to the fraudulent States, making them honest,
if it be in our power. Our great purpose is to re¬
move from the delinquent States of this confeder.
acy the stigma affixed to them by the pen of the
Rev. Sydney Smith. We want to make money
sufficient to buy up ths whole of their stock, and
enable them to liquidate their debts, and if during
the present year we shall have reached only a sum
of one million of dollars, we hope is two or three
years more by our enterprise to make up the full
sum of fifty orsixty millions and then generously to
payoff the whole of the State debts. We would
also pay off the Croton debt, but as John Jacob as-
tor has been beforehand with as there, we must
rest satisfied with the liquidation of the State
debts.
Movements of the Whio Party..We per¬

ceive by the Commercial Advertiser, and by the
movements of Mr. Morehend tn the Senate, that
the whig party are beginning to collect their forces,
and to organize for the campaign in 1848. This
has probably been brought about by the appearance
of Mr Webster at Washington. It is stated that
ha had a consultation with all the Senators belong
ing to the whig party, and that they agreed upon
some general plan of operations, probably to oppose
the Texas annexation and occupation of Oregon,
as the only open questions at this moment. In con¬
nection with this we perceive that the Commercial
Advertiser of this city, always in the interest of
Mr. Webster, through Hiram Ketchum, has openly
by implication brought forward Mr. Webster as

the whig candidate for '43 Now there are a great
many whigs and others throughout the country
who will demur at this nomination, or thrusting of
Mr Webster before the parly as their candidate for
the succession, and who believe that he does no'

possi as elements of popularity sufficient to carry
him into the Presidency. On the other hand, many
think that General Scott would be much more
likely to be elected in 1848

Political Intriguet.The Globe-Cliques and

Cottritt.
The city of Washington is becoming the centre

of attraction to the whole couutry.the very burn¬
ing focus of intrigue, consuminganxiety, and men¬
dacious office begging. The near approach of the
4th of March is drawing from all quarters of the
country the eager expectants of Presidential faveis,
to claim their reward! for so far playing the patriot
as to cast one vote in tuvor of Mr. Polk for the
Presidency. " Virtue is its own reward," says the
aphorism.but it is no reward to these occasional
patriots, that the democratic party has succeeded
in placing in the Presidential chair|an able states¬
man, a faithful politician, and a pure man. They
have been abundantly zealous, many of them, at
the eleventh hour, but their zeal needs encourag¬
ing and must be paid for. But I am assured from
the best authority that Mr. Polk will proceed to
Uis work with great deliberation, and he will do the
business thoroughly. He will be in no haste, even
to appoint his cabinet. You need not be surprised,therefore, if he permits the present >'abinet to re¬
main till he carefully surveys the whole ground
from this point, and then call around him a cabinet
of sterling and tried men, in whose appointmentthe whole country will cheerfully acquiesce. No
man certainly knows.perhaps not even Mr. Polk
himself as yet.who they will be ; but public opiu-
lon, his near friends, and a thousand little cir¬
cumstances point with great force to those persons,
or some of them at least, who will most certainly
compose a part of the Executive family. As you
have already received precise information on this
i>oint, I will not give any names now. Mr. Cal¬
houn. it is understood, has no particular desire to
remain in the cabinet, and prebably would only
consent to do so, should Col. Polk deem it mate¬
rial to strengthen his administration and render
it successful. For it lis well known that Mr
Calhoun has at all times been most anxious¬
ly concerned for Mr. Polk's complete success;
lirst, in his elevation to the Presidency, and
nqjv, that his administration should be an emi¬
nently wise and prosperous one. In this I speak
from a knowledge which admits of no doubt or
mistake. Mr. Calhoun considers Mr. Polk an able,
u firm, and a pure roan, and he hopes everythingfrom his energy and integrity of character, in fer¬
reting out and correcting ihe unblushing and cor¬
roding abuses that have crept into almost all the
>perations of the government There is an abso¬
lute rottenness in the present state of political mo¬
rals, which would require the united exertions of
both of them, indeed, to search out and fully cor¬
rect. Mr. Calhoun is anxious that Mr. Polk should
call around him able men, who will enable aud as¬
sist him to carry out such salutary reforms as may
he found necessary to purify and re-establish the
government on proper principles, and enable him to
retire from the exalted station, at the end of four
years, with increased honors and an imperishable
fame.

" Little Thunder" and Hutchins appear in first
rate spirits, and not to mind the truth.

Gordon, who was afterwards
afraid to reveal the fact, lest it Bhould operate
against him on his trial. There is no doubt that a
gun has been found, but liters is so much mystery
about its history, that it only serves to wrap the
whole affair in greater darkness.
What has become of our Postmaster 1 He went

to your city about a month since, some said to
spend a week or so with his wife's friends.others
said to take up his residence there. The last ru¬
mor we had of him represented him on his way to
North Carolina, to see some of Mr. Polk's old
school-mates. I wish you would look him up and
*end him home, for somebody is needed in his of¬
fice juBt now. By the way, he has managed to
keep that office twelve years; yet, in the whole
rime has not voted for a single one of the success¬
ful candidates for the Presidency.

I have
seen him.the unfortunate man, who is so soon to suffer.
perhaps I should say, who has suffered so much and
whose sufferings are so soon to end Pale and haggard
'here is yet a look ot aomposure, almost of innocence, in
his countenance. Some ray of hope.the hope, perhaps,
which his religion brings him.seems mingled with his
lespair. He does net look like a bad man.like a murdur
it. To me he seems more the image of a man of little
nind, whose thoughts have been disturbed by a sudden
ind to him inexplicable accusation of crime and incarce
ration with felons, and who is trying to recover himself
ind understand his position. Imprisonment has worn him
town.perhaps softened, perhaps hardened his nature.
out it has worn him down; he is thin, pale, and evidently
feeble in body. Mental torture.the torture of guilt.may
aave made him so.but 1 cannot look upon him as a man
if intellect, and oapable of much mental suffering A
kind ef bashfulness in him,l would attribute more to lack
of intellect and education than to a sense of guilt. It
ioes not seem the reaervedness of the conscience strick¬
en murderer.

