It now devolved
upon (he Senate to decide, and their decision nowwould perhaps settle forever the late of this ap¬plication We should, then, at least, with
great reluctance decide upon its rejection..Mr. B. next stated his objections to several of
the provisions of the House resolution It wasdifferent from his opinions of the most expedientforms, in regatd to the disposition of the publiclauds, in the absence of any satisfactory clause in
relation to the Indian tribes, and their future rela¬
tions with the government in cession ol all the public
property, dec. Nor did the Hon. Senator like the
principle of consulting Texas upon the question of
admitting new Slates from the residue ol her ter¬
ritory ; but hopes this resolution, and all these col¬
lateral questions can be settled hereafter. Another
feature of the House resolution did not entirely
meet the concurrence of Mr. B..the surrender of
all her customs to the United States without a
remuneration. This was unjust, as it would
be unjust to deprive her of all herpubliclands. The
immediate annexation of Texas would set¬
tle the bickerings, the strifes, the hostile array of
man against man, excited by the suspension of its
settlement And the popular will upon this ques¬tion, said Mr. B., I conceive to have been lullyexpressed by the people of the United States, in
the late Presidential elections. While the ques¬
tion of the acquisition of Louisiana remained un¬
settled, the same opposition had been manifested
as upon this question, and the same threats of dis¬
union. Fanaticism would be busy until the ques¬tion were disposed of. With the final settlement
of the question, as in the case of Louisiana, all
doubts would pass away, and the whole peeplewould meet again in harmouy around the common
altar of the Union. Gentlemen now most opposed
to this measure front sectional prejudices, would
enjoy the greatest 'benefits from the admission ol
Texas into the Union. What would New Eng¬land now be without the acquisition of Louisiana
.what advantages had she not reaped from this
acquisition; and her interest would he as much
promoted from the admission of Texas. Nor
were ihere any well grounded apprehensions. Mr.
B conceived that the extension of our empirewould find no stopping place. On the contrary the
hand of Nature had defined the Rio del Norte as
lie boundary line of our extension on the South..
On the question of slavery, Mr. B coincided
with Mr. Clay in his opinion as expressed in one cf
his celebrated Texas letters, that the whole terri¬
tory of Texas, if taken into the Union, will most
probably be divided into two slave States and threefree States. he. defendants offthe Afiican race,who delighted to bask in the meredian blaze of a
burning sun, would naturally occupy the lowlands
along the gulf, while the fine upper country of the
north and west, adapted to the culture of wheal
and oats, would become the portion of the white
race and the field of his free labor. Upon this
question he was perfectly free to leave the deter¬
mination of freedom or slavery to the natural and
inevitable laws of population.Mr. B. next entered into a legal argument as to
the power conferred by the Constitution, in that
provision which declares that "new States may be
admitted into the Union." His argument upon'his point was entirely directed agaicst the
construction given to this clause of the Con¬
stitution by Mr. Morehead yesterday. Mr
B , on the contrary, argued to show that the clause
providing for the admission ol new states, was in¬
serted in the Federal Constitution, with direct re¬
ference to the probable future application of Canads
tor admission; thus having the guarantee of the
power for the acqusition ol foreign territory. The
nower of Congress, in opposition to Mr Morehead,
Mr. B. assumed was superior and express however,while the treaty-making power was a subordinate
and implied power under the Constitution The
power to udmit new States was a power expressly
given, the power cf acquiring new territory is an
implied power, derivable from the express power.
The Senator from Kentucky had reversed the case,
in making the implied, superior to the express
power In support of the position that the power to
admit new States was not confined to territory al¬
ready within our Federal jurisdiction, Mr. B.
cited the Fcderalitt, Mr. Macon, Mr. Nicholas,
«nd others. The objections of the Senator from
Kentucky, that the admission of Texas would be e
precedent which might lead to future attempts
upon Cuba, Patagonia, and the territories of the
Anthropophagi,

" Whose heads da grow beneath their shoulders,"
and the Chinese Empire, where the women have
such pretty little feet, (A stir among the satin
dresses in the ladies gallery.) Mr. B. conceived
amounted to just nothing.when we considered
the similarity in blond, taste, manners and iustitu-
tionn of the people of Texas with their brethreu of
the Uoit' d States, and their natural tendency, in
consequence to affinity and union under the same
government. In a commercial aspect, the benefits
that would accrue from the annexation of Texas
were considered. It would g:ve us the cottoB
trade between Texas and England, which must
otherwise fall, by a close alliance with Great Bri¬
tain and Texas, under the control of the English
government, it would extend the continental ad¬
vantages of free trade. Our domestic trade had
been estimated by the learned Chairman on Fi¬
nance, as fifteen times greater than our foreign
trade. Mr. B. took this to be
