Mr. McDurrie was in favor of the retrenchment
contemplated in the amendment. Full missions in
these cuses, he thought, would operiste mier® to the
benefit of the azents employed, than of the govern.
meat.  Ausiria, he considered an unimportant na-
tum in a commercial point of view, as related to
the Uaited Siates, perhaps oue of the least impor-
e, IL was aob incombent upon us Lo suslain 1
Austria, ¢ mimister of u _higher grade than that of
lier government to the Uu].l.m' "\L ies, Besides, he

was in favor of retrenchment as & principle of toe
pew adininstration.

The mission to Austria was reduced to the class
ol Charges des Affaires, and the mission to Brazil
retatned as a (ull minister.  Appropriation modibed
accordingly

The compensation of a Minister to China wasre-
duced from $9,000, as sgreed upon by the House,
e $5,000 per aunum.  Outfit untouched.

After the consideratinn of other amendments,

TEXAS INIO THIS UNION.

Mr. Currrexpss took the floor. [There was
un whnsually large auditory in the galleries to-day,
of attracuve and anxions listeners.] He adverted
toth great and parnmount importance of this ques-
tion, s the mighty consequences dependent upon
it, He expressed nis diffi feoce wod d strust of his
ity wnoaddressing the Semate upon this subjeet,
[ su many geatlemen of such high and ackno v-
ledged taiemis had led the way betore him in this
discussion. He should have contented hims- It with-
ont vifering aoy observations to the Senate, were it
not i @ measare o daty devolving upon him, 1n order
to set himseif right before the country, ulzd to pre-
veat the possibility of a misapprenension of his posi-
tion and sentiments 10 reference to thia momentous
question. Withouta waste of ime in preliminary ob-
s-rvatinos, Mr. C. entered at once 1ato the invesii-
gation of the Constirutional interrogatory:—Can a
for-ign State be admitted 5 & new Stare 1nto thie
Uaisn by Congress? He asked of gentiemen il the
tramers of the Constitution—ihe guardians nflhe
Uuited States—could possibly have designed in the
nower conlerred, to admit new States into the
Uaton—so vast and dengerous a power us this, of
gathering up here and there tne little foreign na-
tions around us, and merging their discordunt ele-
ments tato Siates, wnd with people of this Union.
It never could have been so intended to be con
straed  Mr.  Crittendea respectiully approached
th= materials of the Constitutional argument of
M, Walker, the Senator trom Mississipp, and the
frawments of letters collected by Mr. Walker from
tihe uncient Fathers in gug purt of the perpective ex-
teasion of tae terntories of the United States, he
exhibiied as giviog no satisfactory sssurance o, the
power sssumed  Not even the letierof Mr, Hamil-
1on, which looked to the =xtension of our autho-
rity (o South America, was applicable or apposite
to the cuse in hand. Nor was the authority from
Mr. Madison properly suseepuble of the construe-
tion put upon it by the Senator from Mississippi.
Mr. . dissented from such exumples of strict con-
struction.  The precedents of laws assumed by Mr.
Walker to be analagous to this case, M. C. con-
gidered s inadmissible, N

Mr. C next reviewed the Constitutional posi-
tion assumed by Mr. MeDuffie 1n the interpreta-
tion of the power to acquire foreign territory as
a power belonging to Congress, because in the ae-
quisition of new territory, the department of the
government to be employed as the agency, is not
named, it might as properly be assumed hy Con-
greas as by the trea'y making power, Mr. Uritten-
den and Mr. MeDatli came iuto frequent explana-
tory collisions in the progress of Mr. Critteaden’s
review of the argument of the Senator from the
[,5uth by the Senator frorn the West. In oneol
these passagea at arms, Mr McDuffie was cited as
haviog said that the power to make war (Congress)
had the | ower Lo make peace. Mr. C: wanted to
koow how Jongresi could make peace.

Mr McDurrie—By disbanding the army and
the navye.  (Lisughter.)

Mr. Crirtunpen —That would be & good way of
msking peace onour side, but it takes two to make
pence, asit takes two to make war, (Laughter.)

M:. McDureie—We could not mak« war very
well after the army and navy were disbanded.—
(L mghtvr)

M. Carrrennen said he did not know bnt under
such a contingeney it would be a good time for us
to ke peace, but it wonld certainly be a gooo
time lor our enemy to make war.  (General laugh
ter, but very modestly done, like a laugh mne
Lhur(-hw) ]

Mr. McDorrig explained that the Constitution
not haviug defined tne bravch of the government
to which the acqmsition of fvreign territory belong
ed, whether to tne law muking power or the treaty
m ulun.; power, it might theretore be as properly as-
same=d by the former as by the latter; orin other
terms, that it was a fonetion belonging not exclu-
sively to the treaty making power.

