During the
play of llomeo and Juliet, every thing was quiet, if we
except the applause bestowed upon the acting of the
Walliicks. At thelallof the curtaiu there was aloud
cr'.I tor them.some delay took place.the house became
impatient, and Mr Stevens, the ctage manager, appeared,leading Mr*. Wallack, before the audience. He apolo¬gized tor the d lay, stating that Mr. W. bad left the thea¬
tre some ten minuted bi fore, and could not be found, and
he was, therefore, obliged to return thark* lo the audi-
cncnon behilf i fthe lady. Shortly alter ihif, the playof .. The Fashion" commenced, and is it proceeded, sun¬
dry attempts bt hissing were made; but the audience
were in too good a humor with the drollery be¬
fore them, and so they promptly put down this
exhibition of malice. Thu play then proceededlor some timu without interruption, till at length some
rascal from the gallery threw a handful of gravel stones
at Mr Burton. The house was immediately in an up.
roar. Crie* of" turn him out," resounded from all quar¬ters, and a rush was made towards the part from whence
the assault came. Mr. Thayer, who was playing the
author, tried to allay the excitement and pacify Mr. Bur¬
ton, who wai very much enraged at the treatment he
had received. He was calm, however, and looking to¬
ward the gallery, remarked (hat he was vety much
obliged to the person who hsd pelted him, but he would
be much more obliged to any gentleman, who sight re.
cogni/.e tho man, to point hiin out to the police officer*
or urn him out of the building himself, and he, Burton,
wouid take the responsibility of the act. " I call upon myofficers," continued Mr. Burton, "to do their duty and
preserve peace in the house." The general rush which
was made towards the gailary did not succeed ia catchingthe offending individual; a search was instantly com¬
menced, ond it was some time before the house became
quiet enough for the play to be resumed. Mr Burton
tnen stepped forward and apologised to the audience for
the impel it u* tone he had assumed in ordering a partonto be turned out of the house for misconduct but he said
h« was compelled to do so from n sense of duty to himsell,and them He looked upon such disorder as an insult to
them rrore than to him He wa* bound as manager to
protect the audience from annoyance, and to render then
all the satisfaction in his power. They had givsu their
money to come and see his performances, and they oould
not enjoy them as they ought if he were to permit such
interruptions us the one which had just been witnessed.
At the conclusion of these remarks, three cheera were

given for Burton, and the performance was then resumed,
the. conspirators not venturing above u hall-suppressedhiss for the balance of the evening. A more disgraceful

terest of society, for the interest* of liberty and of man-
kind, that when au editor evinces a disposition to estab¬
lish such, or has not sufficient judgment 11 prevent his
paper from being mn'!e an instrument for the dictation of
othHrs, that the community should rally and put down
th it press and that editor forever.