I understand he yet protests his innocence. If he pas-
ies this ordeal, and still clings to the declaration, I shall
believe him.

Wesson monopolized the business there pretty much; Mr.
George Douglsss of this city had done pretty much all his
business before Mr Adams offered the security.

gave to Mr. Atwood was written alter the proposition.nude by Mr. Adams. Atwood left the dar before I did .
(Letter shown.) I think this is the letter'nf introduction
which I gave Mr. Atwood. As it is sealed I may have
given him another open letter I may have put this let¬
ter in the post office. I think I did write another. I un¬
derstood from Mr.Adams that he was dissatisfied with Mr.
Douglass, which caused him to desire to change his busi¬
ness I made inquiries respecting Adams and Watts A
Seymour as to their responsibility, character and vera¬
city.
Mr. Whiting then read letter No 1, dated Oct 93, Chi-

llenttae, lrotn Mr Doreto 8 8. & Co , being ¦ letter of in
troduction of Atwood, exchange broker and miliar, end
informing the firm of the responsibiltv of Wetta &. 8ey-
mour: the former reputed to be worth $3& 000, and the lat¬
ter $40 000 in unincumbered property. The aecond let¬
ter wa< from Mr. Dore also, and relate to the tranaao'ion,
informing him that from oil he cou'd learn Watta It Sey¬
mour were both reapectahle men and could be relied upon
and would give receipt* for property which they had in
depoait; alio that B. Douglass was in Cbiliccthe and quitenettled with all, and had offered to leave hi* name or hia
lather's, in blank, with Adams, without any receipt*. Theletter contains the proposition* of Adnms at length, rnd
other business matter*. Mr. Dora testified that the infor¬
mation respecting Douglass was received froaa Mr.
Adams.
Francis B. Sags, called..Am one of the firm ef Sage,

Suydam k Co. 1 wrote the letter which I now hold in
my hand to Mr. Adams, after the receipt »f Mr. Dare's
letters, authorizing Adams to draw upon th t house on
forwarding receipt* of Meaar*. Watta and e»\ m >ur, ef
prodnce deposited with them, consigned C tt a iiunse of
Suydam, Sage li Co., to be forwatded (the piedu.-e ) a*
soon a* navigation opens; and direc'ing the property to
be insured, and policies to be deposited with Mr wesson.
Mr. S*ge then read varioni drafts of Adsma, which had
been paid on order at maturity, upon receipt* accom¬
panying them, signed by Watts, at Cbilicotbe. and Sey¬
mour, at Circleville specifying that certain prod ce had
been deposited with the signer*. Theae drafts were no
laid in the indictment as having been paid uponfthe fai n
pretences. These draft* were then read, dated January
20th, 1844, for $13,300 and a receipt of prcduce in depositin connection with them.
The defence objected to the introduction of these latter

drafts, which were embraced in the seventh count of tho
indictment, on the ground of variance, the letters beingadded inthe indictment, when it did not appear in the re
ceipt, end an insertion of tho preposition for, iostaad of oj.They contended that this was enongh to quash thatcount-
The District Attorney maintained that ths variance

was not fatal; and the Court intimated as mnch Pendingthis objection the Court, at 3 o'clock, adjourned till Mon¬
day et 11 o'clock.
Thk Capturk of Santa Anna-.Santa Anna,previous to hia capture had written to the Preai-

dent, General Harrera, on the 10th ult. from his camp
near Puebla, soliciting passports for Senor llaroey Tama
riz and General Cortzar and Mendoza, lata of hia suite..
He also begs passports for himself, that he may leave tho
country, and, as he says, "seek abroad a home where 1
might end my last days." He statee that he has alreadygiven up the command of hia army to General Morales,
who would proclaim the Constitutional Government.
He authorises certain Commiiaioners to announce to

the Chamber* hii renunciation of the Presidency, and
atate* that he has sacrificed his "property and all that a
man holds most dear " Alone he resisted the f< entrmpt
and outrages manifested agair.st his person, end these ex¬
pressions elone could never have driven him to take this
resolution ; fearing, if he remained, some conspiracywould be formed against his life.unfortunate enough al¬
ready to the nation and himself.for this reason only he
hai resolved to separate himself from his>faithful and vali¬
ant army.
He oontiniiea, "no doubt the august Chambers know

how lo respect the right* of a citizen that has well arrved
his country, and has poured forth hia Mood f r her," and
that they will not interrupt hia embarkation no morn
than he did tho embarkation of those "who, like himself,
had the disgrace to occupy the supreme command of tho
Republic "'

At da*, -break on the morning of the lltk nit. 8»nta
Anna left hi* camp in a coach, taking the route :or Vera
Crnz escorted by 300 cavalry, but noon changed his
course for Orizava, intending to leave the Republic from
Huatzacuaiso or some port lu Oajaca, as the road to Vera
Crnz wa* strongly lort-fi.'d at almost every place throughwhich he would have to pass. Having dismissed his <c-
cort. he proceeded as a citizen, until he was arretted byisn'.e Indians, and by whom he was recognised, from hislameness,? and delivered up 16 the military authorities.
At Puenta National, the key of M»xico, the peasantshad congregat»d en waits to oppose his flight.The same day, as the flight of Santa Anna took place,Generels Parade* and ArriTlaya. followed by Gao. Bravo,entered the city of Puebla with their lorcea, amidst the