Mr. Cuirrespes appealed to the contrary, to the
spirit_of the Coasutution—the precedents of ae.
qumuun of foreiga territory, a8 establishing the
exerciss of this tun-‘lluu,rx(.luuwvly with the trea.
ty makiog powers, &¢, Mr. C, next referred to
the spirit ol disorganization that was rite in the
land. We were leaviog the ancient landmarks in
our eager desire lor territorial extension—we were
departing from the Constitution to the worship of
a lone star—a loan star, & star which the great Se-
nator from New York had in his poetcal effusion
presented to us in the moviag churacter of a lone,
and beautiful, and weepiog maiden. Mr. MeDaf-
fis, and Mr. W’.ﬁkvr were taken up again, and
Their cduning laterpretations of the Constitution
From these two Senators Mr. Cnitteuden pnseed
w Seastor All=n; and aher reterring the Se-
pate to @ remark in the speech of Mr
Alen in which he had said that dyou might
blaw the Constitation sky high, in_thres
weeks another equally as good l::uuh! be produced,
withoat disturbing the furmer at his plough. Mr. C
sade this pemark of Mre Allen, the theme of a pa-
triotte defence of the Cunsuruuon and the fathers
wiio framed 1t ; and of denunciation of that spirit
of digorder which would hold this great charter of
our rignis 1o geeh trifling estumation.  Afiter dwel
iing upun the danzera of acceding to the spnt of
inapoeas ble lust tor aggrandiz=ment; and -mld in
eoneloston, that he copsidered this measure from
the Hous= for the annexation of Texas to the Uni-
led Siaes, (and he said it with no feeling of dis
respect 1o uny maa) but he considered tnis mea-

wure as contemplatiug a most palpable violation ol
I'.ht'( Jonstitution, from first to last, a8 4 meuasurn
revolutionary in 1ta charaeter, and destructive to
all the sateguards of the Consttuton and the lawe,
tor the maintenance of order, and the prot-ction o
our rights; and that it involved a consolidation of
all power 1nto the hands, and suvject to the ca-
prices &;l' bare majorities of the two houses of Con-

rras, &o
e Mr. ARCHER Rext rose to the subject. He said

that he rose 10 his place from the relation in which
he stwod w this question, (Chairmen on Foreign
Relnnuns,) 1o close this important debate. His
triend trom Kentneky (Mr Crittenden) in the open-

ing of his remurks, had placed his relisnce upon
that Suprem= Power from whence all s'rength s
denved. How much more gppropriate, then, was
it for himeelf to doso. It was in sueh a spirit ol
reliance that he conld alone properly approach the
inappreciable magnitnde of this question. The
quesiion befare us proposed to unsettle all the ba-
lumees of the Constitution; aod whether the Unit-

ed Siates are or are not to be overthrown, was the
qaestion,  Crentlemen on both sides had talked wf
the expediencies associated with this question. He
would blush to talk ol expediencies when the
Constitution was jat stake. He knew that
the annexation of Texas was ordained—he
Kuew 1t most come—a muajority of his own con-

stitneats were its advocates, but he gave up all
questions of expediency and of duty, 1o his obliga-
tions to the Constitntion, W hile npon quesiions of
exprdiency, he would yield to the wishes of his
cousitnents ; in matters of conseience he should
maiatain noinvaded the whole field of his mind

Mr. Archer considered 1n detail the office 1n the
premises of the treaty making power—the danger-
ons balanee of power held 1n the haods of the Abo

litroniais, and their dangerons attitude to this ques-
tion—the deelaration that the anpexation ol Texas
would extead (he area of treedom, in which he
compared the loafers of Papinean’s rebeilion, with
the patriots of the Texas revolution. Mr. Archer
continned some time on the general dangers of the
measure.

M¢ Jowvson desired n few words in explanation
of his position. In oppomtion, then, te Mr. Bar-
row, hie colleague, he said he was in favor of
nanexation constitutionaliy, from national conmde-
rations, But he could not vore for aonexation
againg the Consutution, &e¢. From the geoeral
tenor of his remarks, we judge he will vote for the
measure before the S:nate.

Fhe question was then announced as upon the
reanlution trom the House.
